When But-
ler applied to be accepted as bondsman
for Charles A. Gutks, who had come into
court to answer to a new Information,
Jutige Rynn ruled that, as Butler was un-
der conviction of & crime, with a punish-
ment of thres years mprisonment at-
tached., he bad forfeited his legal righls
end was civilly dead,
