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NOT FOR 35 YEARS

Councilmen Against the City

& Suburban Franchise.

WOULD GRANT 25-YE- TERM

Street Railway Managers in nc

to 'Thin Proposal Say They
Prefer to Operate Under Their

Present Franchises.

The application of the City & Suburban
Railway Company for a blanket franchise
will meet with strong opposition in the
Common Council unless the company
agrees to a term of 23 years Instead of
So years, the period asked. Councllmen
Bentley and Merrill, at the meeting of
the street committee yesterday afternoon,
declared themselves as unalterably op-

posed to a franchise having a life of more
than 25 years, and President Tyler "Woo-
dward and Manager C. F. Swigert. of the
City &. Suburban, said that such a short
term would never be accepted by them.

The provisions of the blanket ordinance
were again stated by Chairman Rumelin,
who added that he had been informed by
the company's officers that the franchise
was acceptable and the only question was
as to its duration. There was no need
of discussing it section by section, for if
the terms demanded were not granted the
ordinance would be refused by the com-
pany.

"The question is a complicated one,"
said the chairman, "and I suggest that
we ask the Auditor to compile data of
the terms of the old and the late fran-
chises so that the application may be
fairly considered."

Bentley Opposed lo Lottg Time.
"If the company asks for a franchise- - of

more than 25 years It will never get my
vote." said Mr. Bentley. ,

"Nor mine, either," said Mr. Merrill.
"All we ask for," said Mr. Swigert, "is

the same relative increase that was
granted to the other company. It got, eo
I understand, an average increase of
three years. We ask for 35 years, but
if the term is found to be -- too long we
are willing to reduce It. If an agreement
should not be reached we shall continue
to operate our lines under our present
franchlsea Our application was not un-
sought. Some Councllmen asked us to
present it, and as we wish some fran-
chises we thought It only fair to com-
ply with the request. "We ask these
franchises because the other company
is paralleling our most valuable lines."

"Tour outside franchises," said Bent-le- y,

"have a life of 3S years, but they
cannot be compar.ed in value with some
you hold in the city and which run only
17 years. My vote "will never give the
company a franchise for more than 25
years. I do not believe in a longer term,
and I said so when we considered the
troubles of ttio other company."

Will Xot Accept 25-Ve- ar Grant.
"We had our doubts about applying for

the franchise, .but we were asked to come
before the Council by some members of
that body," said Mr. Woodward. "Our
company Is purely a local concern. Ninety
per cent of our stock Is owned here, and
we have the only company north of San
Francisco that has not gone into the
hands of a receiver one or more times.
Our bills are always paid and our stock-
holders have always stood by us. If the
company's receipts exceed its expendi-
tures, the money Is spent In Portland. We
have franchises running up to 38 years,
and we are willing to surrender them
and all we ask is the same treatment
relatively that you have given to the
other company. If you cannot give it to
us, we shall continue to operate our lines
as usual. We will not accept a ar

franchise, and If that is settled in your
minds I have nothing more to say on
that point. As to our applications for
our other franchises, we shall,- - of course,
expect the same treatment that has been
extended to the other company, which Is
owned In Boston, New York and San
Francisco."

"If we consider the ordinance." said
Rumelin, "we will have to begin with
the life of the franchise, which is the
principal question."

"I have a number of amendments which
I wish to offer," said Bentley.

As the amendments were very extensive
the ordinance was set for hearing he-fo- re

the whole Council at a meeting to be
held at 8 o'clock next Tuesday evening.

Cast "Water Street Vacation.
The ordinance vacating East Water

street, from East Ash to East Ankeny
and East Ankeny from East First jto the
river, was laid over for two weeka' The
petition for the vacation had been re-
ceived from W. M. Ladd, and had been
held several months, awaiting a re-
monstrance, before an ordinance was
finally drafted. Yesterday objections
were presented. H. Hogue and J. M.
Nickum, who had purchased a site for a
lumber shipping depot near the streets
asked to be closed, said the passage of
the ordinance meant the practical con-
fiscation of their property. On the East
Side there were only four blocks south of
the Burnside-stre- et bridge that could be
reached by deep-wat- er vessels. The clos-
ing of the streets would reduce the num-
ber to two. If Mr. Ladd had any other
site to offer them they would agree to a
trade, that Is, if the Council decided to
clo' the streets. Otherwise they would
neif t sell nor trade.

B. Cobb, at whose request Mr. Iadd
pn. anted the petition, said he and others
Intend to start a large lumber mill and
box factory on ground which they have
leased by May 1. The streets were unused
and dilapidated, and their closing would
not injure Messrs. Hogue and Nickum.
The committee had some doubts about the
matter and decided to lay- - the matter over.

To Amend SIdevrallc Ordinances.
An opinion was received fr.om City At-

torney McNary as to the status of the Sec-
ond and Third-stre- et cement sidewalk or-
dinances. The questions submitted to Mr.
McNary were: Does the exemption of a
person from building a walk for a certain
time nullify the ordinance, and does the
passage of the second cement walk ordi-
nance Invalidate the first? Mr. McNary
replied that if the exemption asked were
for a reasonable time only, and for good
cause shown, and riot for the purpose of
evading compliance with the ordinance,
and a proper bond given for such com-
pliance, the exemption may be made with-
out subjecting the ordinance to nullifica
tion. On the other question he said that
the passage of the second ordinance did
not repeal the first, as the two may be
construed together and the two-fo- and
excess fill provision of the former would
attach to the latter. As a settlement of
all questions relative to he last matter he
suggested that a provision be added to the
later ordinance exempting property where
there is an excess of a two-fo- fill. The
amemlment will be made and the ordi
nance will go to the Council next Wednes
day.

The petition for the Improvement of
Benton street, and against which a re-
monstrance was filed, was laid over for
two weeks. Some of the residents along
the street want only a portion of it im-
proved, and others want It opened from
end to end. A second petition will be cir-
culated, and a second remonstrance will
probably follow In its wake. T. M. Rich
ardson s petition for damages by the open
lng of Kelly street also went over. The
viewers allowed Richardson only 5200 for
property which he says Is worth $1500.

Bicycle Lair Postponed.
The SIgler bicycle ordinance was indefi

nitely postponed on the joint motion of
Merrill and Sharkey. Merrill said the or--

dinance left the wheelmen no place to ride
except .along the hillsides, and Sharkey
said thatmen going to and from work
could never ride through the muddy
streets.

The Albee grass ordinance was referred
back to Its proposer for an amendment re-

quiring Its enforcement by the City En-
gineer.

The petition for the Improvement of
GHsan street from Twenty-secon- d to
Twenty-thir- d was Indefinitely postponed,
as a remonstrance was presented bearing
the signatures of more than half of the
Interested property-owner- s.

BEUTELSPACHER GETS ?2.
Bat Council Committee "Will Make

Health Ofilcers Pay.
At the meeting of the Council commit-

tee on health and police yesterday, the
claim of William Beutelspacher for ?2 for
conveying a smallpox patient to the pest-hou- se

was allowed. This claim had been
heldsover for nearly six weeks, as the
committee thought it should properly be
paid by the Health. Commissioner or hie
deputy. Deputy Commissioner Evans
said that at the time the patient
was found he was engaged in other busi-
ness of the Health Department, and he
could not be expected to pay the claim.

"Some one in the Health Department
must pay it," declared Chairman SIgler.
"There is plenty of help in the Health
Office and there Is no need of engaging
others to do their work. The amount is
small, but I do object to establishing a
precedent We will pay the claim, but
we will hold the matter open for further
investigation, and I shall insist that the
$2 be paid by the City Physlclm, the
Health Commissioner or his deputy."

Plumbing Inspector Hulme called atten-
tion to the fact that the terms of two
members of the board of examining
plumbers expire on the first of the year,
and as applicants are to be examined
soon after that date, some steps should
be taken to select the appointees for the
year. The retiring members are: Robert
Brady, representing the master plumb-
ers, and John Lang, representing the
journeyman plumbers. The other mem-
bers of the board are the health and po-

lice committee and the Plumbing Inspec-
tor. The committee took the matter un-
der advisement and will announce its ap-
pointments in a week or so.

AGREE TO MUTUAL COUNCIL

Settlement of Difficulties of Second
Baptist Church In Sight.

There are prospects that the difficulties
in the Second Baptist Church will soon
be settled. It was found that the con-
ference council, called from the various
Portland churches, could not effect a set-
tlement, mainly for the reason it had no
authority to enforce its findings, no mat-
ter what they were. Through the efforts
of some of the leading Baptist ministers,
and laymen the conference' council has
been changed to a mutual council. Lead-
ers on both sides of the church contro-
versy have consented to the mutual coun-
cil, which means that they will submit
to its findings.

In the form of a mutual council the
body will commence taking testimony
on both sides at the Second Baptist
Church next Tuesday. Just how long It
will take to hear both sides is not known,
but probably all the testimony will be
in next week, and the council will make
up the verdict, when all parties will have
to abide by the decision, whatever it
may be, for they have agreed to do so.
The mutual council will probably try to
end the controversy for all time. The
leading ministers and laymen of the
Portland Baptist churches are members
of tho council, and probably will not hes-

itate to apply whatever remedy may seem
necessary to end the trouble for all "time
to come.

BILLS, NOT POLITICS

Multnomah Delegation Busy

With Legislation.

MANY PROPOSED MEASURES

Water Rights, State Banking; Law,
.Relations of Debtor and Creditor,

and Landlord and Tenant Sub-
jects to Be Considered.

Politics Is the least of the troubles of
the Multnomah delegation In the next
Legislature. While all of the members
from this county are giving more or less
attention to matters of legislation, they
are neither considering nor discussing
such subjects as organization or the elec-
tion of a Senator. Probably each mem-
ber has views of his own, but these opin-
ions are not being exchanged by the gen-
tlemen who will go to Salem from this
.county next month. As C. W. Hodson,
chairman of the. delegation, expressed It,
"We are spending no time on political
questions, because we have no doubt that
such matters will force themselves upon
our attention soon enough. They always
do. The organization of the Legislature
an'd the election of a Senator are of less
Importance than the enactment of laws,
and whatever time we have to give to our
Legislative duties, we are not spending
on politics. I do not know what any mem-
ber of the delegation Intends to do regard-
ing the selection of presiding officers, and
I doubt whether any member knows the
opinions or intentions of any other mem-
ber in this respect.

"All the talk about the Multnomah dele-
gation being solid for this man or that
man Is pure speculation. We may be
solid and we may not be, but that remains
to be seen. We have no agreement or
understanding upon any of these subjects,
and, so far as I know, there Is no Inten-
tion of deciding before the Legislature
meets what bourse wo will take. Of
course. . upon auch matters of legislation
as the charter. ))lll and the Centennial ap-
propriation, we have already taken action.

"There are notvso many applications for
clerkships as yoii would expect. - The fact
of the matter, is that people are finding
out that a Legislative clerkship is not
such a profitable position as has been gen-
erally supposed.. Because Legislatures
In the past have expended considerable
sums for clerk hire, and these expendi-
tures kare called 'grafts,' people conclude
that a clerkship Is an opportunity "to
make a good sum of money. But tlose
who have gone to Salem and worked 40
days for $3 or $4 a day, and have spent
the greater part of their money for travel-
ing expenses and board, find that the
positions are not worth going after. Some
come back with even less money than
thcyNhart when they went away, for one
attending a session of the Legislature will
spend money for many things besides rail-
road fare and board. There "will be plenty
of applicants for all the positions we
have to fill, but since most of the people
are "employed at more 'profitable work at
ihome, there are not so many applications
as I had expected.

"I do not know when the delegation will
hold another .meeting. A. few persons who
are interested In proposed measures have
presented, them to the members of the
delegation, and these will receive consid-
eration."

Law of Water Rights.
Representative John GUI, secretary of-th-

delegarlon. received a letter today
from a Portland real estate, dealer calling
the attention of the delegation to the need
of an act limiting the rights of riparian
proprietors on the streams of this state.
Since irrigation in Eastern Oregon has
become of so great general interest, Mr.
Gill thinks the subject of water rights Is
one of the most Important to which the
Legislature can give attention. In his
letter the real estate man inclosed a
newspaper article from, a recen issue of
The Oregonlan reciting some of the
changes wnlch are proposed in the law of
water rights in California. The letter Is
as. follows:

"To the Multnomah Delegation: The de-
velopment of Irrigation projects will do
more good to the State of Oregon and to
Portland, than any other class of enter-
prises. Laws should be enacted at. the
next session which will be more favorable.
The doctrine of riparian rights, as passed
upon by the Supreme Court is a mon-

strous wrong. It simply means that the
water?- - r.f running streams shall continue
to run to waste forever.

"The builder of every Irrigating canal
Is held up by every owner of a foot of
land bordering the stream below, and
every such owner can say that the waters
of that stream shall run to waste. I
hope the Multnomah delegation will con-
sider this matter fully and draft and se-

cure tne passage of a bill modifying as
far as possible this great wrong, both
to tho builders of canals and those who
would make homes on arid land."

State BanUinj? Lnw.
Representative Hodson believes a state

banking law should be enacted for the
purpose of regulating banks for the better
protection of depositors. Several attempts
have been made in the past to secure the
passage of such laws, but they always
met such vigorous opposition that they
failed to pass. Mr. Hodson believes that
a bahk other than a National bank should
be required by the state law to make re-
ports similar to those required of National
banks by the Federal "laws. Under the
present laws a private bank can receive
deposits though Its assets are exhausted
and it has not enough money to pay the
depositors. If banks were required to
make reports whenever called upon to do
so, and an official were authorized to ex-

amine the affairs of the bank whenever
he thought it advisable, all banks would
be compelled to conduct a legitimate busi-
ness and pursue conservative policies.
While the owners of banks can sec little
use for such a law, the people generally
favor It, for it would afford them protec-
tion to their deposits. Mr. Hodson will
probably Introduce a bill for a state bank-
ing law.

Judgment Debtors.
Representative W. W. Banks has In

mind several measures which he thinks
should be passed by the Legislature, and
to these ho will give some attention. It
was recently held in the Circuit Court
that when a judgment creditor brings
supplementary proceedings to enforce pay-
ment of his Judgment, the creditor must
set forth In uls petition the specific prop-
erty which he thinks tho debtor owns
but refuses to apply to the judgment. Mr.
Banks thinks the law should be framed-s-

as to enable a creditor to examine the
debtor concerning any property he may
have unknown to the creditor, and he will
Introduce a bill authorizing a procedure of
that kind. Mr. Banks will also endeavor
to secure the passage of a bill limiting
the wages exemption to $0, and if he has
time to do so, he may prepare a complete
law for the government of the relations
of landlord and tenant. As the present
laws were passed at different times and
are composed in part of court decisions,
there are some uncertalntle-- which Air.
Banks thinks should be remedied by
statute

Want Fire Protection.
Councilman Dan Sherrett, of the Eighth

street. The petitions he placed in the
hands of various citizens have been gen-
erally signed. They read, as follows:

"

"We, .the undersigned residents and
property-owne- rs of the City of Portland,
do .most, "respectfully petition your hon.
oracle body to make provisions for the
establishment and maintenance of an engi-

ne-house in that part of the city south
of Division street and cast of the Wil-
lamette River. The territory in this dis-
trict is densely pbpulated and has within
it a number of business houses and manu-
facturing enterprises which are now en-
tirely without fire protection. We beg to
represent that the City of Portland has
in its possession a piece of land at the
Intersection of Powell and Mllwaukie
streets which would serve as a location
for an erfglne-hous- e, as it would be prac-
tically in the center of this district herein
referred to. 'We are also Informed by
the Fire Commissioners that there is in
service a fire-engi- that could be spared
for the purpose, and, therefore, the ex-
pense of establishing an engine-hous- e

would be very small, as compared with
the benefits to be derived therefrom. 2md
we would respectfully ask that in mak-
ing appropriations for 1903 consideration
be given this request."

STUDENTS IN DEBATE.

Society Entertains Audi-
ence at HiRh School.

The Society of the, Portland
High School celebrated its fourth anni-
versary by an excellent entertainment In
the assembly hall yestertlay afternoon.
The Interlude of Pyramus and Thlsbe,
from Shakespeare's "Midsummer Night's
Dream," wno given by 12 students. The
other number on the programme was a de-

bate on the question: "Resolved, That all
executive duties in American cities should
be concentrated in the hands of the
Mayor, and that his appointments should
not require confirmation." The affirmative
was defended by Coulson Soule and Harry
Raffety, while their opponents were Lee
Wells and Lloyd Magmess. The Judges
Miss Friendllch, Miss Balrd and Mr.
Breece, all teachers in the High School,
decided in favor of the negative.

A short address of welcome was made
by President Couleon Soule, who spoke on
the record of the Society and
remarked that it had furnished many high-standa-

graduates and editors of the
High School Cardinal. He then resigned
the gavel to T. J. Lanford.

Preparatlono for the debate have been
going on for the past two months and all
four speeches showed a most thorough in-

vestigation of the history of city govern-
ments In the number of facts drawn from
the experience of other municipalities on
the subject. The affirmative held that
municipal government was a failure In
this country because of the corruption and
heavy taxation, and declared that the rea-
son of this failure was because the power
wafl not sufficiently centralized in the
hands of the Mayor. He had no authority
to curb corruption and maintain good
government.

The negative held that corruption in
cities was not due to the form of govern-
ment, but for the reason that the best peo-
ple In the community were indifferent and
apatheMc and permitted the corrupt ele-
ment to rule and control the reins of gov
ernment. Nunsrous illustrations were
given by Messrs. Wells and Mngness of
cities where tho Mayor had autocratic
power, and they declared that under such a
regime corruption was greater than under
any other form. So well did they support
their etatements that the judges decided
In their favor.

The presentation of a part of the "Mid
summer Night's Dream" was the- - most
ambitious production ever given by stud
ents of the High School, and the perform
ance was well conducted in every par
ticular. The actors showed an aPDrccI
ation of the thought of the play far better
than do some older and more experienced
actors, and the performance was entirely
out of the class of the ordinary amateur
theatricals. Much credit Is due to the

Society arid to the teachers
who coached both the debaters and the
young actors.

STORES IN HOLIDAY GARB

Christmas Sennon Ih Marked by
Xovel Decorations.

Never before In the history of Portland
has there been seen such lavish and mag-
nificent displays of holiday goods; never
have stores been so decorated or so
crowded with goods and customers as at
present. This is only natural, for never
before was Portland so wealthy, so popu-
lous or so prosperous as at present.

The great department stores are packed
and jammed with the products of all
sorts of the world from basement to
roof, and so thronged with buyers that
it is difficult for one to make way,
through them.

climbing into the tree to do the work.
The corridor from the main entrance to
the sides of the rotunda are lighted in
the same manner, there being in all over
1000 electric lights, and the-e.ffe- in the
evening, when all these lights are turned
on, Is magnificent. A large portrait of
Santa Claus, in whose, honor all the dec-
orations have been prepared, stands at
the majn entrance.

Olds, Wortman & King have changed
the style of their decorations this season.
There is a lavish display of palms and
other greenery In all the departments
where any space can be found, giving
some of them a truly tropical appear-
ance. On the third floor Is a Christmas
tree beautifully decorated In the most
lavish style. A large figure of Santa
Claus Is on hand.

Woodard, Clarke & Co. have not neg-

lected the usual decorations In greenery,
and have a large Christmas boll, but they
have made their main display this sea-
son with Oriental art work.

TWO BANKS "CONSOLIDATE

NEW YORK. Dec. 12. A banking con-
solidation was announced today, which
will bring into' harmony the large finan-
cial and Insurance Interests of the Mutual
Life Insurance Company, the Equitable
Life Assurance Association and the Mor-
ton Trust Company. This was brought
about at the meetings of the directors of
the National Bank of the United States,
which was acquired some months ago by
the interests which control the trust
company,' and of the Western National
Bank. The directors of the Bank of the
United States voted to amalgamate with
the Western and to make the combined
capital of the banks $10,000,000. The direc-
tors of the Western National, in which
the Equitable Is largely Interested, voted
to fuse with the National Bank of the
United States upon a bas'is mutually
agreed upon by the Interests In control

The new bank will continue under the
management of V. P. Synd'er, the pres-
ident of the Western; and "will be known "

as the Western Bank of the United-States-
.

The will be Rich-
ard A. McCurdy. president of the Mutual;
James E. Hyde, president of the 'Equita-
ble Life; Henry A. Smith, vlcerpresldent of
the Western National Bank, and Thomas
F. Ryan, president of the Morton Trust
Company. The Mercantile Trust Com-
pany, the Prudential Life Insurance Com-
pany and George J. Gould are interested in
the consolidation.
