IN DEBATING THE MILITIA BILL

He Objects to JFederaIdktrnl'o1t'tIre
Force Quay r a Hurry for State-
hood BUI Dillingham Opposes

tkc Omnibus Bill.

The Senate yesterday discussed the
bill to Dromote the efficiency of the
mllltla and the statehood bill. After
agreeing to the concurrent report of the
House for an adjournment troia iecem-
ber 20 to 'January 3, Mr. Proctor called
up he mllltla bill. An amendment by
Pettus. ctrlklns: from the bill section
24, having particular references to the
reserve force of trained men, Drovoked
some discussion. The biy was laid
aMde for the omnibus 'statehood hill.
Dillingham of Vermont, who Is, opposed
lo the bill, occupying the time of the
Senate for the remainder of the day.
After a brief executive session the Sen-

ate adjourned.

WASHINGTON, Dec" 15. When the
Senate met today the House resolution
providing for the usual holiday, recess
from December 20 to January 15 was
agreed to without dlvislpn.

Bate (Tenh.) submitted the report of the
minority on the omnibus statehood bill,
which was read. It favors the omnibus
bill.

The Senate then began consideration of
a bill to promote the efficiency of the mil-
itary. Pettus (Ala.) submitted an amend-
ment striking out section 24 o"f the bill,
providing for a reserve force of trained
men, on the ground that it was direct in
fringement of the authority $lven to the
states by the Constitution, and would put
the control of the militia of the several- -
states In the hands of the general Gov
ernment. A brief debate followed, which
was participated in by Foraker. Daniel,
Hale, Spooner. Pettus, Proctor and Al
lison, and at z o'clock the bill was dis
placed by the omnibus statehood bill.

By unanimous consent discussion of the
miliua bill was continued for SO minutes.
vThe bill went over without action. !

A message from the President was laid
before the Senate, recommending the pay
ment of Indemnity to the heirs of certain
Italians killed In the Southern States.

Conslderati6n of the statehood bill was
resumed. Quay (Pa.) safd that, as the
Senator from Minnesota (Nelson) had
"suddenly and tumultuously" withdrawn
the substitute. It was his desire to know
If Mr. Nelson Intended to report the same.
Replying, Nelson said that It was his
purpose to it, but he could not
say at this time when he would do so.

Mr. Dilllnsham (Vt.) then addressed the
Senate at length In opposition to the om-
nibus statehood bilL Ho recited at lerigth
the tour bf Investigation of the subcom
mittee on territories through the several
territories, and the methods, pursued jn
securing information upon which the ma
jority report? favoring Joint statehood of
Oklahoma and Indian Territory was
based. He had not finished when the .Sen
ate, at 4:50 P. M., went into executive ses
Elcn, and shortly thereafter adjourned.

EIGHT-HOU- R BILL IS UP.

Senate Committee Considers Amend
inent Making; It Optional.

WASHINGTON. Dec U.-T- he Senate
committee on education and labor will to
morrow take up the eight-ho- bill, on
which hearings have been given during
the past few weeks. Members of the
committee have been giving careful con-
sideration to the amendments submitted
by Judge Joseph K. McCammon, who
made the principal argument against the
bill at the last meeting of the commit-
tee. One of these amendments 'strikes
out the word "permitted" in the clause
of the bill providing that "no person
shall Te compelled or permitted to work
more than eight hours on Government

WASHINGTON, Dec. he House to

day passed the Senate bill for a tJnion
Railroad Station in this city, to cost 54- .-

000,080. The station is "to oeisltuated north"
of the present site of the Baltimore &
Ohio, at Delaware and Massachusetts
avenues, and in front of It is to be a
large plaza park. The Pennsylvania Rail
road, by the terms of, the bill, Is to re-
move its tracks from the. Mall and reach
the site of the proposed station through
a tunnel to run between the Capitol and
library buildings. The Government is to
pay,, the Pennsylvania Railroad $1,500,000
and the Baltimore & Ohio JoOO.OGO In addi-
tion to providing for- - the plaza park. The
House also, passed an urgent deficiency
bill, which carried, among other items, an
appropriation of 1500,000 for eradicating
the foot and mouth disease in New Eng
land.

This was District of Columbia day, but
before the regular order was demanded
Cannon, chairman of iho appropriation
committee, called up the urgent deficiency
appropriation bill, reported on Saturday,
It carried about 51,400,000. the principal.
items being 4500,000 for stamping out the
foot and mouth disease among livestock
In New England, and the same amount to
cover deficiencies In the rural free deliv-
ery service. After some discussion, the
bill was passed.

The House then proceeded to the con
sideration of district business. The first
bill was a measure to provide for a union
station in this cfty.

An amendment offered by Mr. Cannon
to strike out the provision for .a. plaza
park in front of the 'Station, the expense
of which was to be borne Jointly out of
the revenues of the district, was yoted
down. 40 to 146. The bill thenras passed. J

Vreeland (N. Y.) moved iho passage un-

der suspension of the rules, of a. bill to
allot the lands of the. Indians of New
York in severalty, and the hill was
passed.

The Senate amendments to tne striKe
commission' bill were disagreed to, and
the bill sent to conferenoc. The Speaker
appointed Cannon. Barney and "Livingston
conferees oi) the present House bill.

CUT DOWN REPRESENTATION.

Southern Senator Declares Himself
on Souther Delegates; ,

WASHINGTON, Dec. At the White
House today Senator Pritchara, of North
Carolina, declared himself in. favor V)f

thb reduction of the representation of the
South in Republican National conventions.
To Senator Quay, of Pennsylvania, ana to
a group of newspaper men, Senator' Prlt-cha- rd

said he would support any properly
directed effort to reduce the representa-
tion of the Southern States in National
conventions.

"I believe," said he, is the only
fair method, and. I am in favor of It. The
representation of all states In Republican
National conventions should be In accord-
ance the number of Republican votes
cast In 'the several states."

Senator Quay expressed his gratiflcatioir
that "Senator Pritchard had taken that
stand, and remarked:

"I am with you."
Senator Pritchard explained that he did

not favor cutting down the representation
of the Southern States in Congress, as he
did not think that could be done Constitu-
tionally. (

MORE MEN FOR THE NAVY.

Secretary Moody Tells House Com-

mittee What Is Needed.
WASHINGTON. Dec 15. Secretary

Moody was given an extended hearing
by the House naval affairs committee to-

day on the estimate submitted for the
Navy establishment. Mr. Moody was
also heard on the proposed increase In
the personnel oi the Navy. He followed
the. recommendations in his annual re-

port, which provides that the number of
cadets admitted to the Kaval Academy
be Increased to double the present num-
ber by permitting each Senator and Rep-
resentative to name two candidates for
the academy, Instead of one, as. now pro-

vided by the law.
He called attention to the increased de-

mand for'more officers caused by the ad-

ditional ships and the heed which would
be occasioned by the placing in commis-
sion of ships now building and authorized.
The Question of an Increase in naval
construction was not taken up today.

TEST OF BORAX IN FOOD.

Tounrt Men Take Diet Prescribed by
Agricultural Department.

'WASHINGTON, Dec. 15. About a dozen
young men today began boarding on a
diet furnished by the Agricultural De-
partment and designed- - to test food adul-
terants. It was the first day of the actual
Inclusion of borax and other preservatives
In the meats which are to be furnished
to the young men for a long period, un-
der the direction of Chemist Wiley, of
the department. He believes the results
will show the harmlessness of preserva-
tives, whose presence in exports of the
United States has led to exclusion of
such food products.

The young" mcri have been taking their
meals for two weeKs under ur. wiiey s
direction, but until today no adulterants
were used In the food. The object was to
put them in the best possible physical
condition before beginning preservatives.

RATIFY SPANISH TREATY.

ISffort to Secure Actloji In Senate Be-

fore the Holidays.
WASHINGTON, Dec 16. If opportunity

offers, there will be. an effort to secure
the ratification of the new treaty "With
Spain before the adjournment of Con-
gress for the Christmas, holidays. No
opposition --to the treaty has deyeloped,
but the document and the' accompanying
papers nil much space, requiring time
to read and Investigate. The agreement
proper contains 31 articles, comprising the
usual demands of a treaty meant to in-
sure amicable relations between nations.
In addition, there is &rr informal agree-
ment confirming the relationship between
the two countries created by the "war
with Spain, and declaring the Parla peace
treaty to be Bull In eilecL There is a
stipulation that the treaty shall continue
In effect for 10 years and longer, until
abrogated after a year's notice. No limit,
is fixed to the time for ratification. The ,

lence between the representa- -
tlves of the1 ttvo governments is also
printed In connection with the treaty.
Much of this relates to the question as to
whether the new treaty, would have the
effect of revoking the peace treaty made
at .Paris after the close of the war of 1S9S.

CONTINUE TO RUN TRANSPORTS.

Ludlngton, of the Army, before
the House committee on military affairs,
today advocated continuing the transport
service under the control of the War De-
partment. He aald the cost of the Bervice
as now conducted is about $3000 less than
any of the estimates submitted by pri
vate concerns, btt said that in his opinion j

it would bo In the Interest of the soldier
and service for the War Department to
operate Its pwfr line. General Ludlngton,
speaking of the matter of carrying private
parties on the Government transports, saldl
the number wao "Insignificant and that
where abuses had occurred In that direc-
tion they already had been corrected.

They say that the company has re
peatedly refused to all its union
miners.

Duf-
fy upholds the attitude of the Drifton
miners, but the other district presidents,
together with their attorney representing
the mlncro before the-- strike commissjon,
are doing their utmost to prevent a sus-
pension of work.

PACKERS WILL LOSE BY IT
Serious Effect of Nevr German TnrlC

onAracrlcan Trade.
CHICAGO, Dec 15. The tariff bill just

passed by the German Reichstag,-- Chicagd
packers say, will deprive them of almost
25 per cent of their, provision export trade,
exclusive of freh meats, and the packers
already are preparing to 'urge, the United
States Government to take some action
that will give them relief. William C.
Evans; of the foreign department of Ar-
mour & Cov who has just returned from
Berlin, where he had been in the. interests
of the house he represents, said the bill
would deprive tho American packers of
nearly all their German export trade. It
also would react on the poorer classes In
Germany. ,

"The new law will rob the packers of
a great part of the German export trade,
which io 2a per cent of all our foreign
business," said Mr." Evans. "At prccjant,
the outlook is not bright, and if prices
continue high. It will bo practically im-
possible for us to win back any of the
traae.
