OREGONIAN NEWEB BUREAU, Wash-
ingtoh, Dec. MW.—Senator Penrose, of
Fennsyivania, todsy introduced the fol-
lowing bllis: .

To Inquire Into the reorganization of the

sald company by the Northern Pacific
Raflroad Compsany.

“Whereas, July L 1884 there was enact-
o u bill granting a charter to Richard D.
Dice, John A. Poore, Samuel P, Strick-
Iand and others for bullding a raliroad
from Lake Buperior to Puget Sound, with
branches thereto, under the name and
title of the Northern Pacific Rallroad
Company; and.

“Whereas, to ald in the construction of
s2ld raliroad, public land to the extent of
£,000,000 acres was glven to sald corpora-
tion to ald In bullding the road; and,

*Whoreas, under the sald charter, Con-
gress expressiy stipulsted in section 10
thet no bonded debt should ever be cre-
ated by the corporation, or mortgage or
lien made in any way, except by and with
the consent of Congress; and,

“Wherean, Congress authorized an is-
sue of bonds known as the first mortgage
bonds, and by the issue of the sald bonds
the corporation exhausted Its power fto
tssue bonds; and,

“Whereas, The corporation, in violation
of law and |tz charter, has Issued so-called
second mortgage bonds, §18.06.000; third
mortgage bonds, S11451.000; consolidnted
mortgage bonds, $160,000,000, and caused an
Ulegal sale of the property under a fore-
clorure of the second and third morigage
vonds, which were [liegally lssued, In vio-
1ation of the charter, to the injury of the
slockholders of sald corporation, the pre-
ferred stock of the company representing
the surrendered original first mortgage
bonds; and

“Whereas, The reorganized North Pa-
cific Rallway Company is fllegally using
the charter and franchisen of the Northern
Pacific Rallroad Company to enable it to
&ispose of the lands, ete., belonging to It
for the benefit of the sald Northern Pacific
Railwey Compsany, and to the injury of
the real offering of the sald charter and
land grant, towit, the unassenting direct.
ors of the Northern Pacific Raliroad Com-
pany; therefore

“Be it enacted, elc., that all transfers
of land to or by the sald Northern Pacific
Rallway Company be declared llleganl and
wold, and that the committee on Pacific
rafiroads be hereby empowered to send for
porsons and papars, and ere requested to
examine into these charges and report
thereon &t an early date.™ .

Venesuela had falled to pay Interest on
a debt to German cltisens of sbout $5,000,-
0 contracted in the construction of a
railroad and, in addition, there were
other debis amoynting to about §1,700,000
due to German citizens from Venesuels,
which It had proved Impossible to collect,
He added that ewvery known peiceable
means had bepn tried to secure the money
snd that his government, feeilng that
patience had ceased to be a virtue, had
decided to use coercive means,

It wae desired, however, he sald, that
it should be explicitly understood that,
whatever steps might be tiken by his
country, there was no desire to encroach
on or interfere with the Mouroe doctrine.
This explanstion, he thought, was due to
the United Btates, as the only purpose of
his government was to assist its people
in coliecting debts due them.

Secretary Hay replied, December 16, 1501,
sying In effect that the Monroe dootrine
was not intended to shield any American
nation from the payment of its honest
debls, and that its purpose was Lo pre-
veni the acquisition of territory by OW
World nations. To further slucidate the
position of the United States on the Mon-
roe doctrine, he guoted from the first an-
nual message of President Roosevelt,
which had been In the hands of Congress
for only & few days.

When Senator Cullom had concluded,
Benator Lodge called attention to the
declaration attributed to Lord Lansdowne
by today's dispatches, that there is no
dlsposition or deslre on ihe part of Greag
Britain to ecquire any Venesuelan terri.
tory.

No Party Division.

CABINET CONSIDERS CRISIS.

Government Will Stand by Prisci-
plea of President's Message.
WASHINGTON Dee. 16 — President
Roosevelt and his Cabinet had one of the
most extended and Important meetings to-
day that has been held this Fall For-
clgn affairs consumed the entire time of
the sesslon, The Venczuelan situation
was discussed, bit no conclusion was
reached different from that which has ac-
tuated the President and his uadvisers
throyghout the consideration of the
trouble between Venesuela and Great

Britain,

From an authoritative sourcs the Infor-
mation 1s obtained that there will be no
reoesaion on the part «f this Government
with respect to quesitons Invelving Ven-
ezuela or anv-other of the governments of
Bouth or Central America, as laid down by
the Prealdent in his message to Congress,
Every detzl]l of the developments In Ven-
esuela s belng carefully scrutinized. 1t
can be aaid auvthoritatively that no ap-
prehenslon exists in the minds of any of
the Administration officials that serious
troubles growing out of it will accrue to
this country. It is belleved that both
Great Britaln and Germany will act with-
in the arrangement which originally was
presented to this Government, and to
which the TUnited States passively as-
sented.

The treaty with Cuba, whish was ne-
gotiated In Havana by Genernl Bllss, and
which erriveds in Washingtion today, was
presented to the Cablinet and consldered in
detall. It Is ready for presentation to
Congress, end probably wiil be transmit-
ted to the Senate within 2 hours. It is
regarded as bighly Impgrtant that
ehould be ratified p‘rl:mptl?.‘\l the present
Venesuelan situation amphasizes the ne-
cessity for coaling statlons In Cuba.
While definite action upon the treaty by
the Benate or Congreas, if the necessity
arizes to present it also to the House, is
acarcely to .e expeoeted before the holiday
recess, the Administration 1s hopeful of
prompt consideration of It when Congress
convenes.

VENEZUELAN SHIPS ARE SMALL.

Twe Were Unseaworthy and Worth-
less, Therefore Were Sunik.

WABHINGTON, Deec. 8.—Advices re-
celved at the German Embassy tonight
relative to toe sinking of the Venesuelan
gunboats by the allled fleet bring import-
ant deétails about this incldent It seems
that., of the three Vencsuelan men-of-war
captured by the German squsdron, the
Restavrador is of 0 tons displacement
and the two others, the Totumo and Gen-
eral Crespo, were of 137 tona. Manned
with German saflors, the Restaurador
now fies the German fiag.

The other two vessels, It Is mald, were
not seaworthy enough to make the wvoy-
age to Trinidad, nor was it possible to
tow thém to port, na the squadron was
in search of Venezuelan men-of-war, The
German c ndcr, 1t is added, reaitsing
that the ships were of no value, decided
to sink them.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—E. Gonzales s
teves, Veneguelan Consul in New York,
recelved he following cablegram today
from Dr. Ferres Cardenas, President Cas-
tro's secretary, dated Caracas, Decem-
ber 18:
