BCRANTON, Pa., Dec. 15—Nonunion
meén, some of their relatives and others
to the number of 3 appeared before the
Anthracite Coal Strike Commission today
and toid thelr stories of alleged boycolls,
intimidation and violence In various forms
during the strike. Each witness called
weas a sufferer in one form or another at
the hands, they anlieged, of union men
Four witnesses =ald attempts were made
to blow up ihelr bouses, ope house was
badly damaged, many of the wiitnesses
were threatened with bodlly harm, several
wers beaten, one was shot in the leg and
every one stoned, boycotted or bhanged In
effigy,

Ome schoolteacher testified to having loat
his position because hls father did not
Firike. One man was arked to resign
from a Catholic temperance soclety, and
another witness was expelled from a local
lodge of the Anclent Order of Hibernians
after a membership of 28 years because
thty were classed ss unfair,

Joseph H. Dugan, the man who was re-
quasted to give up his membership In the
temperance society, remained at work
doing repair work and acting as watch-
man. He wept while on the witness stand
as he told how he was ordered to Jeave
after many years of pleasant social re-
Iations with {te members. He was very
active in the society and drilled many of
thees who have grown to manhood in the
military branch of the society. He sald
he had been stoned and otherwise badly
treated and added that a good clubbing
would not have hurt half as much as the
setion of the soclety In throwing him out
of the organization. The "boym he had
drilled In the soclety stoned him on the
highway, and, when he displayed his r=-
volver, they all dropped flat on the road.

C. 8. Darrow, for the miners, asked the
witness if he thought the unlonm taught
them that, to which the witness replied
that he, ma captain of the military com-
pany of the sociely, had taught she boys
the military tactiee which they resorted
to when he flourished his revolver.

James Mitchell was the man who was
expelled from the Hibernlan Soclety. He
suid he worked during the strike as o Te-
pair man and did not consider it unfalr,
because he dld not mine coal. He had
been & member of the soclety M or I
years and st & meeting one night doring
the strike the question of his unfairness
came up and the members present unanl-
mously veted to expel him. He had been
peving does all these yenrs and was in
geod standing and further added that he
was now glad he was out of It

All other witnesses testified to having
been hanged in effigy cne or more times,
that gropfie, butchers mfikmen and foe-
men refused to serve them because they
were afrald their business would be boy-
eotted and that they were severely beaten
and socially ostracized.

The commission will meet at 9 o'clock
tomorrow moming ‘and will adjourn at
11:45 o'clock for the holldays. Most of the
commissioners will immedintely leave for
their homes,

When the eesslon opened this morning,
Chatrman Gray recalled the Incldent of
Wednesday, when the accumcy of the
wage statements of two men employed
by the Pennsylvania Coal Company was
guestionel. The lawyers for the miners
challenged the good falth of the general
manager of the company, and Chalrman
Gray sald that If the company could not
show how muny figured In the wages
handed to the commission it might ehake
the falth of the commission In the wage
atatement.

Chairman Gray sald that he has since
been informed that the auditor of the
company notified one of the assistant re-
corders when the flgures were handed iIn
that the company was unable to give in all
cnmes the exact number of men sharing
in the earnings. The chairman sald he
did not wish to convey the impreasion that
the commission impugned the good falth
of the company.

THEIR WAGES INCREASED.
Engineers and Flremen on North-
western Granted an Advance.
CHICAGO, Dec. 19.—Increases In wages
emounting to $M0,HM0 a year are to be
granted to the % locomotive engineers
and firemen employed by the Chlcago &
Northwestern Rallroad and its branch lines
thribugh an agreement reached today be-
tween officials of the raflroad and com-
mittees representing the Brotherhood of
Locomotive Engineers and the Brotherhood

of Locomotive Firemen.

The new scale will go Into effect Jan-
uary 1 It provides for increases of ap-
proximately § per centy The engineers will
recelve from 33 80 to ¥ T for each run of
1 miles. They are now paid from $ 70
to $4 30, The high rate Is paid to the men
who run the larger and newer engines.

The advances muade to the firemen are
not s large proportionately as those ob-
tained by the engineers. The company has
agreed, however, to excuse the men from
the work of cleaning portions of freight
engines, and this concession s regarded
as Important as the increase in wages.
Under the new scale the flremen are to
receive $225 to $2 75 for each rum of 19
miles. The present ecale s from £2 20 to
53 6

ALBANY OFF FULL SPEED

Her Departure Canses Rumors—Big
Battlesbips Near Venesueln,

SAN JUAN, P. R., Dec. 11.—The United
Btates cruiser Albany left Culebra under
high speed last night, and her destination
was the subject of wvarious rumors
throughout the fleet. The general bellef
was that she was bound for Venezuela,
Admiral Dewey and the other officers on
board the Mayflower declined to announce
the Albany's destination or explain her
misslon, but It wae asserted that the plans
regarding the Christmas holldays would
not be matsrially modifed.

The fact that there has bean no change
in the decision to send four battle-ahipm to
Trinidad and a crulser to Curacao ls sig-
nificant, because, in the opinion of the
suthorities, nothing has occurred to war.
rant & change. At the same time the
presence of these formidable ships at
Trinidad is expected to exeort & salutary
effect.

Admiral Dewey has issued an order pro-
viding for the disintegration of the fleet,
and directing the various groups to cruise
in company under the senior officer pres-
ent, a= long as the courses do not diverge,
Following is tha latest itinerary of tha
warships for the holidays:

RELIGION FOR INDIANS.

Indian Burean Lays Down Rules
Against Proselyting.

WABHINGTON, Dec. 15—A circular
containing roles having for thelr object
the settlement of the long-standing rell-
glous controversy concerning the govern-
ment of Indlan children will be lasued by
Commissloner W. A. Jones, of the Indlan
Bureay, tomorrow. In effect, the elroular
promulgates the rules of the Carlisle In-
dian School, and make them general
throughout the Indian school service. The
only important difference between the
Carlisle rules and the clreular instructions
is that religlous instruction i not made
mandatory in governmental schools. After
giving the rules In detall, the circular
Bays:

“You are urged to co-operate loyally
with the bonest and sincere desires of re.
liglous authorities to furnish the Indian
pupils in the Government echools with re.
ligious instruction of the faith to which
the puplls or parents are adhergnts,

“On the other hand. you will Impress
upon the church authoritles that unseemly
dlecussddon of sectarinn matters, proselyt-
Ing or other conduct which would tend to
create sirife among religious denomina-
tioms will be strictly prohibited, and any
pastor or priest who Is unwilling to com-
ply with the reasonable request of this
circular will be debarred the privileges al-
lowed.”™

WARM WELCOME TO TOWER

NEW AMERICAN AMBASSADOR RE-
CHIVED BY KAISER.

Willlam In Sure of American Friend-
ship nund Promises Good Exhibit
at St. Louls,

BERLIN, Dec. 19.—Ambassador Tower
presentad his credentials to Emperor
Willlam at the palace today. All the
members of the staff of the Embassy
were present. The Emperor receélved the
Ambassador In the presence of Forelgn
Becretary von Richthof and General von
Knesebeck, and talked with him from 1§
to 2 minutes.

His Majesty sald he was convinoed that
the cordial relations between Germany
&nd the TU'nited Stutes, which had always
existed, would continue. The Emperor
alsy remurked that he felt especially in-
terested In the St. Louls Exposition. Al-
though Germany's exhibit would not be
large, It would be very good In quality,
for instance In goldsmithing and in art.
He sald he wonld select from his palsces
interesting pictures and other art objects,
but he considered it hardly worth while
for Germany to send a great machinery
exhiblt, for the reason that the Dussel.
dorf and Bt uis Expositions come too
close together. The Emperor laughingly
alluded to some of the incldents of Prince
Henry's trip to the United States.

Mr. Tower presented the members of
the Embasay, First Becretary Dodge, Na-
vnl Attache Fotirn and MIMraty Attache
Biddle to the Emperor.

Several gentlemen of the court then ac-
companied Mr. Tower to the Empress’
raception room, wheére In the meanwhile
Her Majesty had recelved Mrs. Tower.
The Empress ssked Mr. and Mre. Tower
to be seated, and talked some time with
the Ambassador. The members of the
United States Embassy were driven to
and from the palace In royal equipages.

Mr. Tower has been conducting business
with the Forelgn Office for a week. It
was remarked that no precedent was re-
membered of an Ambassador dolng buai-
ness bafore the presentation of his cre-
dentials.

The Emperor, after recelving Mr. Tower,
gave a farewell address audlence to M.
Tiamiriaze®, the Russian Privy Councll-
lor, who has long been Russin's financial
agent here, and who Is returning to St
Petersburg to become Finance Minister
Witte’s first assistant. M. Tiamiriageff
represented Russia during the negotia-
tions for the present existing commercial
treaty. He is expected to return to Ber-
tn in the Bpring and negotiate a new
treaty.

JAPAN TO DEVELOF CHINA,

Government Wiill Establish Bank to
Furnish Capltal.

NEW YORK, Dec. 19.—The Japandse
government, says & dispatch from Toklo
to the Times by way of London, has In-
troduced a bill establishing a Chlna and
Japan bark for the purpose of financing
Japancee Interests In China. The caplital
of the bank Is $,960,000. The government
will furnish $2.975,000 of this amount The
charter i& for 50 years. Branches abroad
will nccept deposits at compound Interest
and lssue premium-bearing bonds.

STARVATION IN FINLAND.

Four Hundred Thousand Are Desti-
