Her Dog the Central Idea in
Mrs. Tingley’s Religion.

SHE STARVES THE CHILDREN

Dr. Anderson Says She Thus Tries to
Subdune Thelr Animal Natore and
Make Thelr Sounls Appear—She
Is a Scceder From Theosophy.

EAN DIRGO, Cal., Dec. 22.—TIn the Ting-
Jey-Times Mbel sult today the deposition
of Dr. J. A. Anderson, of Ban Fran-
clsco, once a member of the Tingley cab-
inet, was finished. Anderson described
his Initiation into the soclety of the Lost
Mysteries of Antlquity. He sald all who
Were present sat on canvas and were sup-
posed 1o be taking part in & very an-
clent ceremony. All were dressed In lght
muslin costumes and the rite was solem-
mized in the open alr. Describing the in-
ftintion, Anderson sald it consisted chiefly
of Mre. Tingley's telling of her dog "Spot™
and what the dog had done. Then Mrs.
Tingley ate some frult, which was sup-
posed to ba a very mysterious symbol,
and & part of the high Inltation which
wns taking place. Anderson then told
how he was made a member of the Order
of the Rising Bun—a son of the rising
Sun. The chief feature of this Initiation
was, he sald, that each candidate beld &
sunflower. There was another order
known as the Anclent Order of Secribes,
which was wvery high.

Anderson reiated in some dotall whnat
Mre. Tingley had sald about the dog
“EpoL"” Mrs. Tingley, he sald, had re-
lated how she was very blue and ecast
down and that “Spot” had gone to & heap
of letters on the floor and pleked one
from Dr. Allen Grifiin, which greatly
comforted her. In describing the ccre-
monies, the deponent said there were a
Freiat number of them. In some, those
who teok part went about barefoot, but
they wvaried so that it wonld take much
time to describe them.

Looks Queenly in Parple,

Anderson sald when Mrs. Tingley went
to welcome her visitors she wore a large
purple robe that gave her a quesnly ap-
pearance. Describing the sacred cos-
tume, such as was worn to welcome o
bridal couple married st the homestead,
Dr. Anderson sald It was something like
e ekirt. but rather longer. “The one I
wore,” he sald, “was ltke a wrap bolted
Rl the waist. Men and women wore
about the same" All those who took
part carried lBmelighis In order to read
improvised parts and responses to the
ceremony, which tock place at night and
wius supposed 10 be one of grent an-
tiquity.”

In reference to the food of children, the
deponent continued:

“The IMttle tots were fed principally
on bread and mlik, & sultable food, 1 sUp-
pose, They seemed v have sufMclent, I
am referring to those from a year o
two years old. Those, Mrs. Tingley told
me, Fhi had great troubls with, becauss
of Dr. Woods (Mrs. Tingley's physiclan).
He would not fall into Hne with her
ldens s to food. She sald he desired to
have them fed, while she dezired to have
them ntarved first, because they eould
more guickly kil out the lower animnal
naturée fu such children. She belleved
in giving them very little food. and the
doetor protested. This she told me al-
rectly and personally.”

As to parents belng separated from chil-
dren, Anderson sald: “I know of one
instance in which they were separated.
It was a matter of dlstipline.”

Parents svere permitted to see thelr chil-
dren once In two weoks. Of course. thers
wers exceptions, but he sald that was
the rule. Mre Tingley's reason was that
Jpurental favoritlsm and parental law in-
terfered with the proper development of
the children. and were things to be
avolded as much as possible

Starving the Children,

Referring to tho discipline of children,
Anderson averred: “She takes away thelr
food—that Is. she orders them awny from
the table and orders them to cemse eat-
ing if they do anything that she does not
want; that is contrary to the rules. 1T
have seen thet and know that they wers
deprived altogether of 4 mesl for the
time being. I did not watch very clogely,
becnuse it was considered a matter of
tmpertinence almost to gquestion her on
any of her methods or to observe things
too closely."”

Reverting to the feeding of the bables,
Anderson sald: “1 was golng through the
grounds once with Mrs Tingley.  We
¢ame to the bables and one was only a
few days old. She was expleining her
methods, starvation — withholdlng  the
food. She sald In one case she withheld
the food 2 hours. The child was about
one year old. She sald that the children's
lower nature was subdued and broken;
that the quickest way 1o bring It about
was to adopt the course of withholding
food untll the child came to its Benses—
until itn soul appenred.”

In reply to & question touchlng the
status of the Institution at Point Loma,
Anderson sald:

“Truthfully, it s not a theosophical so-
clety at all, It §s a _secedod movement
from the theosophlenl soclety—a branch.”

He sald he left the Universal Brother-
hood because Mrs. Tingley hud subatl-
tuted her will for the institutlon. As to
writings that had been prepared for pub-
lcation by Mrs. Tingley's manager, he
said they were rejected by Mrs. Tingley
because he would not acknowledge her
as divine, as others did.

POWER FOR CONNECTICUT

Big Plant on the Hounsntonle
Supply Many Firma.

NEW YORK, Dec. ZI3.—Work has just
begun at Bull's Falis, on the Housatonic
River, three miles below Kent, on what
i@ to be the largest water power plant in
this state, sayes a dispatch o the Tribune
from New Haven, Conn. A dam 3% feet
long and 20 feet deep s to be consiructed
across the Housatonle, and an immense
water storage respervolr built. The water
this reservolr will be conveyed
about two miles through a cannl to the
power-house, where there will be a fall of
11§ feet. This canal will be partly blasted
through solld rock, and will be W feet
wide by ten feet deep. The plant will
generate W00 horse-power when run at its
full capacity.

The pian is to‘generate electricity to sell
over a wide area of Western Connecticut
for manufacturing purposes, town and
€ily eclectric lighting and troliey and
third-rall ronds.

SHOULD GO TO THE HAGUE.

Administration Amnxlously Awnalts
British Heply to That Snggestion.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 2—Great Brit-

aln's response to the President's sugges-
tion that the issues Involved In the Vene-
zuelan troubles be referred to The Hagne
tribunal for arbitration had not been re-
celved in Washington up to 9 o'clock to-
night. It i8 expected the first thing to-
morrow morning, the delay in transmit.
ting the reply, which ls presumably qulte
long. no doubt belng due to Hs reduttion
to elpher.

The Administratlon is anxious that the
whole matter of the settlement of the
question shall go to The Hague tribunal
In preference to the President acting in
the capacity of arbitrator.

ONLY PALTRY QUARREL,

Liberal Leader Says Alllance Js En-
dangering American Friendahlp.

LONDON, Dee. 23.—S8peaking at Dun-
fermline tonight, Bir Henry Campbell-
Bannermsn sald there was no excuso for
the government In having allowed Great
Britain to “glide” into the present posl-
tion In Veneguela. “It ls a paliry quar-
rel,” asserted the speaker, “with a disrupt,
distracted and rickety state: If ever there
was & case for arbitration, this Is one,”

Bir Henry hnd only condemnntion, he
deciared, for those who, by thelr “rasp-
ing. writing and gibes, had fomented dis-
cord between Great Britaln and Ger-
many."” The War Office, he believed, had
done well In such cases where its instric.
tions had been timely. These Instruc.
tions, however, were often wrong and
sometimes they were not given. He re-
garded with misgivings certain enter-
prises belng conducted In different parts
of the world.

Bir Henry strongly emphasiged the Im-
portance of preserving the good will of
the United States. He sald It would re-
dulre o case of the first importance to
Justify any action lkely to alienate the
good feeling and confidence the American
people entertain toward Great Britain, It
was not enough to be on the best possible
terms or avold actual hostilities; it was
essential to the policy of Great Britaln
to stimulate intimnte friendship, and any
course which threatened in any degree the
continuance of that perfect feeling of
friendship, or Invalidated It to any ex-
tent, was n crime not only against both
great nations but againet humanity ltself.

PROMISES EQUAL TREATMENT,

Castro Agrees Not to Smhordinate
Clalma of Franece,

PARIS, Dec. B3.—The Forelgn Office has
recelved Presldent Castro's acceptance of
the conditions of the French note, The
President says France will recelve equal
trentment with the other powers in the
szttioment and payment of claims. The
purpose of the French negotlations was,
as previously pointed out, to safeguard
French clalms agalnst being subordinated
to those of the powers which are adopt-
ing forcible means for thelr collection, It
is expected here that the Unlted States
and other powers which are not resorting
to force will recelve a simllar assurance
to that glven to France,

The officinl view here favors, first, ar-
bitratlon; second, the appolntment of an
internatiornal commission to execute the
decislon of the arbltrators similar to the
commissions appolnted in the casce of
Egypt and Greece, In cnse the commlis-
alon Is appolnted it s prodable that the
French claims which It had decided to
sibmit to arbitration will be Included In
those to be conxidered by the commission.
