Good Speech by Senator Graves,

Senator Graves, of Spokane, followed
with what was universally acknowledged
as the best speech of the day in the Ben-
ate. On behalf of the Democmats he
named Senator George Turner. Graves'
tribute to Turner's ability and his stand-
ing in the United States Sennte was ul-
mort classical in its beauty. Mr, Graves'
spoech was almost entirely a eulogy of
Eenator Turner.

Senator Rands of Clark County, sec-
onded Mr. Ankeny as the “man most be-
loved by those who know him best.”

Ssnator Sumner, of Snohomish, niso sec-
onded Mr. Ankeny in a brief speech.

Senntor Tollman, of Spokane, In second-
ing Turper, deciared that be bad sccom-
plished more for the state than &l the
other Benntors combined the state has
ever sent to Washington. The Initial ap-
proprintion for the opening of the Colum-
bia. declared Senator Telman. will forever
wtand for his monument.

Benator Tucker was called next. He
named Harold Preston. He sald In part:

Senutor Warburton, of Plerce County,
tollowed. Everybody reallzed that he was
about formally to separate himeelf from
Plerce County, and that the unprecedent-
od =pectacle of a Tacoma man supporting
a Beattle man for United States Senator
was about to be witnessed. Warburton
mpoke briefly. but with much feeling. He
sald in part:

“Mr. President, it Is with plensure and
pride that 1 second the nomination of Har-
old Preston. His name stands for every-
thing that is good In politica. Am A lInwyer
he Is unsurpassed, as a clitizen he is with-
oul & superfor, and e & friend he i un-
wavering. Gentlemen, no man can know
Harold Preston and not be a better man
for knowing him."

Clapp aseconded Ankeny with a brief
speech, and then Hamliton of Pleree, In
seconding Ankeny, made what, next to
Benator Graves'., was the best apeech of
tho day. He referred to Mr. Ankeny os a
eaptain of Industry, "of a class that has
ever been the Nation's stanchest safe-
guard in its hour of peril” While ae-
knowledging that Preaton and Wilson
were able men, he declared that *“all the
abliity of the state i3 not centersd In
them.” His speech was heartily spplaud-
ed.

SALEM, Or., Jan. 3.—(Special —BExactly
14 o'clock Speaker Harris suspended
ideration of the Lewils and Clark bill
sald briefly to the Houes:
