
HOTEL BILL LOST

Parting Guest May Go His
Way in Safety.

NOW NO DANGER OF ARREST

Hale's Heamre to Protect Innkeep-
ers From Scad Bents Creates

Lively Debate in, the
House.

SATEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Staff correspond-
ence.) Hale's bill to protect hotel-keepe- rs

was lost in the House this morning.
The debate took a breezy turn for a while.
Among the gentlemen who delivered them-
selves eloquently for the bill were: Halo
of Josephlue, Olwell of Jackson and Eddy
cf Tillamook. Malarkey of Multnomah
led the argument against the measure,
and was aided by Davey and Judd of Ma-
rion, and Heed of Multnomah.

The bill provided that any person who
should with intent to defraud, obtain ac-
commodations at any hotel or boarding-hous- e,

or who should surreptitiously re-
move hte baggage from inich hotel or
hoarding-hous- e, might be fined and Im-
prisoned. The measure provided further
"that It shall be presumptive evidence of
Buch attempt to defraud," If the person
obtaining accommodations "shall refuse
to pay reasonable charges."

This last clause killed the hill, because
it might give too much power to hotel-keepe- rs

to exact exorbitant rates, which
they might insist were reasonable. The
hill was recommended for passage yester-
day by the committee on judiciary. When
it came up for final passage today Mr.
Hale said tHat the purpose of the bill was
to punish anybody who received accommo-
dations at a hotel and who Intended to
evade payment.

Mr. Malarkey at once attacked the bill.
"My impression at first blush Is against

the law," said he. "Legislatures have a
tendency to enact too many laws of this
kind. This law would work hardship in
many cases. Any hotel-keep- er who would
be mean enough to prosecute under this
law wouldn't give a meal to a man who
said he couldn't pay. Hotel-keepe- rs are
now protected In many ways. In so far
as this bill refers to surreptitious re-
moval of baggage, hotel-keepe- rs are al-
ready protected."

"Down In Portland," returned Mr. Hale,
"hotels are not pestered as elsewhere, as
for example In mining camps. This bill
was introduced at the request of almost
every hptel man in Southern Oregon."

"Is there any reason why hotel-keepe- rs

can't demand payment In advance?"
naked Mr. Malarkey, and Mr. Hale made
no response.

Mr. Davey spoke against the bill.
Mr. Eddy Insisted that the bill would,

not injure any honest person. He didn't
see any reason why a person who received
a meal or lodging with intent to defraud
should receive any protection of the law.
Public opinion has so hedged about hotel-keepe- rs

that they couldn't collect in ad-
vance. "In every hamlet, village and
city," said Mr. Eddy, "Is one continuous
tale of fraud by those who do not keep
good faith. Therefore, I think the bill
ought to pass."

Judd of Marlon introduced a little
humor into the debate by asking If there
"was any danger of the bills becoming
a law before the Legislature adjourned.

Mr. Reed opposed the bill.
"A man who stays at a hotel," resumed

Mr Malarkey, "Is generally a stranger
in a strange land. This bill places in tho
hands of hotel-keepe- rs the power to hold
"up their visitors for any money they
want This Legislature should not pass a
bill so liable to abuse."

Mr. Malarkey went on to say that the
provision of the bill which declared that
refusal to pay reasonable charges would
ie presumptive evidence of Intent to de-
fraud was liable to great abuse.

Mr. Hale replied by saying the bill re-
quired reasonable charges.

"Who," retorted Malarkey, "will deter-
mine whether the charges are reason-
able?"

Olwell of Jackson spoke for the bill,
eaying that he had Introduced one of
similar nature. Other states had laws of
this character. He said hotel-keepe- rs had
no protection, whereas merchants had.
'The hotel-keeper- ," he concluded, "must
havo a stomach pump or he will get left."

The bill was lost, 19 voting aye.

FOR PLAT SALARIES.

Bill by Kuykendall Also Provides
tor State Board of Control.

SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Staff correspond-
ence.) Senator Kuykendall ha Intro-
duced a flat salary bill which provides
the following salaries:

Governor, $1500; Secretary of State, $150oH
State Treasurer, $S00; Superintendent of
Public Instruction, $3000; Attorney-Genera- l,

$3000.
The creation of a State Board of Con-

trol, to have the management of the Asy-
lum, Penitentiary, Reform School, Blind
School, Mute School and Soldiers Home,
is the purpose of Senate bill 130, also intro-
duced by Kuykendall. The bill proposes
to abolish the boards now controlling"
these. Institutions and make one board
compbsed of. the Governor Secretary of
State and State Treasurer. Under the
present law the Asylum is governed by
these three officers, the Penitentiary and
Soldiers' Home is .managed . by the Gov-
ernor, while the Blind School, Mute
School-an- dl Reform School are under the
control of a board composed of the Gov- - J
ernor, Secretary of State and Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction.

Kuykendall's bill provides an appropri-
ation of $10,000 a year for the payment of
the salaries of the, members of the board.
Tho act if passed Js riot to go Into effect
until 1907, so that.lt would not affect the
management of the state institutions un-
der the present administration.

The two bills Introduced by Senator
Kuykendall are Intended to solve the flat-sala- ry

p'roblem. Senator Kuykendall says
that he believes it is constitutional to
pay the Governor, Secretary of State and
State Treasurer additional compensation
for services required of them in addition
to the duties of their, offices. The salaries
specified In his salary bill are those pro
vided by the constitution. The bill creatj
ing a State Board, of Control carries an
apprppriatlon of $10,000 a year for "the pay-
ment for the additional services required
of the three officers named. 'This would
be $$333 33 each, making the Governor's
total compensation $4833 33 per year.

BILL' FOR. THE OSTEOPATHS.
v

They "Want JIheir Practice Duly Le-
galized.

SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Special.) Two
medical bills, with very opposite pur-
poses, were introduced In tho Senate to-

day. Both were Introduced "by request."
One, by Brownell, proposes the creation
of a State Board of Osteopathic Examin-- i
ors, fpr the purpose of examining and
licensing practitioners of osteopathy. The
other bill, by Marsters, requires parents
or guardians to give minors dependent
upon them, in case of sickness or injury,
tho prompt care of a physician "compe-
tent to practice medicine in the State of
Oregon." As osteopaths are not now in
the class of medical practitioners who are
admitted to practice medicine, the ed

bill would require parents to
give children the attention of others than
osteopaths. This bill would also' make it
a crime for .parents to have thelix children
treated by 'Christian-- - Scientists- - or others'
not competent under the present laws of
the state to practice medicine. Should

both bills pass the Legislature, it would
then be permissible for parents to employ
osteopaths to treat their children.

Brownell's bill, for the creation of a
Slate Board of Osteopathic Examiners,
provides for the appointment of a board
of five members, who shall have power

rio examine and license osteopathic physi
cians. It Is made unlawful to practice
osteopathy without a license. This sys-
tem of treating disease Is declared not
to be deemed the practice of medicine
within the meaning of the present law for
the regulation of the practice of medicine.
A fee of $10 is provided for examination
for a license to practice osteopathy.

GIVES MINORITY A CALL-D- O W?f.

Idalio Republican Expose Records
of Bonstfnl Democrats.

BOISE. Idaho. Jan. 27. (Special.) The
Democrats in the Legislature have been
twitting the majority persistently about
the alleged extravagance In the appoint-
ment of attaches. Today in the House
Representative Jenkins of Latah, the floor
leader of the majority, put them to flight
with the record of the sixth session (Dem-
ocratic) with respect to attaches.

He read a list of attaches of the present
session at this time, showing the cost was
$79 a day; also a list of those of the sixth
session, showing there were more attaches
at this period of the session, and that the
cost was $89 a day. Continuing, he said:

"Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen: Please
note that they had a proofreader just
think of It, a proofreader. You will also
notice that they had an assistant general
committee clerk and that position was
held by no less distinguished a gentleman
than Mr. Mitchell, the present floor leader
of the minority.

"The dally cost of attaches last session
at this time was ?S9 per day, or $22 23 per
hour. Avery C Moorde, the honorable
Representative from Idaho County, was
assistant chief clerk during the last ses-
sion, and he knew very well when he was
charging us with extravagance this morn-
ing that he was not consistent. But that
is not all. The last Legislature added
seven additional clerks during the session.

ALAMO CHARTER BILL SIGXED.
Special Town Election Is Authorised

for January 2S.
SALEM, Or.. Jan. 27. (Special.) Gov-

ernor Chamberlain signed the Alamo char-
ter bill today. The bill provides that a
special election under the new' charter
snail be held from 2 to 5 o'clock January
2S, which is tomorrow.

This election will probably be held on
shorter notice than any other municipal
election ever conducted In Oregon. The
bill passed the House several days ago,
and came up in the Senate yesterday,
when it passed that branch of the Legis-
lature. Today it was presented to the
Governor for his signature, but was signed
so late in the afternoon that it cannot
be filed in the office of the Secretary of
State until tomorrow morning. The city
election will therefore be held the same
day the city comes Into existence. '

Representative Johnson, of Grant and
connected Ccunty said tonight that Alamo
is a mining town In the Blue Mountains.
It contains 200 inhabitants. The people
are expecting the bill to pass, and they
will be ready to hold their election when
the telegram reaches them tomorrow
morning announcing that the bill has
become a law.

OPPOSE COUNTY DIVISION.

Baker City Npt Favorable to Crea-
tion of New County.

BAKER CITY, Or., Jan. 27. (Special.)
Spirited opposition has developed In this
city to the proposition to create a new
county with Huntington as the county
seat, the new county to be carved out of
a portion of the eastern portion of Baker
County and the northern part of Malheur
County. Tho Citizens' League, composed
of a large number of prominent citizens,
has taken the matter up, and will send
a strong delegation to Salem to fight the
bill creating the new county.

The bill to amend the Baker City charter
has revived the old fight over the annexa-
tion of South Baker to this city by the
last Legislature. The residents of South
Baker claim that they were annexed with-
out being consulted, and now they propose
to add a clause to the bill sent down by
the city authorities to amend the present J

charter which will take South Baker outfl
of the city againv It Is said the move-
ment to eliminate South, Baker is backed
by tho Oregon Lumber Company, and a
stubborn fight will be made at Salem to
cut South Baker out.

TO ABOLISH ?5000 LIMIT.

Judiciary Committee Reports Favor-
ably on Hale's Bill.

SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. Special.) The
House judiciary committee today mode a
favorable report on House bill 105. It is
the purpose of this bill to. abolish the
$5000 limit placed by law upon the ver-
dicts that may be rendered by juries in
suits for damages arising out of deaths
from the wrongful act, neglect or omis-
sion of another. The bill will probably
occasion some controversy. Its provisions
are In lull as follows:

. Section 1. That section 3Slof Bellinger and
Cotton's Annotated Codes and Statutes of Ore-

gon be amended to read as follows:
"Sec. 381. "When the death of a person Is

caused by the wrongful act. negligence or omis-
sion of another, the personal representatives of
the former may maintain an action at law
therefor against the latter, if the former might
have maintained an action, had he lived.
against the latter for an Injury done by the
same act or omission. iSuch action shall be
commenced within two years after the death,
and the amount of damages recovered, if any,
shall bo administered as other ersonal prop-
erty of the deceased person."

TWO MYSTERIOUS DEATHS.

Little Girls at Wciser Take Sick and
Die In a Few Hours.

WEISER, Idaho, Jan. 27. (Special.) Two
children, daughters of J. M. Fisher, one
of the wealthiest men Jn the countyr have
died within the past 48 hours in a very
mysterious manrter. The eldest, a girl of
4. was taken ill Sunday evening, and. In
spite of all that could be done, died Mon-
day evening in less than 24 hours after
having been taken sick. Monday evening,
shortly after the death of the eldest, the
second, a girl of 2 years, was taken ill.
Every doctor In the city was summoned,
but she died in about 18 hours from the
time of taking ill.

The mother Is prostrated with grief. A
post mortem was held by physicians, but
nothing was discovered to Indicate poison
in the stomach, although the manner of
death Indicated polsori. The stomach will
be sent away for chemical analysis.

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LIBRARY BILL PASSES

BOTH' HOUSES OF LEGISLATURE
TTjAKE ACTION.

Levies One-Fif- th Mill Tax. on Mult-
nomah County for Support

of Institution.

SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Special.) Repre-
sentative Gill's bill for a special library
tax of 3 mill In Multnomah County
passedboth houses this morning. The bill
Is for the purpose of raising revenue, and
therefore originated in the lower chamber.
It will be rushed to the Governor, so that
It may go Into effect at once and the levy
be included In this year's tax. The
Multnomah delegation was unanimous for
the bill except for Mr. Hudson, who lives
outside of Portland, and who voted "No."
The present revenue of the library from
the special 1--5 mill tax levy is lnsuffi- -

dent for the maintenance of tho Institu-
tion.

Mr. Gill said that at first tho bill was
to apply to all counties, but It had been
amended so as to apply only to Mult-
nomah. The, special tax was for the Port-
land Library, which a year ago was made
public Since that time the number of
readers in the library had Increased
greatfy. - -

"I know of no greater public benefac-
tion," said Mr. Gill, "than the distribution
of intelligence through such a channel as
this." By the new city charter Portland
is taxed 5 of a, mill. Under the new law
the people of Portland will be taxed 5

of a mill, and people of Multnomah Coun-
ty outside of Portland 1- -5 of a mill.

The bill authorizing the City of Port- -'
land to levy a tax for library purposes
hoi? passed both houses, but has been
signed by neither the President of the
Senate nor tho Speaker of the House. It
will probably reach the Governor Wed-nesd-

Representative Both's bill to relocate
the county seat of Columbia County
passed the House this morning. Citizens
of the county are to vote on the question
of location, tho successful town must
receive a majority of all the votes cast

Representative Phelps' bill, relative to
Road Supervisors, has passed the House.
The act amends section 4S24 of Bellinger
pud Cotton's code. The amendment
changes the tlnte. that Road Supervisors
shall begin their duties from June to
January. It also cuts out penalties for
failure of any elected or appoinfed Su-
pervisor to qualify. The bill further pro-
vides that appointments .to vacancies may
be made at any time by the County
Court

The House today passed bills to incor-
porate the town of Falls City, and to
amend the charter of Enterprise.

Representative Burleigh snatched his
"mile-limi- t" bill out of the jaws of defeat
this morning by having It referred to th.l
Eastern Oregon delegation when It came
up for final passage. Yesterday the com-
mittee on agriculture, to it was
first referred, recommended that the meas-
ure be not passed. The bill prohibits
sheep from grazing within one mile of a
dwelling or within one-ha- lf mile of the
possessory claims of another person than
the" owner of the sheep.

The Senate concurrent memorial, Intro
duced by Senator Miller, for direct elec- -

tlon of United States Senators, was con- -

curred in by tho House this morning.
This memorial was adopted by the Sen-
ate yesterday. It calls for a National con-
vention to amend the Federal Constitu-
tion toward the end desired.

The committee on cities and towns,
Hudson,! chairman, today reported as fol-
lows on Incorporation bills to Incorporate
Dallas, Polk County; to Incorporate Mer-
rill, Klamath County. ,

Union County continues to be anxious
to make some public use of the 620 acres
of land at Union purchased some years
ago for a State Insane Asylum, and now
usedvas the. State Agricultural Experi-
ment Station. Representative Murphy has
Introduced a bill creating the Eastern Ore-

The
substitute provides that the fund may be
invested only in bonds or warrants of
school districts. The original bill au-
thorized Investment also In municipal se-
curities.

A memorial from the Legislative As-
sembly of the Territory of New Mexico
asking tho Legislature of Oregon to urge
its representatives In Congress to support
the omnibus bill, was received by the
Senate today. The memorial is a lengthy
statement of the reasons why the Terri-
tories of New Mexico, Arizona and Okla-
homa should be admitted to the Union of
states. In speaking of the omnibus bill,
the memorial from New Mexico says:

"That said bill embodies tho hopes and
aspirations of the people of New Mexico,
who are well fitted to assume the form
of government provided for in said bill,
as Is evidenced by the fact that Now
Mexico has made as much educational
progress during the last decade as any
other part of the Nation, and has a com-
mon school system the peer of any In tho
Nation; that within her boundaries there
Is taxable property of the value of more
than $200,000,000; that she has a sufficient
population who have manifested their de-
votion and, loyalty to the Government of
tho United States by furnishing more sol-
diers for the defense of the Government,
according to population, in both the Civil
and Spanish-Americ-an Wars, than any
other state or territory In the nation."

The memorial Is In the hands of the;
committee on Federal relations.

S. B. U7, by Smith of Umatilla, is the
shortest blh yet introduced In that branch
of the Legislature. It proposes to re-
peal section 5077 of Bellinger's Code. That
section gives County Courts the power to
grant to railroad and other transporta-
tion companies rights- of way over public
highways. Senator Smith says that un-
der the provisions of the present law a
railroad company can appropriate c high-
way that has been graded up at public
expense. The people of Umatilla County
have recently suffered the Inconvenience
of such an appropriation of one of the
highways, and there is a strong demand
in his county for the repeal of the section
referred to.

A bill to require school districts and
cities to notify the clerk of the County
Court of their tax levies on dr .before, the
first of January, "was reported favorably
today by the committee on Judiciary. The
bill was introduced by Eddy.

DISCUSSION OF MEASURE PUT OFF
FOR A "WEEK.

Sentiment Appears, to Be for a "Rea-
sonable" Bill But "What Is

"Reasonable" T

SALEM. Or., Jan. 27. (Staff correspond-
ence.) The formidable galaxy of railroad
talent that, came to Salem last night to
present the railroad view of tho fellow-serva-nt

controversy returned home today.
It was headed by President Mohler, of the
O. R. & N., and Manager Koehler, of the
Southern Pacific, and was attended beeideo
by such brilliant legal luminaries as At-
torneys W. W. Cotton and W. D. Fenton.
The fellow-serva- lobby here was crip-
pled by the enforced absence of Its coun-
sel, A. S. Bennett, of The Dalles, and A.
C Woodcock, of Eugene, and managed to
secure the postponement of consideration
of tho bill In committee till next Monday
night.

Tho fellow-serva-nt bill Is a live Issue
and unlcs the two sides of the argu-
ment unexpectedly reach a compromise It
promises to be one of the hardest fights
of tho session. There i3 a sentiment per-
haps a dominant sentiment for a "reason-
able fellow-serva- bill on tho part of the
Legislature; but whether the Hansbrough-Marster- a

measure will be deemed reason-
able remains to be seen.

"Wo certainly consider it fair to both
sides." said C. C. Loucks today. Mr.
Loucks is chairman of the local grievance
committee of Sunset Lodge, No. 130.
Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen,
and has been an employe of the
Southern Pacific for thirteen years.
"We have no war to make on tho South-
ern Pacific or any railroad company, but
we want legislation that we think will be
as beneficial in tho end to the railroads
as to us. It Is a mistake to think that
wo are after damages from the railroads.
What we want is some method by which
their equipment and appliances may be
Improved and the danger' to life and limb
minimized.

"Our chief complaint Is that every man
who goes out on a train places his life
In the hands of some employe in another
department whom he has perhaps never
seen and in whose selection he has had no
voice. Then it is a fact that we are
given defective equipment. We know it
is defective, and so report It. 'Nothing la
done toward repairs. Yet the very fact
that wo have made such a report, may
afterwards be used against us as a bar to
a claim for damaged in case of accident.
Inasmuch as It showed that the servant
had knowledge of the defect If this bill
should pass, railroads would, we are sure,
be more careful, and we should then feel
that every reasonable safeguard had been
adopted. That's all we want"

The railroad view of the Hansbrough-Mnrote- rs

measure Is: First, that It Js class
legislation of the most pronounced kind,
and that It is wholly unnecessary. Even
under the decisions of the Oregon Su-
preme Court, of which the railroad em-
ployee complain, it is declared that there
is not an instance where the law has In-
terposed to protect the master, or em-
ployer, as against the employe or servant
The railroads think there ought to be a
general bill covering all classes of em-
ployment, though they do not say they
would not oppose It The railroad men
also declare that there is a mistaken
public view that an employe has no pro-
tection against tho fault or negligent act
of a coemploye, for he has the fullest
protection.

ONTARIO'S FIGHT ON VALE.
BIgr Lobby- - Present on Malheur Coun-

ty Seat Question;
SALEM, Or.. Jan. 27. (Special.)-T- he

fight over the county seat of Mal-
heur is getting to be a warm one. Each
side of the contest is represented by sev-
eral lobby champions. Among the rep-
resentatives of Ontario are: C. H. Brown,
G. L. King, W. R. King, F. W. Met-
calfe, G. W. Blanton and A. N. Sollss.
Vale is represented by I. W. Hope, Ira
Smith and J. W. McCulloch.

The Ontario, people are after what they
call an "enabling act," so as to enable
the people of Malheur to choose their
county seat by a vote on the question.
The county has been torn up over the
subject for a number of years. "Our pol-
itics," said an Ontario man today, "are
neither Republican nor Democratic just
Ontario and Vale. The trouble has per-
meated the social life of tho county. Re-
cently some Vale young people gave a
dance, and would not Invite anybody from
Ontario."

The Vale people think the county seat
is well enough off where it now stands.
'j..ey say that they have given to the
county free a $10,000 courthouse. The On-
tario people respond that they themselves
will give the county a better courthouse
than the one at Vale. They are conf-
ident that If the question of relocation is
left to the voters of the" county Ontario
will win. They point- - to the fact that E.
H. Test was elected to the Legislature
solely on the" relocation Issue. Mr. Test
is a Democrat, and they declare that but
fqr the Issue of the county seat he would
have been defeated. Mr. Test has Intro-
duced a bill in the House for submitting
the question to the people. The election
is to be held next November. The bill
Is now In the hands of the committee on
counties, of which Edwards of Lane is
chairman. .

TO DO BUSINESS BETTER.
Shelley's Proposed Amendment to

the Constitution.
SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Special.) Shel-

ley of Lane has offered a jojnt resolution
for a constitutional amendment whereby
tho business of the two legislative bodies
will be greatly simplified. The resolution
was referred to the committee on resolu-
tions, Davey chairman. Tho proposed
amendment provides that reading of bills
by sections may be dispensed with by
unanimous consent The constitution now
requires a two-thir- vote for such sus-
pension. On every bill that comes up the
clerk has to enter the ayes and noes, al-
though the House actually stops for this
procedure only once for a series of bills,
tho suspension of the rules being for
"all other bills now on the clerk's desk."
By tho amendment the reading of a bill
In detail may be dispensed with the first
and second times by "unanimous con-
sent," and the compilation of the jour-
nal will be much simpler, for the clerks
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and much cheaper for the state In the
printing.

The amendment is to be to section 19 of
the constitution. It is indicated below as
inserted in the section In question:

Sec 10. Every bill shall be read by sections,
on three several days. In each house, unless in
case or emergency two-thir- of the Houst
when such bill may be pending, shall by a vote

TO IMPOSE A LICENSE FEE.
Representative Gnllonny Is After

Snllor Boarding-Hous- e.

SALEM. Or., Jan.
Galloway today introduced abill in the House "to create a licensing

board, to define the duties of said boardto fix license fees, to require bond for li-
cense, to provide for the revocation of li-
cense; to constitute the keeping of sail-
ors' boardlng-hous- b without license a
misdemeanor; to furnish badges to own-
ers and agents of licensed sailor boarding
houses; to compel the wearing of saidbadges under certain conditions, and toprohibit tho wearing of the same by per-
sons not authorized; to make it the duty
of certain officers to prosecute; to provide
for investigations and to fix penalties for
violation of the terms of this act"

The bill requires keepers of sailor
boarding-house- s to procure licenses from
a state board of commissioners, which is
to consist of the Governor. Secretary of
State and State Treasurer. This board
is to issue a license to a keeper of a
boarding-hous- e only on being satisfied as
to the respectability and competency of
the applicant The license is to last for
one year, and Is to cost $500. Every ap-
plicant is to give J2000 bond, to be for-
feited in case he violates tho law. The
board is empowered to revoko any license
when satisfactory evidence has been pre-
sented that a boarding-hous- e Is disorder-
ly or that the keeper thereof has re-
sorted to fraud, force, deceit or misrep-
resentation, or attempt to persuade sail-
ors to desert their ships.

Failure to take out a license makes the
offender liable to a fine of not less than
$400 nor more than $4000, or to Imprison-
ment for not less than three months nor
more than two years, or to both fine andImprisonment Failure to exhibit badges
required also makes tho offender liable
to penalty.

Question nit to Constitutionality to

Be Discussed by House.
SALEM, Or., Jan. 27. (Special.) Con-

sideration of two Senate .resolutions
amending the constitution has been made
a special order of business for 2 P. M.
tomorrow. These resolutions were adopt-
ed by the last Legislature, and will have
to be passed by this Legislature, and then
ratified by the people. They are to
change the time of state elections from
June to November and to enable state
institutions to be located elsewhere than
at Salem. The committee on resolutions
yesterday reported adversely on the reso-
lutions, for the reason that their adop-
tion by the last Legislature was not In
harmoify with the constitution. Inasmuch
as when they were passed other amend-
ments were pending before the Legisla-
ture and the people.

The question at issue Is an Important
one, and tho discussion tomorrow will be
significant The resolution for the Initi-
ative and referendum amendment was
adopted under the same conditions as the
two present resolutions turned down
by the commltteo on resolutions.
