IRRIGATION PLANS.

State Association Considers Projeet
for Reclamation of Arld Landas.

At a specia]l meeting of the executive
commitiee of the State Irrigation Asab-
elation, held last night, reports on lrrign-
tion projects from Malheur, Harney,
Baker, Crook snd Klamath Counties were
read and forwmrded to the Becretary of
the Department of Agriculture for his
enveideration, The committee refused to
re ommend any project as of especial
promise, but openly expressed it as thelr
opinlon that all are worthy werlous
conslderation, Those present were: E. J
Frasier, of Bugene; A. H. Devera, Henry
Hahn and J. M. Moore, of Portland.

The reporte that were read lnet night
suggest plans for the reclamation of fully
half a milllon acres of arid lands. The
members of the committee are enthus-
instic over the interest that is shown, but
after a brief discussion decided that it was
not within thelr provinee to recommend
the special conslderation of any separate
project.

“All of these reports should be copied at
once,” sald Mr. Devers, “and forwarded
to the Secretary of Agriculture”

“The secretary should prepare a letter,”*
sald Henry Hahn, “which will explain the
reports and say that we approve of their
contents.™

“Shall we make any special recommen.
dations™ sald Mr, Moore

“1 do not think that is our place.” an-
swered Mr, Frasier. It would hardly do
for us to recommend any, We can sub-
mit the reporte to the Government and
nllow the Government officlals to Investi-
gate the merits of each. We can say that
the facts sct forth in each report are sub-
stantially correct.™

SLAVE GIRL ARRESTED.
Japancse Stowaway Who Landed at
This Fort Ilegally,

A Japanese slave girl named Tarikl
was arrested in a Seattle lodging-house
Thursday night by United Biates customs
officers, and is charged with being In the
country iliegally. One other girl end a
man, both of whom arrived in the coun-
try at the same time as Tsriki, are being
sought, and also the steward and some
of the mallors of a schooner which landed
the allens ut Portland last December,

The two girls and the man boarded the
schoonter at Hakodate, Japan, as stowa-
Ways, and after a few days out were dis-
covered. According to the Information in
the hands of the customs authorities
when they were discovered they were
taken in charge by the steward and sev-
eral of the sallors, who, for a considera-
tion, assisted them to land here.

In this same connection the customs
officers are making investigations in Spo.
kane, Tecoma and all parts of the state
for allens who are fllegally in the coun-
try, and are working up evidence egalnst
several persons who are engaged in the
business of importing them. Most of the
girls are brought here for immoral pur-
poses. Boon after thelr arrival they are
placed in the custody of the persons who
are instrumental In thelr getting into the
country, and thelr earnings are turned
over to them, after the fashlon of the
Ortental siave girl. Some of these girls
are mere children, and are mostly of the
class who, owing to thelr condition in
the country from where they are brought,
are willing slaves for the consideration
of being allowed to remaln here unmo-
lested.

NEW WIRELESS SYSTEM.
Cooper Hewitt Has an Im-
provement on Marconi's,

NEW. YORK, Feb. M.—In the current
issue of the Electrical Review is described
an important invention in wireless teleg-
raphy by Peter Cooper Hewitt, of New
York City, son of the late Abram 8.
Hewitt. This device, which ls a develop-
ment of the Cooper Hewitt mercury vapor
lamp,- takes the place of the usual spark-
gap for discharging In the antenna, or
sending mask. It conslsts of a gloas
globe elght to ten Inches In dlameter,
with two mercury electrodes contained in
tubes sealed In the lower part of the
globe. The device Is very effective, and
it & stated by this authority will enuble
& much more powerful electrical wave to
be set wp than s possible with the
methods ot present In use, and wil! also
-lmhl secrecy in transmission casily pos-

STRANGE SIGHTS IN SOUTH

A. J. Johnson Returns From Visit to |
Texns and Arizona. 1

A. J. Johnson, forestry expert, returned
yesterday from Arizona and Texas., He
went Bouth a month ago to Investigate |
the yucca, & weilknown fiber plant, and |
to secure n supply of the raw material for
extracting the fiber for manufacturing
here in Oregon, this fiber being exclu-
sively osed In the manufacture of ropes,
baskets, ete.

When on his way to Charleston, 8 C,,
a year ago, in passing through Texas the
train stopped for breakfast, and Mr, John-
son, instead of golng to breakfast, went
out and gathered a Jot of yucca leaves
and took them. to Charleston. During I'lluI
stay there he did not have time to make a
proper investigation of the fiber, but con- |
vinced himself that it was of great value. |
A short time ago he tock up the subject |
with the Southern Pacific managers, 'h"i
accepted his views of the matter and |
furnished him with transportation to go
and secure a supply of yucca leaves for
experimenting on. The trip was wvery
guccessful, as he passed thowsmnds and |
thousands of acres of yucca plants. He
brought home half a ton of leaves of a
very large variety, the leaves of which
are about four feet long and the fiber of
which @ very strong. He Is confident
that when the best way of handling this
fiber Is found out, there i opportunity for
someone bere to make a large Invest-
ment for manufacturing it, s |t can be
prepared here to great advantage on ac-
count of climatic conditions, the dry at-
mosphere of Texas and Arizonas and Mex-
ico being very unfavorable for working it

Beside the yucca, Mr. Johnson collected
& number of other fiber plants with which
he will experiment to mscertain thelir
value. Some of the yucca are wonder-
fully beautiful for decorative plants and
will fourish here, if not! given too much
water, bul he has not yet found out how
to do this except by placing an umbrella
over eich plant. On the trip he acquired
a lot of information on several subjects,
the most Interesting of which s why It
is nhecessary far Texas cattle to have
broad, spreading horne. As the grass In

Frounds about the Lewis and Clark Ex-
position. He secured a very fine speci-
men of a young glant cactus about elxht
feel high and 1§ inches In diameter, which
he has presented to Colonel Hawkins for
the free City Museum. It welghs about
#0 pounds and required four men to carry
it down the hill on which it erew to the
wagon which was to take it to the train
£.% was expended for lumber to box the
specimen, so that it should not be injured
In transportation. A full-grown specimen
of this plant could. not be handled. as it
would be about 40 feet In height, and three
feet In diameter, and would contain 20
gnllons of water.

On his way home Mr. Johnson etayed
over at Los Angecles and mads n trip by
way of San Pedro to Santa Island, n most
delightful point. He saw lots of tarpons
and tunnies and many people fishing for
them, but he had no time for anything
but botany and secured some fine spect-
méns of several rare varieties of plants,
some wvery desirable for cultivation. He
also saw thousands of wild Eouals, a fine
epecimen of the horns of which he se-
cured. l{e will visit the fsland again
soon when he can stay longer,

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CRUSHED UNDER TIMBER

HOMER DARLING MEETS SUDDEN
4 DEATH WHILE AT WORK.

Was Removing Heavy Beam From
0ld Oak-Street Roadway When
It Fell Upon Him.

Homer Darling, a well-known East Side
young man, received fatal Injuries yester-
day afterncon at about 2 o'clock while at
work removing the old elevated roadway
on East Oak street, between East Water
and Egst Becond streets. He dled at 5
o'clock at his home, 8 East Sixth street,
near East Davis

Durling was engaged In removing heavy
timbers with a derrick, and while below on
the ground a rope gave way and a stick

| 12 feet long 8x8 fell across his back, crush-

ing him to the ground. He spoke once,
but then relapsed Into an unconsclous
condition, which continued till he dled.

The Injured man was first carried Into
the Riverside Hotel, on East Ouk street,
where he remuained an hour. He was then
removed to his home, belng carried there
on a stretcher. Ambrose H. Johnson was
called. He made a careful examination
He found the lefe aide of the pelvis
crushed and the spine Injured. When Dar-
Hng was first carried into his house he
seemed (5 revive slightly, and recognized
Dr, Jobnson, who had been his family
physiclan, but he at once sunk Into a
comatose state.

Darling was 34 years old. A wife and
one child, a boy of 12 years, survive him.
He has a father, Henry Darling, living
at Fairview, quite af old man. He was a
member of Fidelity Lodge, No. 4, A. O U.
W. and also wasm a member of the
Knights and Ladles of Security. Mr.
Darling was In a rallroad wreck on the
Astorin Rallroad several years ago and
was badly mauigled. His recovery was
then considered very doubtful. He was
well Uked by all who knew him.
