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OVATION TO POPE

Vast Multitude Hails Him at
Silver Jubilee.

A BABEL OF MANY TONGUES

Catholles of All Satlons Crowd St
Peter's to Greet Head of the Chureh
—=lmpoalng Ceremony Ends With
Presentation of Gifts,

ROME. Feh 20—"It seems impossible
that It s % years since I have been
here,” was IM Leo's exclamation as he

looked from a window of his apartments
thls morning into the sunlit plazza of
Bi. Peter's.

This was the pontiff's only reference to
his long term of self-imposcd jmprisont
ment in the Vatican, during which he has
never gonv beyond the palace grounds and
8t. Poter's, which Is considered 10 be part
of the Vatican

“What s glorfous morning for the jubl-
Jee of my pontificate,” the pope added
ne he proceeded with evident pleasure to
peruse the almost innumerable telegrams,
Jetters and addresses of congratulation
which have reached the Vatican from all
parts of the world.

*he Hall of Beatification, above the
portico of St. Peter's, where the pontiff
held his jobhllee reception, prosented a
brilllant scene. Jt was beautifuily hung
with antique brocades und {lluminoted by
thousands of electric lights and Wax can-
divs The boxes lin the long., narrow
bhall were filled to their capacity with
members of the Roman aristocracy, dip-
lomats, women with binck vells, men in
ovening dress gnd monks and Sisters In
varying garb. Here and there sznuu;-g.nf
papal guards in bright uniforms leat color
to the whole. Notubly among the diple-
mats was Count Almodovar, head of the
speclal mission sent to represent the King
of Epain at the jubliee.

There was a long and tedious walt be-
fore the ceremony commenced, and the
audience was growing restiess when sud-
denly a great roar of “Long lwve Leo™
and “Long live the pope-king™ announoed
the arrival of the pontiff. His holiness
was borne in the sedia gestaloria on the
shoulders of elght men habited in red
brocade. The pope himaelf wore gorge-
oua robes, and had the triple crown on
his head, He bestowed his benediction
right and left as he passed through the
cheering crowds, whose enthuslaism was
po great and whose desire to touah the
hem of the pope's gown was so Intense
that the presence of the guanis seemed
really necessary for hix protection.

In a procession, surrounded by such a
brillinnt escort of prelates, aristocracy
and guards, Pope Leo always appears at
his best. His fecbleness and bent form are
hidden, and the pablic seem only the ven-
erable patriarch, with cumeo-like features
and n kindly amile, =

The pope was accompanied by Cardinals
Mocenni, Parravd, Ferrarl. Satolll, Res-
plghi, Bozmechl and Macchl, and escorted
by the noble guards in thelr red state uni-
forms, which they hand not worn sinee the
fall of the temporal power. The celsbrut-
ed feather fams on both sides of the sedia
gestdtoria excited great foterest among
the Americans, as It Is sald they were a

museum of the Uplversity of Pennsyl-
vanja. ©On the right of the wpontifical
throne wans assembled the Peccl family, to
which the pope belongs, and on the jeft
stood Count Almodovar.

Presenintion of Gifim,

When the pontiff ascended the throne
he seemed to be In o kind of glorified at-
mosphere, attained by a peculiar arrange-
ment of red draperies before the windows.
Cardinal Respighl, vicar of Rome, read
an affectionate Latin address, expreasing
loyalty and devotion, and offered the gold
tiara, the jubllee present of the Catholle
world, which cost between 335,000 and $#,-
000 In money.

Cardinal Ferrari, archbishop of Milan, In
behalf of a pligrimags from Lombardy,
presented an address of felicitation to the
pope, and gola, silver and brongze com-
memorative modals, on tha observe side
of which was the head of Leo XII1 and on
the reverse the figure of the Redeemer,
surrounded by the aposties, In the aet of
conferring on Bt. Peter the supreme pon-
tifical power. The pope thanked the Lom.
Tard pligrims and gave them his banedic-

tion,

Cardinal Boschi read a third address and
presented to his holiness the symbolie
keys, one of goid and the other of silver,
accompanied by an offering of 340,000 in
gold coine. The Roman committee for the
jubliee fotes presented a rich parchment
volame with the signatures of all who
hnd contributed to the offering, with an-
other $#40,000 to be devoted to the restora-
tion of the basilica of 8t John Lateran,
which s under the care of Cardinal Sa.
tolil. Other committees followed with ad-

addressed “To my venerable brothers and
beloved children.”
Address to the Church.

In his address his holiness expressed sat-
afaction at the manifestation of which
he is the object on the part of the whole
Catholic worid. For the second time in a
century, continued the pope, Christ has
wished to glority his viear on earth by
allowing him to reach the years of St
Peter. The address ended by the pope
saying that he was bappy to celebrate his
Jubliee amid the homage and veneration of
the Cathollc universe,

Aftcr bestowing the apostolle blessing
the pope returned to his apartments amid
the enthusiasiic plaudits of the multitude.
He completed the functions of the jubllee
without fatigue. On returning to his
apartments he exciaimed:

In St Peter's this afternbon Cardinal
Rampolin celebrated a solemn mass and
Te Deum at an altar erectod next to the
japal altar. He was surrounded by 34
bishops. A special feature of the cere-
mony was a procession through the fm-
mense basilicn, In  which took part 30
Catholi: associations, carrying hundrads
of lighted torches, with magnificent eof-
fect. The congregation numbered 30,000,
ind included the Grand Duke of Hesse,
the Grande Duke of Saxe-Welmar and
Countess of Tranl and Prince Hohenlohe
Wealdenburg.

Prior to his public reception today the
pope recelved In audlence Mr. and Mrs,
Daniel O'Day and Mrs James Butler, of

NEW ROYAL SCANDAL,

Prince Philip of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha

and husband of the Princess Loulse of
Belgium, were made today in the Helchs-
rath durlng the debate on the army Wil
by Herr Daszynskl, the Pollsh leader. The
latter denounced the Prince as a corim-
fnal.

RISING IN DARKEST RUSSIA,

Landowners Appeal for Help nnd Say
Police Can't Suppress It

ET. PETERSBURG, Feb, 8.—A deputa-
tion of landowners from the government
of Bimbirsk, commonly known as “Dark-
est Russia' arrived here today to warn
the government that the peasants, who
are among the most unenlightened In the
empire, have organized a rising which
promises far to surpass that of Poltava or
Kharkov., The peasants propose to con-
fiscate the land and distribute It among
themselves,

The landlords appealed to Financial
Minister Witte to avert the disturbance
by adopting financial measures, but Min-
ister Witte referred them to the Depart-
ment of Police. The landiords therefore
departed, declaring that the police were
incapable of coping with the emergency.

COAL OIL IN IRELAND,

Opportunity for Rockefeller to Oper-
ate in Green Inle,

DUBLIN, Feb, 2.—The discovery of oll
near Mount Joy Bquare, this city, has cre.
ated great Interest and has raised hopes
that the old bogland throughout Ireland
may prove similarly productive. A sam-
ple of the Dublin oll, which has been ex-
amined by experts, was pronounced to be
of good, clear gquality. It was discovered
i the basement of an ordinary house,
built on reclaimed bogland, and it was
sajd that a coplous flow has continued
since the find was made five weeks ago,
Experts attach much Impgrtance to the
mutier.

PRETENDER HKILLEI AGAIN.

Sultan of Morocco's Army Winas An-
other Alleged Victory.
MADRID, Feb. 2.—The correspondent
of the Heraldo at Melllla telegraphs the
report that the pretender to the Moroccan
throne was defeated by the Iimperial
forces on February 14 sind mentions the
rumor that Bu Hamara himself was

killed.

Austrinn Criticism of Posinl Laws,

VIENNA, Feb. 20—The Pollah leader
Dacsynski has complained in the Reichs-
rath of tne action of the United States
postoffice authorities In not ssuing money
orders in Austriapn currency. He sald that
this was a serlous matter. thou-
sand Polish laborers fn the United States,
who were unable to understand the post-
office regulationa, were compelled to apply
to bankera for drafts at great expense.
Herr Dacsynski nsked the Minister of
Finance to endeavor to persuade the
American authorities to change the pres-
ent system.

No Fear of Shipping Trast.

Gerald Balfour, president of
the Board of Trade, referred to the In-
ternational Mercautile Marine pany
and the government's arrangemefits with
the Cunard Line and sald there was no
need to fear that what had occurred
would prove any serious injury to British
industry or the British mercantile marine.

KAISER IS  ORTHODOX .

HNE SETS AT REST DOUBTS WHICH
AGITATED GERMANY,

Tells Where He Disagrees With As-
syriologists and Gilves Opinion on
Interpretation of the Bible.

BERLIN, Feb 2 —Empéror Willlam's
faith in God and Christ and the authority
of the Old Testament, as Jdeclured In his
letter to Admiral Hollman, Counclllor of
the German Oriental Bociety, Is accepted
by the leading authorities of the state and
church as satisfactory evidence of his
orthedoxy, which for months had been
the cause of deep concern to theologlans
and pastors,

The doubts began a year ago, when the
Fmperor first listened o Professor
Delitzsol’s  Jocture on the Babylonian
origin of the Bible, and increased later,
when the Emperor personally assistad the
AssyTlologist in  showing  stereopticon
pletures o @ members of the court. The
pletures were designed to° prove the
Babylonish origin of the Hebrew ideas.
The Emperor cubscribed to the funds to
send Professdr Delitzsch aguin to Assyria
and discussed with him when he returned
nis rmost recent discoveries, all to the dis-
may of orthodox churchmen and xome of
the most influentinl church edministra-
tors, particularly the accomplished Dr.
Dryauder, who besought the Kmpérar to
make some definite statemont of creed
In onder to restore the confidence of the
clergy and laity. The Emperor's letter
to Admiral Hallman is the result of Dr,
Dryander's endeavors. Gther portions of
the letter to the Admiral, not contalned
In the conclusions given 10 the press yes-
terday, are as follows:

“During the evening entertainment with
us Professor Delitzssch had the oppor-
tunity to fully confer and debate with
Her Majesty, the Empress, and Dr. Dry-
ander, whue 1 listened and remiuined pas-
sive. Unfortunately he abandoned the
mandpoints of the strict historian and
AssyTiclogist, golng inwo religious and
theological conclusions which were quite
nebulous or bold. When he came to speak
of the New Testament, It became clear at
once that he developed such quite diverg-
ent views regurding the person of our
Savior that I had to express diametrically
the opposite view. He doen not recognize
the divinity of Christ a8 a deduction there-
from and asseris that the Old Testament
containg no revelation about him as the
Messlah,

“Here the Assyriclogist and the histord-
cal Investigator ceascs and the thealoglan
begins, with all his light and shadow
sides. In this province | can only urgent-
Iy advise him to proceed very cautiously
step by step, and at any rate ventilnte
hin thesis only in the theological books
and In the cirele of his collengues. Bpare
us, the lnymen, and above all the Oriental
Soclety, from hearing of them. We carry
on excavitions and publish the results in
behalf of sclence and history, but not to
confirm or attack religious hypotheses
with Professor Dellitzsch the theologian,
who bas run away with the historian.”

The Emperor then goes on to express
rogret at the fnet that Professor Delitzach
did not mdhere to his original purpose of
transiating and interpreting Inscriptions
excavated by the soclety as [llustrating
the relations between Babylonian customs,
morals and historical events and tradi-
Uons, ete., and the Israelites, “which
would have been In the highest degree In-
teresting for laymen,” and adds:

“He approached the question of revela-
tlon in a very polemieal tone, more or
lens denying it or reducing It to purely
tuman matters. That was a grave error,
for thereby he touched on the innermost,
hollest possession of many of his hearers,
which shook and even shattered the foun-
dations of thelr faith, It is a deed ‘that
only the greatest gentus should venture to
attempt and for wkich the mere study of
Assyriology did not justify him.™
The Emperor then gives his personal
views regarding revelation, saying:

troaties.

Cuban products are limited chiefly to
two, and the markets for theése are not
assured and not opened up In the measure
that Cuba needs. Thix contition can be
overcome only by giving advantages to
Americn, which Is her best customer. The
United States, being o gigantie consumer
of Cuba's products and belng convenient
for the supply of her requirements, offers
a fattering future for her commercial
relations. The pending treaty will retain
an open market in Cuba for United States
Cuba from

ruinous reprisais.

The report analyzes in detall the articles
of the treaty and gives the reamons why
it will be mutually advantageous. The
committee does not belleve the treaty will
give the United Btates Immediate control
of the Cuban market. because of non-
adapiation of Cuban merchants to Ameri-
can wants. The committee regards the
reduction of 3 per cent on sugar as vital,
as It will enable Cuban sugar cane to
survive In spite of the tremendous com-
petition of European beet sugar.
