WASHINGTON HOUSE RECONSIDERS
ITS ACTION.

Basterday's Bill Comes Up Again and
He Reminds Members of Pledges—
Moch Debate on School Law.

—

OLYMPIA, Wash., Feb. 2 —{Special.)—
The House will be afforded an opportunity
to act again on the Easterday anti-trust
Blll. This moming Roth's motion to re-
consider was cartled and on Easterday's
suggestion the matter went over until
Mondauy for final actlon. Easterday In
approving of Roth's moton suid that he
wished to make it pluin W0 every mem-
ber exactly what he was voting on and
had no desire to “buffale™ any one Into
voting on something they did not under-
stand. He wished them to take plenty of
time to figure out the bill, and asked them
o conslder the mecent aclon of Judge
Grosscup In e n to the beef trust. He
called thelr nton to the fact that
both houses o lLegislature hnd passed
a moemorial ing of the attitude of
President Rooseveit regarding trusts, and
that the Presldent was mow threatening
an extra s i of Congress unless anti-
truet Jlemsinilon was taken up. He also
Jrenssedd few bouguels to the membera
who were lnclined to be distrustful of his
Bill, but who had introdoced lessa sweep-
ing mensures covering lines in which they
were not interested, but falllng to men-
tion those in which they were

Cameron obiected to the reconsideration
of the bill, ne he sald it was a good meas-
ure and should boecome a law.

M I, the chisf objector yesterday,
said it was the “most momentous moeasure
ever permitted to slip through the House™

Levy of King, fearing that the first
hour of the sessjon would slip by without
his having an opportunity to be heard,
offered a resolution that a committes of
three from the House and three from the
Eenate bo appointed to vislt the various

H. B. 11, which has been pretty fully
explained in The Oreganjan as the Quinn
bill, intended to take the election of Bu-
perior and Suprome Court Judges out of
politics, was the first on the calen-
dnr thi= morning. It had been =0
thoroughly threshed out that no discussion
was mede, except the customary remarks
by Levy of King. He again rebuked Mr.
Quinn for daring to come here as one of
the minority party and ask the Republl-
cans to pass o law affecting elections
Even the opposition of Levy falled to
save the blil, however, and it was lost
by & vote of 3 to 48, with 13 absent or not
voting. The House then passed, under
suspension of the rules, House bill 157,
by Hrewer of Chehalls, amending the
tideinnd act s> that a buyer who had be-
coms. delinquent In payments snd jost
the land could again come in s & buyer
apd have the amount previously pald
eredited on the wecond purchase, The Jones
Ml establishing truant schools in clities
of 10,00 inhabltants was also passed, un-
der suspension of the rules.

The afternoon session of nearly three
hours was taken up in reading and dis-
cussing Hoopse bill &5, 4 measure correct-
ing and amending the school law, There
were nearly 10,000 words In the bill, and
progress was slow, The only debate was
over an amendiment which makes Me-
morial day a legal schopl hollday. Om
thisa point Gunderson, Ranck, Ralne and
a number of others spoke in favor, while
Easterday, Gleason and others opposed It
on the ground that instead of school chil-
dren taking part In the beautiful exer-
clses whicn are a part of thelr achool
work on that day, they would devote the
day to pleasure. The amendment carried,
and, on the plea from Easterday that some
of the members had voted under a mis-
understanding of the case, the vote was
roconsidered. It resulted In the amend.
ment carrying by a vote of 0 to I

Between sections of the bill Mr. Levy,
of King, ros¢ to a guestion of personal
privilege. He staled that he had been
essailed In priat by a certain newspaper
man and viliied and termed a low
comedian. He s=ald the reason for the
attack was his failure to contribute money
to the representative or the miarepre-
sentative of the press. He notified the
House that be would rather ¢ a low
comedian than a high sucker. His pref-
erence thus expressed wag acceptad by
the House, anfl appears in the minutes of
the sesslon.

The House passed Senates bill 18, ap-
propriating $00 for the celebration of the
th anniversary of territorial organiza-
tion.

At the conclusion of the reading of the
educational blll an attempt was made to
suspend the rules and paas the measure,
but there wore &0 many of the members
nbeent that this was not assented to.

Mr. Cameron presided at the afternoon
session with dignity and affabliity.

IN THE SENATE.

Resolntion Passed Asking Congress
to Pass Antl-Trust Legisiation,
OLYMPIA, Feb. 30.—(Bpecial.}—The Ben-
ate this morning passed the Roosevelt
memorial  instructing the representa~
tives In both branches of Congrees
to support the President in anti-trust
legisiation. It went through without a
dlssenting vote, although some of the
friends of Cushman and Foster seem to re.
gard It &8 not exaclly complimentary to
them on account of thelr attitude on Cu-
ban reciprocity and the sugar tariff,
The Senate rcconsldered the vote by
which it passed House bill 21, and this
time It was lost and afterwand indefinitely
pratponed. The bill provides that all mat-
ter relating to the selling, leasing, or
making of contracts, concerning real
estate belonging to a city or the granting
of franchises or special privileges, shall
be submitted to the people for vote upon
petition of 35 per cent of the qualified
voters of such city. The reconsideration

Benator Haker moved to indefinitaly
postpone the bill, There was no debate,
and the motion prevalled by a vote of 2
to 16, with four atment. The Senate passed
Senate blll No, 10, by Welch, which pro.
vides that all persons who purchased tim-
ber lands from the state prior and subse-
quent to June 18 1801, should have ten
years to remove the timber. Aa Intro-
ducod, the bill provided that the ten years
should apply on land purchased prior to
the date mentioned, but Senatdr Clapp
got in an amendment making it apply to
jands purchased subsequentiy thersio.
The present Inw gives purchasers but five
years to remove such land. Senator Welty,
of Lewin, lod the fight on the bill and said
t was a barefaced attempt to give timber
ppeculators the rvight to bold their Iands
for a long period of time, in order that
they might take advantage of the con-
stuntly advancing price of timber, and a
further attempt to let such speculators
escupe from the intent of the law that
ttmber-land purchases shall be made in
good falth. Several Senators supported
Senator Welty, but the bill passed by &
vote of 35 to IL

The Senate passed under suspension of
the rules Sena‘e bill No, 198, by Btewart,
appropriating $00 for the celebriution of
the ¥th anniversary of the organization of
Washington Territory. ‘

The Plagne at San Francisco, o |
American Medlcine.

At a conference of health officers of
many states, held at Washington this
week under the presidency of BSurgeon-
General Wyman, the chief tople of discus-
slon was the danger of the spread of bu-
bonic plague throughout the United States
because of the actlon of the State Board
of Health of Callfornia and the city gov-
ernment of San Francisco., The whole
profession and country have stood aghast
at the shame and Ignominy whereby the
existence of plague at San Franeclsco haa
been concealed and denled. Dr. Glennon,
sent to San Francisco by the Surgeon-
General to investigats and report upon
the facts, telegraphs that 38 cases of the
dircase bave occurred In the clitvy—six in
whites, four In Japanese and 81 In Chi-
nege. Of 22 dead rats found In Chinatown,
11 were infected. The followiner was part
of a resolution passed by the conference:
