AMES WILL RETURN.

Aguninst Doctors’ Adviece Decldes to
Face His Accusers.

MANCHESTER, N. H, March IL—A. A
Ames, cx-Maoyor of Minneapeils, conirary
to the advice of his physiclans, and, it
Is belicved, without the knowledge of his
counsel, Jecided this afterpoon to return
to Minneapolls and stand trial. He will
leave Saturday morning via Boston and
Chicago, He will be necompanied by
Mrs. Ames and thelr children. His de
cision to returnm was voluntarily made.

WILL REVEAL ALL FACTS,

Inguest Inte Burdiek Murder Will
Draw Out All Evidence.
BUFFALO, N. Y., March 12~-The In-
quest into the murder of Edwin L.. Bur-
dick will be beld next Tuesday. Police
Judge Murphy said today that he would
mike the most complete investigation ever

held in this county.

The fnct that all persons Enown to be
concernéd in the Burdick mystery will give
in public the statemments they made before
the District Attorney will doubtless make
the proceedings before Justice Murphy at
the ingquest, which will begin next Tues-
day, most Intoresting.

Anpther move baving an important bear-
ing on the Burdick case wus decided upon
today after District Attorney Coatsworth
had conferred with Chief of Detectives

Cusack. The authorities have determined
to obtaln the telegrams that passed be-
tween Mre. Bundick and Mrs. Hull before

the murder of Burdick., The grund jury is
now in session, and the District Attorney
can conduct John Doe procesdings to re-
quire the Western Unlon to produce the
telegrams. They were senl on the Mon-
day and Tuesday before the Thursday of
the murder, when Mra Bordick, who saw
Arthur B Pennell near New York tele-
graphed to Mrs Hull who replied. The
Western Unilon refused to produce the
messnges, and for that reason today's
proceodings were decided upon. The tele
grams may not be material in the case
but the authorities want to seo them.

A list of persons to be subpenned to the
inguest was made up todny, and some of
the subpenas were ssrved tonight. The
police belleve the inguest will reveal Im-
portant developments.

Edwin T. Buniick's will, which &» to be
offercd for probate tomorrow, cuts off Mrs
Burdick and bequeatha the estate, share
and share alike, 10 three children. D. K
Dunstan, A. B. Kellogg and George C
Miller are named az execulors. A claose
in the will naming the throe executors as
guardians for the children will llkely be
contested on the ground that the appoint-
ment s vold because Mra, Burdick 1s still
allve, The claim is that the law nullifies
the appalntment by will of & guardisan
where there is a surviving parent, unless
both purents Jolnsd In the appaintment.

Burdick's estate is worth about §50.000,
consistitg of $56,000 in property and $26,000
Hfe insurance.

Mra. Beth T. Payne, who Is one of the
witnesaes wanted for the Burdick inquest
jeft the city tonight, Whither she went is
not definitsly known by the police.

KILLS HIS WHOLE FAMILY.

Insanes German .I-"_-l'mrr Makes Hin
House a Slaughter-Pen,
ST. LOUIB, March 12 —Adolph Krauss, a

German farmer HUving 21 mlles west of
8. Louls near Bellfontaine, tonight
killed his wife and &ix children with a

He then knocked him-
eelf unconmcdous with the hammer, and
nt midnight was dying. It s belleved
that Krauss suddenly became insane. He
had the reputation among his nelghbors
of being a guliel, Inoffensive, Industricus
furmer, and no other caume for the crime
but insanity has been assigned.

About 7 o'clock tonight, John Krauss a
brother, happened to go to  Adolph's
house to call, The lights were out, but
the door was unjocked, and this aroused
his suaplcion that something was wrong

nledge-hammer.

He entered the house, and, upon strik-
ing & light, was horrified to find that
there had been a terrible tragedy.

From all that can be learnad, Adolph
Emuss entered the house some time this
aftemoon, armed with & sledgehammer
Without warning he struck his wife on
the head, killing her jnstantly, Then,
seizing his firet child, aged 1Z he like-
wise dealt o murderous blow. The other
five children were killed s=imilarly, the
iast being & 6&-months-old baby, Krauss
then plased the seven bodies side by alde
an the floor in one room. He then selzed
the hemmer and dealt Mimsel! o blow
on the skull which fractured it and
knocked him unconsclous, his body falling
almost in line which those of hia vietims.

When John Krauss dlscovered the trag-
oy tonight he immedistely summoned the
nuthorities. The bodies were taken in
charge by an undertaker. but the Coroner
did not move Kmuss, who apparently will
be dead by morning
