In this report, J. R, Courtney, of the
commities, 8 quotsd asn having sald to
President Ramsey that the men would be
willing to arbitrata, dut would not allow
the raliroad company to select any of the
erbitrators.

This afternoon Judge Priest, who made
the final “argument for the company, al-
luded to the statements of Mr, Courtney
&nd declared that the raflway company
bad been willing to arbitrate, Grand
Master of the Flremen, who
was seated behind F, N. Judson, the chief
counsel for the defandants, leaned quick.
Iy forward and spoke a fow words to the
attorney, who at once Interrupted Judge
Priest's arzument.

“Are you willlng tu settla this thing
in that manner™ Mr, Judson asked

“I am here (o answer the argument
made by the gentlemen” sald Judge
Priest *“I have no authority to speak
elther for Mr. Ramsey or for the Wabash
road upon such a guestion,™

Instantly Mr. Judson was on his feet,
saying:

I wish to say, speaking both for the
trainmen and the firemen, that we are
willing to mccept the arbitration of the
tribunal provided for under the ncts of
Congresa "

“The gentleman's afterthought is bet-
ter than his forethought.” retorted Judge
Priest, and be resumed hin argument
Grand Master Morrimey, of the Tralnmen,
was not In court this efternoon, buot
Grand Master Hanrahan, of the Firemen,
sndd:

“We sre willing to do as Mr. Judson
said. In fact, I told him to may it Mr.
Morrissey agress with my position on this
matfer.*

President Ramsey Is now in New York,
Blodgett, chief counsel

Mr. Judson, in his srgument for the
Brutherhood, gave attentlon to the clalms
advanced by the rallroad that the griev-
ances In the case originatesd with the de-
fendants, and not with.the employes of
the mailrond.

Judson claimed that the assertion of the
rallroad that If the men struck it would
be in violation of contrmct was not ten.
able, inasmuch as there were no contracts
in existence. In summing up the evidence
Eiven in the case, Mr. Judson declared
that the sole. jurisdiction possessed by
the court came through viclations of the-
Interstato commerce law. These viola-
tlons must be fllegal In the mesns used
o attain an end, or [llegal In the ends
sought, and there had been nothing shown,
bhe declared, to indicate that either the
end sought or the means used to attain
it wers agalnst the law, and therefore
the enthre case fell to the ground, and he
prayed the dissolution of the Injunction.
He concluded his argument at 1:6, snd
Judge H. 8. Priest, special counsal for the
Wabash Road, rose to make the third
argument for the company.

Judge Priest Inld down the fundamental
principle that whoever interfered by In-
timidation or persuasion in inducing an
employe to leave his employers service 1s
liable to that employer for all damages
sustained through the defection of that
employe. He quoted & number of legal
decisiona In support of this position.

“These defendants claim.' sald Judge
Priest, “that they came down here to
submit a schedule of wages to President

y. Now where is that schedule?
They never presented it. They chalm to
have been receiving instructions evéry day
from the Wabash employes. Why are
they not brought Into court?"

The speaker charged the defendants with
bed falth In claiming the existence of
Erievances when thelr sole motive was 10
Secure recognition of their union. Judgs
Priest questioned the falrnesa of the vote
by which the men ordered a strike. * Why
are not the ballots shown In this court?’
