This statement may be gualified by the
fact that the companies will receive any
demund made Ly the men In the same

epirit that it is made, and will give It
svery consideration. But the officers of
the paper milis assert that a mmise of
wages would be rulnous to them. that

their businesa does not justify it and the
competition with Eastern milis s so great
that only by ciose figuring can & reason-
able profit be realized.

FEnastern Prices Redaeed.

“The largest item In the cost of pro-
duction of paper is labor. In it is
considerably larger than sll of the other
expenses of operating. Within the past
ten days the Eastern paper trust has re-
duesd the price of paper dellvered on the
Pacific Coast onc-half a cent a pound,
mimply becuuse the extromely low cost of
labor In the East s more than offset by

* the freight retes which the trust s able,
Ty means best Kknown to itasif. o obtaln.
We are not in the newspaper trust, al-
though overtures have been made to us
to go Into §t. There are many other
reasons why it 18 impossible for us 10
grant n wage Increass or to divide the
work of the mills Into three shifts of aight
hours.™

This is In substance the statement given
out by the paper mill company. The
operalors put up the argument that
wherover (he experiment has been tried
in Eastern milis of putting the men on
a three-ahift basis the men themselves
have come back to two shifts of thelr
own soccord, because they recelved low
wages.
