This message embodied preciacly and
exactly the avowed policy upom which the

What the patriot Hizal sald
with such force in speaking of the insgr-
rection before we came to the lslands ap-
pliee with tenfold greater foroe 10 those
who foolirhly or wickedly opposed the |
mid and banefleent government we, Were
instituting In the lalands. The judement
of the martyred publlc servant Rigal,
whose birthday the Philippine people cele-
brate. and whom they worship as thelr
hero nnd ldeal, sets forth the duty of
American soverelgnty: a duty from which
the American people will never flinch.

At Far-
g0, Jamestown and Bismarck be made
stops of from balf an hour to an howr,
and discussed the conditiona In the Phil-
ippines, the tarl and the general pros-
perity which the country s enjoying.

Stops also were made at Caatleton, Tower,

Vailley City, the home of Governor White;

Imweon. Dickinson and Madors.

At Biamarck the President was intro-
duced to a number of Indian chiefs, some
of whom had fought against Custer. The
chiefs presented an address and a pipe of
ponce to _the President, who had & few
words of gresting and thanks for each
man.

The most Interesting ceremony of the
day occurred at Medors, where the Presi-
dent at one time owned & ranch, and
which was his postoffice address 1€ years
ago, and when be was Sheriff of Billings
County.

Medora Is & small place, but the ranch-
men from the surrounding country hed
come into town, and they gave him a
truly Western reception. "Joe Ferris, who
was the President’s old foreman, and his
brother, 8. M. Ferrts, met the Prestdent
at Biamarck and vofe with him to Me-
dora.

Major Pitcher will meet the spe-
cial traln at Gardiner with Troop C, Cap-
tatn'F. O. Johoson commanding, and will
escart the President into the park. Troop
C i» the famous “Hay Troop™ of the Third
United States Cavalry, and kas a world-
wide reputation. When the party alights
from the train, an ambulance and riding
horsds will be in walting, and the start
will be made Al once for the fort inside
the park.

Major Picher and two or three troopers
wili be with him constantly, in erder to
keep him In communication with the out-
side world.
