American Interests Safe.
"Acting under Instructions from my

government, I have officially assured the
Secretary of State not only that Ameri
can Interests in Manchuria, trade and In
SustrlaL wilt be thoroughly safeguarded.
so far as Russia is concerned, but also
of the unfortunate erroneousness con-
tained in Minister Conger's dispatches sev-
eral days ago from Pekln relative to the
rourse of Russia In Manchuria.

"It is a matter of the keenest regret to
my government that unreliable parties
should have Informed your Minister at
Pekln In a matter of which they were'
evidently grossly ignorant. And simul-
taneously with my call upon Secretary
Hay, the Foreign Office at St. Petersburg
gave similar assurances to your Ambas
iidor there, Mr. Mccormick.

"Because of the long-standi- and gen-
uine friendliness which without exception
has characterized the relations of these
two great countries, ips well as In re cog
Dltlon of the frankness with which your

tarr of State has dealt with my gov
ernment in au diplomatic matters, it was
a pleasure for the Foreign Office to assure
the United States regarding International
negotiations, which were "bending with
tnother power, even though In so doing
all precedent was jroKen. it was clear
that your representative had been misin-
formed, a matter which Is regretted. I
am sure, no less by your own Govern-
ment than by Russia, But I am not aware
that any other powers have received from
the Foreign Office such a statement as
was handed your Ambassador.

American Goods Xeeded.
"Those acquainted with conditions In

Manchuria will bear me out In the atite-
rnent that the country needs the Importa
tion of American goods for Its upbuilding.
And certainly Russia, who is doing oil
the can to develop that' great country,
would he the last to stand In the way of
an Increase In this trade. We need Amer
Jem steeL lumber, cotton goods and con
tructlon material of all kinds, and this

fact, together with the traditional good
relations prevailing between Russia and
the United States, is sufficient assurance
that American trale interests in Man
churls will be protected.

"Of tho opening of new treaty ports In
juancnuna it is impossioie tor me to
ipeak at present, but .It is the earnest con
viction of those, best acquainted with the
itate of affairs there that such a move
Kill not be to the best Interests of the
territory, were the question solely
commercial one, it would be different. But
open a treaty port in Manchurii, and
dose upon the' heels of commerce will
follow political complications of all Muds,
which would Increase the threats to peace.
At Nlu Chwang this country has a treaty
port, and American trade In Manchuria
Is rapidly on the increase. I am told that
t per cent of the cotton goods from the
United States sent to China enters the
Manchurlan port of Nlu Chwang.

"Because of the singularity of interest
held by the United States In Manchuria
for all the world realizes that yours Is
trade, not a territorial one It lies within
the power of your Government to exert a
powerful Influence in the preservation ol
peace there. Russia's desire Is also for
peace, not disturbance. In Manchuria, and
It Is to tula end that negotiations are now
proceeding In Pekln In the effort to estab-
lish & condition of evacuation and a safe
guard to Manchuria against recurrence
of the troubles of 1900. Striking evidence
of "the direct effect in this country caused
by unrest in China was seen in 1500. when
I am told, many cotton mills in the United
States were forced to shut down until
conditions in Chlnt were again normal.
This fact and the evidence the United
States has already given of its desire to
make for peace is sufficient assurance that
the Washington Government will lend
its strong moral support to calm excite
ment, wherever- - it has been aroused by
the incorrect reports from Pekln.

"WILL NOT CLOSE THE DOOR.

Russia Gives Assurances That Ameri
can Commerce la Safe.

WASHINGTN, April 3. The State De
partment has received a dispatch from
Ambassador McCormlck. at SU Peters-
burg, to the effect that the Russian Min
ister for Jxjrelgn Affairs baa assured him
that the published reports of the proposed
.convention between Russia and China re--
latlnsT to Manchuria are absolutely In
correct, and that there is no foundation
tor the report that Russia demands that
China, shall xefuso the requests of other
powers for treaty ports and Consulates
In Manchuria. He has been assured that
the Bussian Government has no intention
to exclude other countries from advan-
tages now enjoyed In Manchuria, or to
confer exclusive privileges upon Russia:
that the United States may be sure that
nothing will be done to close doors now
open, and that American commerce and
American capital are those which Russia
roost desires to attract. It Is understood

MORE DEMANDS MADE.

London Times Makes More Charges
of Rni.Ian Agression.

LONDON. April 30. A dispatch from the
Pekln correspondent of the Times saya
that. In addition to the demands concern-
ing Manchuria already enumerated, Rus-
sia, In another dispatch, demands that the
navigation of the Llau River, which, un-
der the Inland navigation rules is open to
vessels of all nations, shall be restricted
to vessels flying Russian and Chinese
flags. Russia also demands that all en-
gagements entered into by Manchuria
provincial authorities with the Russians
during the "Russian outbreak shall be rec
ognized by China.

TJnlnas refusal of the Russian de
mands, says the, correspondent, "is simply

stereotyped refusal, and does not
change the situation. Even If Russia
withdraws her demands, the fact remains
unaltered that only force will prevent
Manchuria from becoming a Russian
province.

"Admiral Alexlefr has published a proc
lamation declaring that, as Russian
troops have been withdrawn, foreigners
may now travel In Mukden province with-
out Russian passports. In view of the
fact that Russia was never In more con-ple- te

military control of that province'
than at present, and that .she Is increasing
her strength there dally, this proclama
tion Is apt to be misleading.

1VANTS ASSURANCE OF ORDER.
Only Conditions Rm.Is Attaches to

LeaTlnsr Manchuria.
PARIS. April 29. Count Lamsdorft, the

Russian Foreign Minister, has advised the
authorities here that the recent reports.
of Russian designs on Manchuria were
unwarranted and false. He says Russia
Is now taking steps looking to the mili
tary evacuitlon of Manchuria; and de
sires; previous to the evacuation, to secure
reasonable assurances of the preservation
of order and the protection of her

The note says that M. Lessar, the Rus
sian Minister to China, Is now In St. Pe-
tersburg, but owing to illness has not yet
had an audience of the Czar or received
his Instructions. It Is not expected that
M. Lessar will be received In audience for
three weeks, and until this occurs no
definite determination will be arrived at
as to the course to be pursued.

Summing up the foregoing, the officials
here say It clearly shows that efforts are
being made In quarters antagonistic to
Russia to excite American feeling against

President
Roosevelt, accompanied by Governor
Dockery, of Missouri, who had Joined the
train at Keokuk. la., stepped on tne rear
end. President Francis, of the Louisiana
Purchase Exposition, seized the hand of
the President and gave him an informal
welcome to St. Louis. Mayor "Wells. Pres-
ident Carter, of the National commission,
and other members of that body, the re-
ception committee of the "World's Faid
and military officers shook bands with tho
President and after this brief ana in-

formal reception, he was escorted to the
carriage In waiting. Mayor "Wells, Pres
ident Carter and Secretary ioeD accom-
panied the President In his carriage,
which was at once driven off to the Good
Roads Convention.

The military companies and & platoon of
police had been waiting two blocks away
and as soon as the line of carriages ap-
peared a slower march was taken up to
cover-th-e three miles to Odeon Hall.

Speaks for Good Roads.
The hall was packed with a crowd which

had been waiting patiently for hours
when, at 5 o'clock, the President arrived
to address the National Gooa Koaas At
so elation.

"Roads, the President declared, ten the
greatness of a nation. The influence of
nations which have not been rs

have been evanescent. Rome, the most
powerful of the older civilizations, left
her Impress on literature and speech;
she changed the boundaries of nations.
but plainer than anything else left to re-

mind us of the Boman civilization are the
Roman roads.

At this point in the President's speech
the crowd rose as one man and cneerea.
waving handkerchiefs and hats.

"Merely from historical analogy," the
President continued, "this country, which
we believe will reach a position of lead-
ershlD never equalled this country. I say.
should 00 act that posterity will Justly
say when speaking of us, 'that nation
built good roads.' "

The President declared that good roads
probably were the greatest agency for
regulating the flow from the country to
the city of young men and young women.

Stuart Robson
will never again delight mortal audiences
with his rare quaint drollery. No actor
was more popular and few were so well
known In this city, lie was last nerq
Thanksgiving day, when he revived his
famous old-tim- e success- as Dromlo of
Syracuse In "A Comedy of Errors." Dur
ing the same engagement-h- e also resur-
rected the clever comedy. "The Henriet
ta," in which many years ago he achieved
his greatest success as Bertie, the Lamb.
His famous monologue about "We fellows
at the club" once heard could never be
forgotten.

Robson had been before tne American
public more than SO years. He was born
at Annapolis. Md., March 4. 1S36. Ills
childhood was passed at. Baltimore. At It
he was a page In the United States Sen
ate, and later a printer's apprentice, but
his taste lay in the direction of the stage.
His debut as an actor was made In Balti-
more. January S. 1S2. In a piece entitled.

Ten years later, after various vicissi
tudes, found him a member ofvthe stock
company at Laura Keene's Theater In
New York City making his first appear
ance on the metropolitan stage as "Bob
In "Old Heads and Young Hearts." his
first great success was made in 1ST0 as
Captain Crosstree In "Black-eye- d eusan,
From this time on hla career was one
continuous success, reaching flood tide
during the period of 13 years that he dou
ble starred with w. H. Crane. The two
made a fortune out of "The Henrietta'
(written for them by Bronson Howard).

Then for a time after the dissolution of
tho partnership Robson took up a number
of other plays, notably "Amy Robsart.
with -- which he was not very successful.
However, at last he began to revive the
old plays, and was rewarded at once by
as great success as ne naa ever known.

King Edward with Queen Helene left
the Quirlnal In an open carriage escorted
by dragoons. As the visiting King and
the Italian Queen proceeded through the
streets, they were enthusiastically ac
claimed by the large crowds of people
ancV on arriving at the parade ground.
they received an ovation from the large
assemblage of people which surrounded
the field. King Victor Emmanuel, ac-

companied by the Princes of the House
of Savoy, "then galloped forward to re
ceive King Edward and Queen Helene.
