TO PREVENT DISCRIMINATION,

Governor Odell Signs a Drastic New

York Measure,

ALBANY, N. Y., May &—Governor Odell
today signed a bill dealgned to prevemt
disceimination on the part of the Ilabor
unions agalnst members of the Natlomal
Guard. The bill s very drastie, and re-
fers equally to-lmbor unions or employers,
making it a misdemeanor to inte e in
any way with the employment of a per-
son who Is a membor of the National
Guard on account of such membership, or
to dlasuade a perwon from oniisting by
threat of Injury with reference to his em-
ployment, trade oF buoriness It especially
forbids any trade organization from pass-
ing any resolution or bhy-law diseriminat-
ing In the matler of members or against
any member of the Natonal Guard.
