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PAINTERS AT WORK

Strikers Show Willingness to

Take Up Their Brushes.

ARBITRATION PLAN PUT OFF

Business J&en Hopeful the' Strike
"Will Settle Itself President Beach

Delays Appointment of. Board
o Trade Committee.

Appointment of a committee to arbitrate
Ihe strike and lockout In the building
trades has been postponed. The painters,
Whose strike Is the keystone of the trou-
ble, show a willingness to return to work,
ilembers of the Painters' Union are going
back to their trade every day. Business
fcnen who have been working for an ad-

justment of the dispute now hope that
the strike will settle itself without arbi-

tration.
So many painters desire to resume work

that they will probably raise a loud voice
)tt the weekly meeting of their union

night. Many of them wanted a
special meeting Monday, but the officers
Df their organization would not call It.
the union leaders are striving with might
fcnd main, to keep their forces together,
fchey are succeeding very well, indeed,
feut some of their followers are driven by
necessity to earn a livelihood, and the
fosses are putting several union men to
hrork every day. All the leading bosses

,ve from six to 15 men each, some of
hom were members of unions. It i3 re--

rted that not Infrequently union men
,ke work secretly in order to provide

ubslstence lor their families. All this is
trenuously denied by the strike leaders.

Who uso every means in their power to
Jteep their followers in line,
i The arbitration scheme has been put off
Also, because the bosses will not take up
with It. They declare themselves so
strongly on this point that there is no
poubt about the firmness of their deter-
mination.

R. Livingstone, president of the Cham-
ber of Commerces, yesterday appointed J.
23. Haseltlne, of J. E. Haseltlne & Co., and
"Walter J. Honeyman, of Honeyman & e,

to represent that organization on
the arbitration board. F. E. Beach, presi-
dent of the Board of Trade, has not yet
appointed anybody to represent that body.
It Is understood from men who have con-
ferred with him that he will not choose
anybody for several days yet, perhaps not
at all, and at leiftt not until the strike
ias taken a new turn for the worse.

Union Men. Eagrer to "Work.
Tjhe union men are eager to earn money

Bgaln. They would accept almost any
terms to end their dispute If they could
Jteep their colors flying and not appear to
the public as surrendering.

If the painters' strike can be terminated,
it is believed that the sawmills and deal-
ers in materials would remove their lock-
out which 'bears so heavily on the carpen-
ters. The Carpenters' Union has declared
the master builders "unfair," but Its
members are working for the masters, and
M'cn with nonunion men. thouirh thf
union leaders try strenuously to prevent J

such mingling or workmen, in some cases
union carpenters, when discovered work-
ing with nonunion men, have surrendered
their membership in the union. The car-
penters tried Tuesday night to have the.
Federated Trades boycott the master
builders. The debate over the question
was quite warm, and conservative influ-
ences ruled. The question was postponed
until the meeting next Tuesday night.

The main issue in the contest has been
recognition of the unions. This is what
the unions have striven for and what the
bosses' have striven against. The bosses
at one timo offered to arbitrate the ques-
tion of wages, but not the question
whether they should hire union men to the
exclusion of nonunion. The unions re-

fused this offer. A week later they pro-
posed to accept the offer, but the bosses
declined to make it a second time, alleg-
ing that arbitration. In any form whatever
pieant recognition of the union, and that
Recognition they could not and would not
Concede. The bosses kept on this ground
Df argument and have steadfastly refused
to move from It. They say they bear no

against their union employes, slnoe
they believe the men hai'e been induced by
thelr leaders against their will to engage
In a.strike.

Dispute Wot Over Waares.
Therefore, the dispute Is not over wages,

the bosses would probably be willing to
pay $2.50 a day minimum wages to paint-
ers and carpenters, provided they should
pot bare to recognize the unions. Many
of them have said as much. Some con-
tractors are paying capable men as much

(U day.
The contest yet is a very stubborn one.
he union leaders have worked hard to
ulet their impatient followers, some of
hom they have sent out of the city to
et work. They still deny that they are
eakening in any way whatever. Tve
ave been very conservative in this con- -
est," said H. G. Greene, business agent

the Building Trades Council, yester-a- y.

"We have done nothing of which
wo are ashamed, and we are entitled to

.the respect and consideration of the pub-
lic."

The problem with the strikers seems to
"be, "How to end the contest so as to pre-
serve the reputation of their organiza-
tion.' They would be grateful for any
opportunity to solve this "problem.

Hovr About Boycott on. Fair.
A similar problem confronts the Fed-

erated Trades Council as to the boycott
of tho Lewis and Clark Fair. There is no
doubt whatever that influential members
.of tho council regret the boycott. They
ihave been heard to say that much. They
would be glad to see some avenue open
to them which they could follow so as to
rescind their resolutions against the Ex-
position. They realize that the boycott
toas cost them dearly in loss of public
jpympithy. They would welcome an offer
trom the Fair directors to hire only union
men. The directors thus far have not
rSade up their minds on this question.
Powerful Interests will work on them to
prevent this concession. A proposal to
give union men employment when there
was work to do would encounter no oppo
sltion. But a proposal to hire union men
exclusively and to discriminate against
men simply because they are not members
of labor organisations would be resisted.

"If the directors make such an agree
ment," declared a prominent master build
er, "I won't pay in another cent to the
Fair, that I wonT. And there are others
like me. If the directors wish to hire
union men, well and good. But if they
.are going to exclude free American clti
sens who don't belong to unions, well,
they can have the Fair. I don't want any
of it."

Laborer Also Want to "Work.
Mortarmen and brickhandlers desire to

cet back to .work also. The Building
Traces Council has ordered them back.
Aut they are controlled In their union by
the cement-worke- rs and by "Walking Dele-
gate Smith. Smith has called them off
eyery job he could. They resumed work on
the brick building at Fourth and
streets, Monday, but Smith made them
cult, and the bricklayers, whQ have no
grievance, had to quit too, because they
Jiad no men to supply bricks ana mortar.
The mortarmen and brickhandlers don't
ilka the way they are controlled against

Sr own Interests and against the order

of the Building: Trades Council, and It Is
not unlikely that they will form a separate
union of their own.

LAST XiAUXDRY TO CLOSE.

United States Announces Intention,
but Makes Disclaimer.

The United States Laundry Company
yesterday issued an announcement to the
effect that its plant will suspend opera-
tions as soon as the work at present con-

tracted for Is completed- - It is believed
that this will insure the running of the
plant for a day or two longer, after which
time every steam laundry In the city will
have closed down.

The company's announcement Is as fol-

lows:
"Portland. May 12. The United States

laundry has decided to suspend operation
for a while, after the work, on hand has
been cleaned up. "We are forced to make
this stand on account of a combination
of circumstances.

""We wish it to be understood that wo
are not causing any lockout of our em-
ployes, for any reason, and feel that the
Laundry "Workers' Union has acted fairly
with us and we have also tried to do our
best with all concerned.

"We have never recognized the Laun-
dry Workers' Union" nor tho Portland
Laundrymen's Association, and "as far as
possible we shall try to conduct an inde-

pendent laundry.

HIS FOOTING "UXFAIR."

Nonunion Labor IVill Build Presi-
dent's Platform.

The platform on which President Roose-
velt will eulogize the memory of Lewis
and Clark will be built by nonunion car-
penters, unless the contractor can be in-

duced to hire union men. But any effort
to induce the contractor to do so will cost
lots of effort, because he Is James Mar-
shall, one of the most strenuous members
of the "unfair" Master Builders' Associa-
tion and one of the sharpest thorns In the
side of the Carpenters' Union.

Marshall will begin building the platform
In a day or two. It will be at City Park,
where the President will lay the base of
the Lewis and Clark monument, deliver
an address in memory of the flrst explor-
ers of the Oregon Country and formally
launch the centennial celebration of 19(5.

Marshall had the plans of the platform
in hia pocket yesterday. "Here they are,"
he said, exhibiting them. "I'm going to
employ the best men I can find, whether
they are members of the union or not-- See
that building?" pointing to a tall frame
structure which he was putting up at the
foot of Fourth street. "Eight nonunion
carpenters are employed there. I don't
have any spite at unions. I'm not work-
ing against unions, but against their
abuses."

MUST ANSWER BY FRIDAY.

Draymen Must Respond to Demands
of Team Drivers' Union.

Tho Teamdrlvers' Union has allowed the
draymen until next Friday to grant, their
demand for higher wages. The advance
demanded is from $2.50 to $2.75 per day. In
May, 1901, a similar demand brought the
wages of teamsters up from $2.00 to 5

per day. In May, 1902, they secured an-

other advance to $2.50. The union terms,
further require the recognition of tho
union to the extent that only members of
that organization shall be employed, and
that, when union men are not available,
those who are employed must Join the
union:

Tho draymen have replied in a letter to
the union that they canot accede to the
new demands, because tho condition of
business does not permit it.

The teamsters held a meeting last night.
Soma of them are strongly against a
strike. Further negotiation will be tried
In order to avert trouble.

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MESSENGERS ON STRIKE

THIRTY A. D. T. BOYS QUIT "WORK
FOR THREE HOURS.

"When Their Places "Were Filled
They Soon Chased Off the "Scabs"

and Toole Back Their Jobs.

Thirty messenger boys in the employ of
the American District Telegraph Conipany
walked out on a strike yesterday noon,
and three hours later they walked In,
willing to work for the same rate of
wages.

The origin of the strike Is not definitely
known. The boys state that they struck
for a ralee of 4 cent per message and
went out upon the company's refusal to
comply with their request. The rate that
has been paid Is V cents for each mes-
sage carried to the office, and the boys
wanted a rate. The pVice paid by
other companies is 2 cents, and the A.
D. T. boys have for some time been in
tending to ask for the --cent raise. When
this was, refused them yesterday noon
nearly every boy in the service pulled off
his badge and walked out.

Some of the vacancies were replaced by
the company, and the new carriers sent
out on alignments to various parts of
the city. Here the trouble commenced.
Tho new messengers were hissed by the
strikers, pelted with small stones, and
chased away from their routes in fear
of their very lives. In vain did the com-
pany's officers try to etop tho riot, and,
as a last resort, the assistance of the
police was solicited.

But the boys were too sly for the po
licemen, and when approached displayed
sprinting powers that put to shame the
blue-coat- peacemakers who could do
only SO yards in 15 seconds. Policeman.
Price, however, managed by a clever
strategy to arrest the two ringleaders.
Changing his uniform for his citizen's
clothes, he made a circuit of tho disturbed
office. In the meantime another patrol-
man chased the boys up the street and
toward the disguised officer, who arrested
the two ringleaders, the other catching
a third lad who was agitating-th- e disturb
ance. Officer Price took Roy LUlio and
Richard Anderson to headquarters, and
Officer ,Malcney arrested Fred Amacher.
One of the lads that Officer Price arrest-
ed bears the distinguished honor of be-
ing the pugilistic champion of the messen-
ger force, while the other Is said to have
originated the Western Union striko in
Seattle some time ago, making a prac-
tice of traveling back and forth between
these two cities In regular tramp style.

Plaice him show a warrant," shouted a
youngster from a safe distance, when Of-
ficer Price caught the two fleeing strik-
ers. "He ain't got no right to pinch
you."

"How do you know." retorted the of
ficer.

"Oh, my pal. he got pinched by a bltr
bull like you once and yer can bank yer
stack I got him out."

"Oh, I got a writ of hipltls corpubus. and

we scooped de cop dead easy."
The reason given for the strike by the

manager of the messenger company is
that one of the lads was suspected of
stealing some money and was discharged.
ana mat a second hoy upon making some
remarks was also discharged, and that
this originated the strike. Manager De--
mars states that the messenger boys have
misrepresented the stato of affairs from
tho start. He said: "Our hoi's get one-ha- lf

of all the cash receipts for messen
ger fees, and at the end of the month
have more pay per boy than any of the
other messenger companies. The boys re-
ceive -- . cents on a message, and If one
trip gets a message that is sent to several
different places the messenger receives
the benefit of each dispatch. Boys fre-
quently make from 50 cents to a dollar on
a single trip. None of the other com-pain-

pay as high as 50 per cent on the
cash receipts. At no time, as stated, were
we shorthanded on account of the strike,
and as soon as I bad a talk with all the
boys they were glad to return to their
work. In fact, the strike was not over
the wage scale at all, nothing being said
about It until after the troublo caused by
discharging the two messengers."

The messenger boys deny this, and state
that they know nothing of any such oc-

currence.
Shortly after the officers quelled the dis-

turbance the entire force returned to work
at the old wage scale, after having been
on a strike but three hours.

EMPLOYERS GIVE THEIR SIDE.

Oregon Eleetrlcnl Association "Wil-
ling to RecoKnlic Union.

E. Cannon, president of the Northwest
Electric Engineering Company, makes a
the following statement of facts regard-
ing the Oregon Electrical Association po-

sition, relative to the present labor trou-
ble:

This association, which Is composed of
practically all of the firms In the city in
this line of business, laid an agreement
to be entered Into for three years before
the Electrical Union of the city on March
17, 1903. of which the following Is a true
copy, verbatim:

This agreement, made this 17th day of
March, 1903, by and between the Oregon
Electrical Association, parties of the flrst
part, and Local Union No. 125, Interna-
tional Brothernood of Electrical Workers,
parties of the second part, wltnesseth:

Article L This agreement shall expire
at the end of three years from date, and
is to cover all electrical work done by
the party of the first part In Multnomah
County. State of Oregon.

Art 2. Eight hours shall constitute a
dav's work. The time for the working
hours shall be at the discretion of the
party of the first part but snail- - be be-

tween the hours of 8 A. Ol. and 6 P.M.
All workmen shall report at the shop or
on Che job where they are employed at
the time so designatea oy ine party ol ine
first .rmrt- -

Art. S. The minimum wage scale for
inurnevmen shall be 13.50 per day. ine
minimum watre scale for first-ye- ar appren
itrps shnll he J1.00: the minimum - wage
scale for second-yea- s apprentices shall be
$1.50; the minimum wage scale tor imra
venr nnnrentlces shall be $2.50.

Art 4. Overtime shall be paid for at
fh of time and one-ha- lf for night
work after 6 P. M., and double time for
all Sundays and legal holidays, as fol-

lows: Decoration day. Fourth of July, La
bor day. Thanksgiving aay ana unnsimas.

Art 5. Wages shall be paid in full each
wAir nmvlded the time properly turned
In. A lourneyman shall bel responsible for
th imrlc hp or his heloers do while said
Journeyman Is in charge of the work, and
shall rectify on his own time all mistakes
or omissions on the part of said Journey
men or helpers. Ail journeymen win do
held responsible for all breakage and dam-
age due to their carelessness or neglect,
and will be held responsible for all ma-
terial and all tools given In their charge.

Art 6. A journeyman shall have served
at the trade of Inside electrical wiring for
the term of three years, and shall have
passed the examination as provided In
Art No. 17.

Art 7. Party of the second part agrees
that Its members shall not be allowed to
work as wlremen lor any one noi a legit-
imate electric house, having an estab-
lished place of business, and no member is
to contract or do this line of work on his
own account

Art 8. All differences under this, agree-
ment are to be settled by arbitration; no
strikes or lockouts shall be ordered by
either party hereto as" against the other
for any grievance whatsoever, it being
understood, however, that any sympa-
thetic strikes or lockout in which either
party is obliged to take part on account
of its affiliation with any central body of
employes or employers shall not be con-

sidered a violation of this agreement
Art 9. Party of the first part agrees

that all workmen In the employ of its
members In Multnomah County In any
branch of the trade of inside electrical
wiring shall be members of Local Union
No. 125, L B. E, W., except as provided
hereinafter In Article 10.

Art 10. Party of the second part agrees
that If it fall to supply men after being
requested to do so by the patty of the first
part within 33 hours, that the party of
the first part shall be at liberty to employ
any man or men he may be able to get.
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except men that have charges pending
against them in the I. B. B.W., until such
a time as the union can supply men to
take their places, but any man so em-
ployed shall be permitted to work on the
Job at the end of the week.

Art. 1L Tho party of the flrst part may
hire or discharge men at pleasure.

Art. 12. Car fare shall be allowed going
to and from the work where distance de-

mands It. This article shall be construed
to mean that workmen shall not be re-

quired to pay employers expenses
out their own pockets, neither snail a
workman at any time profit by his allow-
ance of car tickets.

Art. 13. Disputes of any kind shall be
referred to a grievance committee consti-
tuted as follows: The Oregon Electrical
Association shall have two of Its own
members and Local Union No. 125 shall
choose two of Its members, for adjusting
differences. This committee shall meet
without delay, upon notification of any
grievance, to settle the question at Issue
as soon as possible. In case the commit-
tee falls to reach an agreement, the mat-
ter shall be transferred to an arbitration
board composed of one of the party of the
flrst part and one member of Local Union
No. 125. or tho Oregon Electrical Associa-
tion. The men are to continue to work
until a decision Is reached. This decision
is to be final.

Art. 14. Apprentices or helpers shall not
work on a Job except under the personal
supervision of a journeyman, but
and third-ye- apprentices may do jobbing
at the option of the employer.

Art. 15. Every second and third-ye-

and Journeyman must have a com-
plete kit of tools, and no man shall be
entitled to a rating In any class
until he shall have the tools prescribed
