Larxe Tract of Fertile Land Se- -
cured From Government.

NEW YORK, May 12. General Benja-
min Vlljoen, Commandant
General of the Burgher forces ln the
Boer War and member for Johannesburg
ln the Transvaal Volksraad, and General
W. D. Snyman, have completed ar
rangements with the Mexican govern-
ment by which 3,000 acres of the best
land of that country has been secured
for a home for Immigrants from Soilth
Africa. General Snyman will await hero
the arrival of his family and General
Vlljoen will sail for South Africa May 17

to conduct the first expedition to the new
country.

"I expect," said General Vlljoen, "to
bring 50 families immediately and that
otners win iouow soon, jjuuy iww rami-ile-

will Join the movement to, seek free
dom on the American continent. The
land secured by us Is a beautiful fertile
strip known as Santa Rosalie, In the
State of Chihuahua, and near Ortiz Sta
tion, on the Mexican Central Railway.
Already men are at work there sowing
corn. The newcomers will be landed at
Vera Cruz. We would like to bring them
to the united States, but the immigration
laws are too strict to allow of that.

"We Boers are now practically a peo
ple without a home, but we hope to find
one ln the new country. Our success ln
getting this tract of land was In great
part due to .the assistance of President
Diaz and Mr. Limantour, the Minister of
r lnacce. '

He is even
faster at this pivot of the game than
Gans. but when It comes to long range
work and getting out of harm's way, Joe
has slightly the edge over his white op-

THE NEGRO'S SIDE.

United States Must Protect Him or
It Will Be Damned.

NEW YORK. May 12. At the Methodist
preachers' meeting, the Rev. Charles S.
Morris, speaking on "The Black Man's
Side of the Negro Problem' declared that
the charges of criminal assault against
negroes In the South were one phase of a
preconcerted and determined assault be-

ing made, systematically abetted by
Southern men in the North, in the pulpit;
in the press, and In public addresses. With
the avowed purpose to so blacken the good
name of the negro a3 to get the North to
turn the whole problem over to the South,
to solve as the South sees fit.

"Through length of residence, through
steadfast service to the country in both
peace and war. and through the wisdom
he has shown In the use of his vote, tho
negro ha a clear right to the ballot,"
declared Mr. Morns. .

"If the United States doe3 not protect
the negro In his right to the ballot, tho
Nation deserves to be damned," cried a
voice In the audience.

"It they do not they will be damned."
tho speaker replied. Irving G. Penn, of
Georgia, assistant secretary of the Colored
Epworth League, declared" it would not
be safe to make such an address down
South, nor would it be safe .for one living
ln the South to make such aa address if
he expected to return to his home.
