He
found Epokane the most up-to-date city
he visited in the matter of good sireels
circumstances being most favorable there,
on mcoount of the climate and the faot
that the city is Tounded on & rock literal-
ly, so in many places tbere Is no need for
concrete foundations, ns cits made 1o
fmprove grades, stc., are on solld rock
There are many asphalt strests in Spo-
kane, and granite curbs, cement sidewnlks
and brick gutters are common. The prop-
erty-owners or the city apparently pay
more attention to keeplng pavements in
repalr In Bpokane than here, as on Bun-
day, when there s no heavy ts-lmlng go-
ing on, men were out repalring all tho It-
tle holes and defects In the asphalt
strects.

for but few of them, and as It Is not
possibie to sell many in a canned condl-
ton, canning them has been sbandoned
Eastern people will be shocked to learn
that there i & great desire for some one
to start n fertilizser factory to take care
of the shad and carp caught, espaciaily
when they know that It Is only a fow
¥ears since both these fish were intro-
duced Into the Columbila. Both have mul-
tiplled very fast, and are now considersd
& burden. There mre but few carp far
down the river, but as far up as Cathla-
met & considerabls number of fine largs
ohes, six to cight pounds each are caught
dally In salmon seines, and have to be
thrown away. It ls sald that these large
carp are muoch better eating than those
caught in sloughs about the mouth of the
Willamette. Salmon are coming in alowly
us yot, but at Cathlamet some very fine
large ones bave been taken iately, nnd a
good many bluebacks are being caught
and sold to cannera. There ure also a
number of young chinooks, weighing say
two to four pounds belng caught which
pass as trout. Large numbers of amall
sturgeon are also being caught, but oare
has to be taken to put them back Into
the river uninjured. as the law protecting
sturgeon, since the biy ones were all
kilied, is very strict. Over 00 pounds of
shnd per day are taken In some selnes.
2snd have to be thrown away. The haul-
ing out of & nelne half a“mile long i an
interesting spectacle, on account of the
amount and wvariety of fish inclosed
which Includes salmon of several varieties
and slges, shad, carp, sturgeons, etc. In
carly days theres were more sturgeon and
slmon than could be otilised, but there
is no complaint on that score now.

WINDS UP ITS BUSINESS,

Port of Portland Commission's
Laat Meeting.

The Port of Portland Commission
wound up s two years' career at a
special meeting heid yesterday afternoon,
According to the act passed by the last
Legtalature, the new commiasion will go
into office today, but asa there Is a dis
pute regarding the legality of the act,
there is a poseibllity that the cld bhoard
will hold on for two years longer. Uniil
the question is decided, the jate members
will stand aside and watch developments

In the meantime, the lncoming board
will not be Idle. The newly appointed
mombers will hold a prellminary mesting
at 19 o'clock this morning, organize and
lay out a plan of action. It is probale that
their firat move will be to take posssaston
of the Port of Portland headgquarters and
demand the books and other documents
trom E, T. C. Btevena, the clerk of the
retiring board, Mr. Stevens, acting on the
advice of the old board, will réefuss to
give them up, and thereby furnish grounds
for the quo warranto proceedings to be
Instituted (n the Cireult Court. From
ali that can be learned, there wiil be no
spectacular performance of any kind,
though Interest will not be wanting In
the development of the case nor its cut-
come,

The most Important matter before the
commission at its fAnal mesting was the
action to be taken on the drydock site
purchase. Thompson, Hartman and Pow-
ers presented the deed for the tract, but
did not recetve the full purchase price
Mr. Adamsa moved that the deed be ac-
cepted for the land at §14.000, but that
the bosrd retain §1000 of this sam until
the Councll of BiL Johns vacates Van
Buren and Albany strectn. It was point-
ed out thalt the vacation of these strests
is absolutely necessary for the purposce
of the dock. The hoard did not vote
unanimously for the motion, Mr. Tucker
opposing it

A second motion that the necssaary
proceedings be Instituted to vacate the
strecta at once waAs unanimously agreed
to.

The president and secretary were au-
thorised to sign and executs a note In
favor of the Becurity Bavings & Trust
Company for §5,000 at § per cent Interest
to cover an overdraft of the treasurer's
with the bank for that amount.

Mr. Bwigert moved that the clerk of
the board e authorized to purchase the
necessary supplies and material and en-
gage the necessary labor for the opera-
tion and maintenance of the dredges,
stenmers, scows and other equipment of
the Port of Portland, such asthority to
continue untll revoked. As this was for
tha purpose of carrying on the work of
the commission until the lawsult is set-
tled, It was prompily voted.

The Columbla Engineering Works was
authorizged to make changes in the dry-
dock machinery, as recommended by the
engineer. and the Port of Portland given
eredit for $83.27 and the additional amonnt
of § cents a pound for M old brass stems.

The matter of remewing the cordwood
contract created some discussion. Presi-
dent Banfleld and Engineer Lockwood
had been appointed a committes at the
former mesting to Investigats the sub-
ject and they presented a letter from
Habinghorst & Co., who have been
supplylng this fuel. The jetter slated
that, owing to unability to get barges,
the company considered It unadvisable Lo
renew the contract at less than $L.50 per
cord. It has been supplylng wood at
1.4 at the whar! and $L.90 in the city,
and would contract to continue the sup-
piring at & flat price of $LW. Mr. Lock-
wood sald the commlsslon i getting Its
fusl chenper than any other dredges on
the Coast, but under the cirrumstances
he was appomsed to renewing the contract.
beileving It should be left to the In-
coming boanrd. Mr. Balling also took this
view and sald no contract of this kind
should be entered Inte without first ad-
vertising for bids. On Mr. Adams’ mo-
tion, tha clerk was instructed to adver-
tise for bids for supplying wood fram
June 1 for one or two years, at the option
of the board,

This wound up the work bafors ths
meeting and the session adjournad sine
dle.
