Philippine Commission De-
cides to Inaugurate It.

MADE AN AUTONOMOUS COLONY

‘Govermor Taft Will Name the OMi.
clals, and It Is Expected That
General Wood Will De the

First Governor. Y

MANILA, June §.—The Philippine com-
missién has snacted a Bl providing for
tha government &f the Moros. Governor
Taft and Major-General Davis jJointly
drafted It The measute practically
makes the Moro province an autlonomoud
colony of the Philippines which the Phil-
Inpine government controls, and
an appointive legislative council o0 pro-
vide local laws, the commission reserv-
ing the right to amend or annul them.
The council Is to be composed of a gove
etnor, secrelary, weasurer, engineer, at-
torney and superintendent of schoola
Governor Talt wili sppoint the ofMcinle.

Tha bill will extend the jurisdiction of
the Philippine courte and constabulary to
the province and will recognize Moro laws
which do not confilcl with Ameérican laws.
The mencure also directs the setting anide
of the tribal laws, creates Moro courts;
provides that the Philippine eourts shall
try cases hetween Moros and Christians,
given the province Its net cusioms and
forestry collections and authorises the
councll to abolish slavery.
