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SQUEEZES OUTTHE WATER

EFFECT OF BEDDY LAW ON INFLAT.
ED CORPORATIONS,

Talloriag Firm, the First “Forcign™
Corporation to File Under New
Law, Paya s Round Sam.

SALEM, Or, June 11.—{Bpecial }-A New
Jersey corporation known as “Nicoll the
Tallor” is the first “foreign™ corporation
to file a declarstion in this state under the
new corporation law. The deciaration
shows that aithough the company has its
corporate organization and principal place
of business in New Jersey, all Its officern
and all its Qdirectors. except one, live In
Chicago. The company has appointed F.
¥F. Boody, of Portland, as It= agent upon
whom service may be made In case of lit-
igation. The caplital stock Is 3250000, re-
quiriag the payment of & fee of 512, of
which §@ 1= the deciaration fee and 59
the annual license fee

While It s yet some tims before forelgn
corporations are required to file their
decisrations, it Is evident that nearly all
the enncerns doing a business of any mag-
nitade in this state intend to comply with
the law. Some companies may withdraw
from the state, if they are dolng bur very
smail business here, and others may neg-
lect to file thelr declarstions, but there
has been no Indication yet of an Intention
openly to avold compliance with the law,

The Pullman Palace Car Company has
secured blanks for the purpose of making
its reports, and a number of other large
concerns h&ve taken similar steps pre-
paratory to comnlying with the provisiona
of tha Eddy law.

That the Eddy law will squeese the
“water” out of the stock of some’ cor-
porations is shown by a certificate of de.
crease flied a few days ago. A company
with a capltal stock of $190,000 reduced the
amount to $0d It s of sourse possible
that the 556,000 was not all “water,™ but
the reduction would leave the Inference
that it was.
