Article four says nuiﬂm from justice
who are amepable to Cuban law and who
take refuge within the areas of the naval
statlona shall be delivered to the Cuban
authorities on demand and [fugitives
charged with crimes and misdemoanors
committed within the areas who are
amenable to law of the Unlited Btates shall
be dellvered to the United Btales authorl-
ties from Cuban territory.

According to article five materials, all
kinds of merchandise, stores and muni-
tions of war imported into the area for
exclusive use and consumption thereln
shall not be subject to customs duties or
other changes and the veasels carrying the
same shall not pay port tonnage or other
fees unless they discharge outside the
imits of the areas. It Is agreed that no
material, merchandise, stores or munitions
are o be ransported from the areas into
Cuban territory.

In the Isle of Pines treaty, the United
Btates rellnguishes to Cuba all clalm of
titls 1o the Isle of Pines which has been
made by virtue of the Treaty of Paris. Ar-
ticle two says this relinguishment is In
consideration of the granta. of conling and
naval stations hercafter made to the
United States by Cuba. Article three says
citizens of the United States who at tae
time of exchange of ratifications of the
treaty are resMding or holding property in-
the Isle of Pines shall suffer no diminu.

thearetical profession and practical viola-
tion of the day of rest.
Dr. Sllverman's substitute for this sec-
ton, which was adopted, was as follows:
“That the conference declares jtself in

favor of mmintalning the historical Bale
bath as & fundamental Institution of Ju-
dnizm, and of exeorting every effort to ime-
prove its observance and Instructs the ax<
ecutive committee to appoint a special
committes to study methods of carrying
this into effect.”™

This precipitated a

The recommendation of Dr. Margolls for
& cread for the Reformed Jewish Church
was agaln discusssd at some length, and
Anally referred to a committes of ssven,
which will report to the naxt conference.

The report of the committes on reln-
tion of rabbl to congregation, which rec-
ommended among other things that the
rabbi be made an honorary member of the
board of trustees, was adopted.
