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ARE UP IN THE AIR

National Guardsmen Ponder
on Reorganizing Force.

WONDER WHO WILL BE COLONEL

Ofcers of the Six Portland Com-
panies Hold Key to Situnilion and
flegimental Headquarters May
RBemain in This Clty.

Natlonal guardsmen are at sea regard-
ing the reorganization of the military
foroes of the state. While it is probable
new officers will be welected to head the
Third Infantry, the probable action of the
regimental officers whose votes will de-
eide the question, has not yet been fore-
shadowed, The decision that reorganiza-
Aton hsd to come has béen made B0 Te-
cently that the officers have not yel had
time to thoroughly eunvass the situation.

Among the members of the six com-
panies stationed in Portland there Is a
strong feeling that some Portland man
should be elected Colonel of the Third
Infantry. Unless such an officer ik elocted
from thie city, the regimental headquar-
ters will be removed to some other point
in the state. snd this s something the
guardsmen in Portland sre anxious 10
avoid if possible.

1f the officers of the six Portiand com-
panies can agres upon & course of action,
they will be able to hold the regimeatal
heasdquarters. Half of the voting strength
of the regiment is represented by the
Poriland companies, and without Portlund
votes no candidute could be elected. It
is felt by the guardsmen that the other
members of the regiment would be will-
ing to concede Portlund the hendquarters,
provided & Colonel could be slected who
wine generally satisfactory to the regiment
and the other regimental officers were dis-
tributed falrly throughout the state.

The difficulty in selecting a new Colonel
ts that the reorganization scatlers the
companies of the Third Infantiry all over
the state, and it will require a groat deal
of the Colonel's time to administer the
Affairs of the regiment. There are not
many active gunrdemen In the city en-
giged In businees who can readlly give
up the time necessary to look after the
welfare of the reglment, and untll the of-
floers whose ballots are to eiect the new
regimentnl officers have solved this prob-
Jom. the attitude of the Portland guards-
mén will be uncertaln.

There 12 a rensonable certainty that the
ofMces In the regiment will be distributed
falrly throughout the state. Guardsmen
foel thie should be done, dbut the guestion
of a tair distribution is a hard one 1o
solve. The Valley s entitled to consider-
able recognition, and it will be necessary
to give BEastern Oregon companles some
attention, If an agreement can  be
reached among the members of the guard
reintive to the distribirtion that ahould be
grantsd. the election of new cofficers will
mot be a hard matter

Two Majors to lle Re-Elected.

It s believed that Majors McDonell and
Yon Egglofstein will be re-elected. If this
% done, the third Major of the regiment
will probably be selected from some point
outeide of Portland, and one of the ques-
tlone regarding the distribution of offices
will be partinlly settled. Thore are a
number of appointment on the regimental
stafl to be made, nnd It Is lkely these
will figure in the settlement of the reor-
ganizstion question.

A falr Qistribution of all the offices in
the regiment will mean that regimental
headquarters remaln in this clty. How-
ever, a difference of oplnion among the
officers whose votes sgettle the question
might lead to mlmost any action. Port-
iand ofMicers have not vet attempted to
rosich an agroement, but it Ix likely they
will do s0 some time during the week. The
fact that other companies are mo widely
scatterpd has made It Impossible for the
outside company commanders to get to-
gether and outline & plan of action.

* The new Colonel will have the duty of
dividing the regiments Into battallons be-
fore him as one of his first bits of worlk.
Bevernl theorles have been advanced as
to the prohable action that will be taken,
It has been suggested that the Portland

eompanies might form three-fourths of
two bhattallons, and since they are to-
gother In a single city, they would be

able to drill In battallon form regularly
and inwure the regiment of at least two
well-drilisd battallons

This =ettlement of the guestion would
ljenve n third battalion with no companies
that had been drilled regularly, and the
regiment would necessarily present more
or less of & ragged appearance when it
turned out. For that resson this pian bas
not commended itself very strongly.

A suggestion has been offered that one
full battallon be made up of Portland
companies, and that the two remaining
companies be thrown into another forma-
tion. This pian has not been discussed
very much and is not likely to be received
with much favor.

One of the bedt suggestions that has
been made, is to put two Partland com-
prnies g ench of the three battalions. The
Portland companies would form the right
and left companies of ench battalion.
They would enjoy the benefit of regular
battallon drill, and each battallon would
enjoy the advantage of having two com-
panies in line which were thoroughly sec-
quainted with the work.

When the regiment turns ont it Is the
companies on the right and left of each
battalion that are respomsible for the
hardest work In msneuvers. 1f they are
well drilled and move with preclsion, the
twe other companies In each battalion
rapldly fall into pilace and Httle friction
results. For this reason it Is more than
likely that the Portisnd companles will
be divided so that each battallon will have
4 right and left company that s well
drilied and able to bring the other two
companies Into place promptly.

No leflection on Outside Companies,

If this ia the decision reached, It will
nit mean a rveflection upon the putside
companies, for they are so widely scat-
tered that they do not enjoy an opportun-
ity for drilling In battallon formation. It
would be a step taken to ald them, and
one the outside officers would probably
welcome,

The question of rank among the officers
i= one that will have to be settled this
week when the new commissions are |s-
pued. It e one in which the officers are
keenly iInterested. S8hould the commis-
rloms be lssued to all the officers of the
regiment on the same dny, this question
would settle ltself, for under the military
coldle previous experience is the faotor
that counts. It Is not material whether
an officer has served continuously or not,
if hix length of service I gEreatest he is
entitled to senlority.

In order to avold friction the officers of
the guard Intend to pay close attegtion
to the gquestion of senlority. The Third
Infantry will be practically a mew pegi-
ment, but, with well-drilled and seasoned
men, so that each officer will paturally
desire to be as well advanced as poss-
ble. Naturally a ranking Captain, for
inztance, would dislike to see a junior
placed above him, especinlly when there
is aiwnys the possibility that he might
have to merve under him at some time,

The medical staff of the regiment is not
coneerned with/the discussion of the new
regimental formation. The medical staff
is unchangsd In the reorganization and
will continue to serve as herstofore.

It was from
the peculinr walk that Lemon wnas recog-
nized lastanight at Third and Stark streets,
The detectives promptly marched him
down to the Favorite saloon and called
Mr. Patterson out to look him over. He
did mot walt to be asked, but promptiy
volunteered the statement, “That s the
man that goy my diamond pin.”™

The robbery of Patterson's dlamond,
valued at $30, was a daring gplece of
work. Pat ion had been In his dancehall
during the evEning, and shortly after mid-
night had started upstairs. Tn the hall he
was met by the two negroes. Ome selsed
him by the throat, while the other quickly
removed the pin from it place, and they
then made thelr escaps.

The destectives say that Lemon Is a
member of & gang of colored thisves that
recently cnme to Portland from 8an Fran-
elsco.  They know severnl more of the
gang. but have no charge against them at
present.

Mayor WIi-
liams was one of those who sat on one
of the benches, smoking a fragrant cigar
and lending an appreciative ear to the
musie.

The programme was n well seiected one,
and appealed to the tastes of most of the
| audience. It s an admitted fact that a
musical programme will not please every-
body, and it I8 a poxitive triumph If &

musical programme pleases the major-
fty. All the selections glven were well
received, several of the numbers—particu-
larly Mascagni's Intermezso from the
“Cavallerin®* and the selection from
Bizet's “Carmen” —belng heartily encoped.
The “Seldiers’ Chorus” from Gounod's
“Faust'”" was not given because of re-
sponses to encores, and the fength of the
heavy programme.

From the dispassionate standpoint of
musical criticilsm, Brown's Park Band as
now constituted is better than one wotld
reanoniably expect, after knowing that the
members have only played together for a
short time, There ln no dlaposition to
hand bouguets to Bandmaster Charies L.
Brown, but he deserves conaiderabls eredit
for the ability he has shown at the busi-
ness end of the band, and in bringing and
keeping together such excellently trained
and Intelligent musiclans. As bandmaster
he ls qulet and business-like.

In attaek, refinement of tone and beauty
of ensemble, the band = eminently satis-
factory and han no rival to exeel It In
the Northwest today. The guality of the
wood-wind sectlon s surprisingly good
and Is about the best in the band. The
cornet section gives a clear, steady, pretty
tone. In fortissimo effecta, It would be
a distinct Improvement to have more
brasa to gnin a greater solidity of tone.
A= yet the band, although the members
piny artistically and splendidly, does not
electrify. To get this effect, one must
hear a stirring march or overture full of
dramatic surprises, with plenty of tone
from the band at the proper time, and a
grand, thrilling finale. That Is where the
heavy brass section in & band counts. and
it t= hopad this will be noticed In future
band concerts here. Mere nolse Is not
musical effect, hut to get strength of tone,
the band must have the right kind of
volume.,

Bome people say that “'foreign™ bands
have only to play onece In Portland to

fzations, but thia Is not all true. We all
can learn something from the tone color
of every band, from different Interpreta-
tions of difféerent conductors, from the
beauty In the finlsh of a delicate, pearly
planissimo to the grandeur of a stirring,
thriiling fortissimo. When a eertain for-
¢lgn brass band visited this clty about
one year ago, the first number played at
one nf the concerts at the Armory was
simply printed as a "march,”™ but the
soul-stirring grandeur of that march made
most of the hearers forget themselves,
The effect was electric and Instantaneous.
Brown's Park Band will reach the game
goal in time, "when the members rehearse
and play more together. They do not
noed Instruction, as they are all profes-
stonal muriclans of whom any city may
well be proud. In the broader opportunity
that les before them, the most artistic
results will be reached, when the right
music I8 studied and played.

The composition of Brown's Park Band
Is: Plocolo, flute, obos, E-flat cliarinet,
solo ¢larinet, seven B-flat clarinets, bas-
soon, two saxophones, five B-flat cornets,
five French horns, three trombones, bari-
tome, twn E-flat tubas, one double-B-flat
bas=s, snare drum, bass drum and timpani.
