high reputation deny the presence of any
"crisis" and appeal for arousing of na-

tional sentiment to insist upon a peace-

able settlement ot outstanding Far East-
ern problems.

A Japanese cruiser and three torpedo-bo- at

destroyers left Japan for Corean
waters on the 25th Inst.

The United States Minister has received
a report from the American Consul at
Che Foo that anAmerican merchant yessel
was recently attacked by plrates. who are
now active off the coast of Klnchow, in
Shlnklng Province, and whose headquar-
ters are on an Island off Foo Chow, of tho
same province.

Germany More Willing to Discuss
Canadian. Tariff Blatter.

LONDON, July 13. A white paper was
issued by the Foreign Office today giving
the correspondence between Great Britain
and Germany regarding the German-Canadi- an

tariff discussion. The corre-
spondence covers the period from May 1
1897, to June X 1303, but tho'text adds little
to theetatements by Foreign Office officials
brought In Parliament from time to time.

The general tone of the correspondence
indicates a greater willingness on the part
of tne Germans to discuss in a znendiy
way the question after Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain's public advocacy of a re-
taliatory tariff policy. On June 27 Ger
many suggested an interchange of ideas
with a view to a friendly settlement. This
suggestion was accepted by Lord Lans- -
downe, although the British Foreign Sec
xetary in closing his note reiterated Great
Britain's refusal to admit Germany's right
to treat Canada or any other colony
granting special tariff concessions to tho
mother country as a separate customs
territory to be made to suffer by retalia-
tion Xor privileges granted to the United
Kingdom.

tPOBTFICAI CRISIS PASSED.

Premier Katsura Decides to With
draw His Resignation.

YOKOHAMA, July 13. The political
crisis resulting from the resignation of
Premier Katsura has been settled and the
Premier has resumed office. The Marquis
Ito, who it was thought would be called
to succeed Katsura has closed his con
nection with the opposition political party
of the Sei Tuka (constitutional political
association) and has accepted the presl
dency of the privy council- -

It Is understood that Premier Katsura's
threatened retirement was a protest
against the Interference of the responsible
elder statesmen In the governing party,
Count Matsukata and Marquis Yamagata
have been appointed privy councillors.

ATHENS, July 13. M. Ralll, the new

Premier, made a statement of the govern
ment's policy In the Chamber of Deputies
today. The Ministry, he said, would use
every effort to secure the withdrawal of
the objectipn made by foreign powers to
the current monopoly, and If they were
unsuccessful, recourse would be had to
other methods to satisfy the people. A
vote of confidence in the new Ministry
was passed.

Prince of Wales Entertained
on American Ship.

BATTLESHIP WELL INSPECTED

All the Vesnela Fire the Ro'ynl Sa-

lute as the Son of the King
Boards the Keursarge Xotnble

Party at Dinner in Honor.

PORTSMOUTH, England, July 13. The
Prince of Wales visited the United States
squallron this morning and breakfasted
with Rear-Admir- al Cotton, on the flagship
Kearsarge. All the ships In the harbor
and the Channel fleet, at Splthead, dressed
ship, rainbow fashioned, firing a royal
salute as the Prince boarded the American
flagship.

The Prince was received on the quarter-
deck on the Kearsarge by Admiral Cotton,
and' his officers and the party descended
to the Admiral's cabin for breakfast; at
which President Roosevelt and King Ed-
ward wrere toasted.

Admiral Cotton subsequently escorted
thi Prince of Wales around the ship, after
which the Prince landed, while the war-
ships fired another royal salute, and took
a train for London.

The deck of the Kearsarge presented an
eventful scene at the time of the Prince
of Wales visit, who was uniformed. Tho
British union Jack was flying at the main-
mast and the whole ship was dressed in
rainbow fashion. Crossing a
gangway, the Prince, who was accom-
panied by Ambassador Choate, the Earl
of Selborne, First Lord of the Admiralty,
and others passed through the line of
sailors. With Admiral Cotton and Cap-

tain
.

Hemphill standing with their hands
at their chapeaux, the drums and bugles
founding four flourishes. And in response
to a signal from the flagship all the Amer
ican vessels hoisted the royal standard at
the main and fired a salute of 21 guns.

As the first gun boomed all the ships In
the harbor. Including the royal yacht3, the
Victory, and the Channel fleet, lying off
Splthead, dressed ship. After saluting
Admiral Cotton and Captain Hemphill the
Prince of Wales shook hands with them,
walked aftward, being saluted by' the
marine guard. Arriving on the quarter-
deck, the Prince saluted the other guests,
and proceeded below to the quarters of
the Admiral and Captain, which for the
occasion were thrown together, the tables
being tastefully decorated with flowers.

Present at the Dinner.
The Prince sat on Admiral Cotton's

right. The other guests at the same
table were Lord Selborne, Ambassador
Choate, Admiral Lord Kerr. Field Mar-
shal Roberts. Sir Charles C. Hothara, Sir
Archbald Milne, Vlce-Admlr- al Beresford,
Rear-Admlr- al Henderson, Captain Charles
Lambton, Rear-Admlr- al Sir Edward W.
Chichester, Henry White, secretary of the
United States Embassy: Captain Stock-
ton, the United States Naval attache, and
other American and British officers. There
were no speeches after the breakfast, the
company merely rising and toasting the
King and the President, tho band in the
meantime playing national airs.

Before Inspecting the Kearsarge, the
Prince of Wales changed his lull dress .

for a fatlirue coat. He evinced a deep
Interest In the superimposed turretsand in
response to the Prince'.s request Captain
Hemphill conducted him Inside the for-
ward double turret. The Prince stopped
to enter the lower turret and mounted the
ladder fading to tho upper eight-inc- h

guns turret.
'Did the German Emperor do thlsr

asked the Prince.
Captain Hemphill replied:
"Emperor William never got so high."
On the Prince of Wales expressing a de

sire to Inspect the ship, Captain Hemp
hill escorted "him along the gun deck of
the superstructure and also below. The
Prince apparently had already some
knowledge of the Kearsarge, as he was
familiar with her characteristics, and
made remarks about her especially good
ventilation. At the conclusion of the In
spection the Prince complimented Cap
tain Hemphill on the splendid condition of
the battleship.

Gnn Operated for the Visitor.
The Prince of Wales asked numerous

questions regarding the superposed tur
rets, particularly Inquiring how rapidly
the guns could be lowered. Midshipman
Belknap, In charge of the forward tur
rets, ordered a round of ammunition
from the magazine to the gun
The operation was rapidly performed to
the apparent gratification of his royal
highness.

The Prince Is a naval officer, and
knows what he Is talking about," said
Captain Hemphill. 'The departure of the Prince of Wales
was marked by the same ceremony as on
his arrival. He came on deck accompan
led by Admiral Cotton, saluted and shook
hands with the Admiral and the officers
of the Kearsarge and the Captains of the
other American ships. As the Prince

Not to be ousted In cour
tesy, Admiral Beresford took up a posi-
tion in front of the British blue Jackets
forming the royal escort, who were drawn
up on the dock facing the battleship Kear
sarge.

FLOODS COST THIRTY LIVES.
Record-Breaki- ng High Water in

Germany Severely Damages Crops.
BERLIN, July 13. The highest floods

town of Troppau was under water. The
crops of the entire district were destroyed
and tranic at several points Interrupted
owing to the destruction of bridges and
embankments. In the Sudeten Valley all
the villages were flooded so rapidly that
30 of the Inhabitants were drowned. Flt- -

ty houses were destroyed. Even the town
of Breslau is reported to be in danger,
and the firemen have been called' out to
repair the dykes protecting the city from
the overflowing river Oder. Terrible hail
storms have devastated the country along
the lower Rhine. The damage to tho wine
crop Is Incalculable. Several persons were
killed by lightning.

antee of freedom in the invincible .and
unapproachable naval power of the co-

operating empires and states.

Lord Mayor Har-
rington made a violent speech against the
address, and compared the Nationalists
who favored It to men "who had sold the
Irish people."

Colonel R, S. Oliver Is Made
- Assistant to Root

Appointment ns Assistant Secretary
of War Is Satisfactory to Senators

No Truth In Report That Lots-I- s

to Get McCormick's Place.

OYSTER SAY. L. I., July 13. At the
conference today between President
Roosevelt and Secretary Root, it was de-

cided to appoint Robert Shaw Oliver, 'of
Albany, to be assistant Secretary of War,
vice William Cary Sanger, resigned. Mr.
Sanger has decided to retire on account
of ill health ot his wife.

The appointment has been In contempla-
tion for some time, as it has been known
that Secretary Sanger desired to retire.
His -- resignation was placed In the hands
of the President to be accepted as soon as
convenient.
It has not been decided definitely when

General Oliver will assume his new of-

fice, but as Colonel Sanger desires to re-
linquish his duties as soon as possible,
the probabilities are that General Oliver
will undertake as soon as he can arrange'
his business affairs.

The appointment of General Oliver, It
can be said, is quite satisfactory to Sen-
ators Piatt and Depew, who were con-
sulted regarding It.

General Oliver served In the. Civil War
as a volunteer officer, and subsequently
served as an officer of the regular Army
establishment In both the Infantry and
cavalry branches. For many years he
has identined witn tne national
Guard of New York, and Is now a Brigadie-

r-General In command of the brigade
whose headquarters are at Albany. Gen
eral Oliver is engaged In the Iron busi-
ness, and Is quite as prominent In com-

mercial circles as he Is In military affairs.
In connection with the consideration of

appointments, it can be said that the
President has not thought seriously of
naming Charles S. Francis, of Troy, N. T.,
as Ambassador to Italy, because, so far
as the President Is aware. Ambassador
Meyer has no Intention of abandoning
that post. Tho rumor, it is said, is on
the same footing with that which indi
cated that Ambassador McCormlck was
to retire from St. Petersburg, to be suc-
ceeded by Mayoi Low, of New York.
Both stories are hot with gossip, with
not the slightest foundation.

Secretary Root Is still the guest of Pres
ident Roosevelt, He will leave for Wash
ington tomorrow morning. He and the
President have considered the Alaskan
boundary question with some care dur
ing his visit. The Secretary will leave
for London on the steamer Celtic on Au
gust 23. The sessions of the Joint Com
mission will begin on September 3.

President and Mrs. Roosevelt enter
tained a large party at luncheon today at
Sagamore Hill. In addition to Secretary
Root and the house guests, the party In-

cluded Archbishop Farley, John D. Crlm-min- s,

Mr. and Mrs. Jacob. A. Riis, James
H. Shefleld. Fred W. Holls, all of New
York, and Judge Brentano and Civil Serv-
ice Commissioner W. A. Cooley.

It was announced that the visit of
Archbishop Farley was prompted Ijy a
desire to pay his respects to the Presi-
dent, but as he was accompanied by Mr.
Crimmins, who Is prominent in Catholic
church affairs. It Is quite certain that mat
ters In which both the church and the
Government aro lntenjated were discussed.
It Is known. In fact, that Catholic ques-
tions in the Philippines were considered,
the presence of Secretary Root adding ma
terially to a full and free discussion of
the subject- - The visit of other members
of the party was purely social.

POSTAL FRAUDS DRAGGING ALONG.

Postmaster-Gener- al Is Unable to An
nounce Any Developments.

WASHINGTON, July 13. Postmaster-Gener- al

Payne had no developments In
the Postofilco Investigation cases to an-
nounce today. Charles Hedges, superin-
tendent of city free delivery service,
against whom charges have been made,
which aro under Investigation, had an In-

terview with the Postmaster-Genera- l, but
tho latter stated subsequently that there
was no change In Mr. Hedges case.

Official In Lead-Ass- ay Scandal In
Texas Figures With Government.
WASHINGTON, July 13. The Treasury

Department today confirmed the report
that gross Irregularities Tiad been charged
In connection "with the assay of Imported
lead ores at El Paso, Texas. The Depart-
ment was asked by the collector there to
appoint a commission with Government
Storekeeper Fulkerson as chairman to In
vestlgate the charges. This the Depart
bent declined to do. Instead directing
Special Agents Evans at El Paso and
Johnson at New Orleans to make the In-

vestigation, and instructed Mr. Fulkerson
to turn . over to the special agent any
facts in his possession bearing upon the
subject, Mr. Fulkerson refused to do this
on the ground that agents would not treat
his evidence as confidential, thereupon the
Department directed that charges be pre-
ferred against Fulkerson for insubordina
tion.

It is reported that Fulkerson has re-
signed but the Department has no knowl-eldg-

of this action If it has been taken
The investigation Is now in progress.

Postal Clerks Again Under Fire.
NEW YORK, July 13. There seems to

be much speculation in the postoffice to-

day over the sudden return to the city of
half a dozen postal inspectors. It Is said
that some of the postal Inspectors served
a number of subpenas today on officials
of trust companies and banks, requiring
them to produce the books of their con
ccrns before a "John Doe" investigation
scheduled to be held within a few days
In Washington. The nature of the Invest-
igation could not be ascertained, and the
names of those served were guarded with
great secrecy.

Naturalization Law Made Plain.
WASHINGTON, July 13. The State De

partment has given notice that It has
construed the naturalization law passed
by the last Congress, requiring It to re-
ject all certificates of naturalization Is-

sued after July 3, 1903, which fail to set
forth the fact that the person naturalized
Is not opposed to all organized govern
ments and likewise Is not affiliated with
any organization so opposed, also, that
he docs not advocate the killing of officers
of the government.
