“The asserilon made here Is a very
broad one and the men who make the
charges and the paper which publishes
them will be beld 1o the etrictest respon-
sibility. 1 hope that the matier will be
investigated to the very bottom In order
that the facts may be fully demonsicated.

1 am still
in heart the humble boy who left yonder
unpretending Awelllng. There Is not a
wouth within the sound of my vaolce whose
early opportunities and advantages are
not very much greater than were my '
own, and T have since achleved nothing
that is impossible to ‘the most humble
boy among you.'

That was, of course, intended to be ab- |
solutaly true, but it was quite otherwise,
The average boy, not to say “the momt
humble,”” is not capable of achieving a
phenomenal success In finance. And the
ageregate of the world's wealth would
not afford an !mmense fortune'to all the
boys who alm and strive for that distine-
thon. And It is undentable that accldents,
or events that are not designed or ex-
pected, piny a great and often controlling
part in the llves of all men. As a falr
Hilustration of thia, take the fact recorded -
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by the late M. de Hiowitz, the world- |
famed correspondent of the London Times, |
that the accidental bresking of his pipe
stem chinged his entire plan of lfe
Great careers, great victories of war or
peace, have as often been results of acci- |
dent as of design
