on Eastern Coast

NEXT MONTH IS THE TIME

Thirty Vessels Will Take Part
in the Maneuvers.

OYSTER BAY WILL BE VISITED

President Will There Review and In-

spect the Fleet Practice "Wilt
Conclude With, an Attack on

Portland, Mc, Batteries.

WASHINGTON, July 28. An elaborate
.urocramme for the maneuvers of the
combined North Atlantic fleet off the
coast of New England and on Long Island
Sound, during the month of August, has
."been prepared by the Navy Department.
Prom August 3 to 10, the search problem
will be developed between Eastport and
Cape Ann. This will include an effort on
the part of a presumably hostile sq'uad-xo- n

to enter an anchorage ground In the
.face of the defending fleet.

Following this, there will be a cessation
of two days, during which the combined
fleet will proceed to Long Island Sound
and anchor abreast of Oyster Bay on the
night of Saturday, August 15. They will
remain during SundSy, and on Monday
tihey will be reviewed and inspected by
President Roosevelt.

From about August 22 to 29, there will
be Joint demonstrations by the combined
fleet against the batteries at Portland,
Me. These will continue day and night
and all the arts of mimic warfare will
be resorted to by the men-of-w- ar to gain
safe entrance Into the harbor. Umpires
will decide on the merits of the contest

When the Summer maneuvers are con-

cluded, the ships will go South, and begin
a season of target practice at Gayhead, la
the vicinity of Martha's Vineyard. This
will consume the first week in Septem-

ber and at Its conclusion the ships will
disperse to the various navy-yar- for
repairs preparatory to their Winter cruise
in the West Indies.

BRISTOW HOLDS UP HIS SALARY.

Ex-Pos- tal Superintendent Hedges
Must Sqanrc Expense Account.

WASHINGTON, July 2S. Fourth Assist-
ant Postmaster-Gener- al Brlstow has held
ud the undrawn salary of Charles Hedges.
the recently dismissed superintendent of
the cltv delivery service, for the last week
of his service, pending the settlement of
his expense accounts. Hedges has asked
for leave of absence for 16 days, to begin
on the day of his removal, but Mr. Brls
tow has never contemplated granting the
leave.

Commission Decides on Correction
of Cnstom-Hon- se Abases.

NEW YORK, July 28. The commission
appointed by President Roosevelt some
time ago to examine into affairs In the
custom house at this port has nearly
comoleted Its labor, and It Is said a re
port will be made to the Secretary of the
Treasury, probably within a weeic

Among the many abuses that an effort
will be made to correct Is the long swing
around the circle taken in regular course
of examination into complaints. At pres-
ent. In the first place the complaint is
referred to the Secretary of the Treasury
If It concerns undervaluation, it is ed

by the Secretary to the Assistant
Secretary of the Treasury, having charge
of the customs. He, in turn, refers It to
the Supervising Special Agent, who pass
es it along to the agent in charge, from
whom it goes to the agent, then to the
appraiser, who passes it over to the man
who originally mases the examination.

Thus a complaint, after passing around
this circle, comes back to the man who
made the original examination, and he is
asked to pass Judgment upon himself.

TO WATER ARID LANDS.

Government Engineer nt Denver
Decide on Work for Many States.
DENVER. Colo.. July 28. The expend!'

ture of millions of dollars by the United
States Government for the reclamation of
hundreds of thousands of acres of arid
lands In the great West Is the subject ot
discussion among the engineers of the
Government reclamation conference, now
in session In Denver. The conclusions of
this conference will be reported to
Secretary of the Interior Hitchcock by
Chief Engineer F. H. Newell, and orders
lor active work will then be gven.

Engineers In charge of the proposed
works In Arizona. California, Colorado,
Idaho, Montana. Nevada, New Mexico,
South Dakota, Utah, Oregon, Washington
and Wyoming are In attendance at tho
conference. The Gunnison tunnel project
in Colorado Is one of the most gigantic
works to be undertaken. The great Salt
River reservoir lnArlsona and the work
along the Pecos River In New Mexico;
along the Belle Fourche River in Utah,
And along the Shoshone and North Platte

Rivers In Wyoming will also receive spe-

cial attention.
The conference closed this evening, and

several of the engineers left for the sites
of the various Irrigation projects which
are to be undertaken by the Government-I- t

(s stated that Chief Engineer Newell
and some others are to start tomorrow
for an overland trip through Wyoming.
They will visit Cody, the Jackson Hole
country and other points and Investigate
the forest reserve trouble, the numerous
feuds between sheepmen and cattlemen
and try to find solutions for the many
questions which have come up from Wyo-
ming to vex the authorities at Washing-
ton. They go at the special request of
the President.

MANY FIGHT FOR BREAD

Bakers' Strike at JfeTrnrlc Precipi-
tates a Serlons Riot.

NEW YORK, July 2$. A bread riot
has occurred in Newark, N. J., owing to
the strike of the Hebrew bakers, who de- -.

mand a holiday on Saturdays. The supply
of unleavened bread having become ex-
hausted; two Hebrews Journeyed to New
York, and returned with two wagon loads.
They were quickly held up by a. clamoring
throng of hungry persons, and a raid on
their stock was made. Men and women
fought their way to the wagons, and a
riot was provoked when a number of men
began throwing the bread Into the crowd.
Many persons were knocked down and
trampled upon, and several women were
carried fainting out of the crowd. The
police appeared when the trouble was at
Its height. After a vigorous fight they
dispersed the rioters.

ULTIMATUM TO STRIKERS.
Ironworkers 3Inst Return by Monday

or Lose Their Places.
NEW YORK, July 2S. Another Impor

tant move was made in the labor situa-
tion today when the Iron League, com-
posed of employers of the Ironworkers,
following the action of tho Employers'
Association, sent formal notice to the
Housesmiths' and Brldgemen s Union
that, unless their men returned to work
by next Monday, their places would be
filled by any men who are willing to work
individually under tho Joint arbitration
agreement

In taking this step, the Iron employers
received the support of the newly or
ganized Board of Building Trades, which
comprises a majority of tho skilled work
ers who are now at work.

LABOR LEADER IS ARRESTED.
President of Miners' Federation

Fined for Carrying: Pistol."
LEADVILLE, Colo., July 28. Charles D.

Moyer, president of the Western Federa
tion of Miners, was arrested here at 10:45,

clock this morning by Sheriff Long,
charged with carrying concealed weapons.
Mr. Moyer admitted having a
revolver in his hip pocket, and turned it
over to the Sheriff.

AMERICAN DIPLOMAT DIES
Consal-Gener- al Long; Falls Prom

Steps in London and Passes Away.

LONDON, July 28. John D. Long. Unit
ed States Cbnsul-Gener- al at Cairo, Egypt
died this morning at Dunbar, Scotland,
where he had been visiting friends. His
death was the result of an accidental fall
which occurred yesterday. In the dark
Mr. Long missed his footing and fell from
the steps of the house where he was stop-
ping, fracturing his skull. He was tour
ing Scotland, preparatory to returning to
the United States.

Later it developed that Mr. Long had
spent the evening with Major-Gener- al Sir
Francis Wlngate, and It was on his re-
turn to h.s home, not to a private resi-
dence, that the Consul-Gener- al met with
his fatal fall.

Mr. Long, whose home was In St Au-
gustine. Fla., was appointed Consul-Gener-al

atCalro In October, 1900. He was 57
years old.

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SAY MASS FOR'POPE

Services Held in Rome in

Memory of Late Pontiff.

MANY NOTED PEOPLE' PRESENT

IV o Such Demonstration Has Been
Seen Since the Death of Pins IX

American Cities Pay Feel-
ing: Tribute.

ROME. July 2S. The first of the three
great requiem masses under the auspices
of the Sacred College, for the repose of
the soul of Pope Leo. was celebrated this
morning in the Slstine Chapel. All the
Cardinals now in Rome, the diplomatic
corps, Roman nobility and many other
distinguished persons were present No
such mass had ever been seen In Rome
s4nce the death of Plus IX.

In the Sistlne Chapel stood a huge
white catafalque, ten feet high, and on it
upon two cushions, rested a triple crown
of gold, shining brightly in th light of a
hundred candles. The catafalque com-
pletely hid the altar. Flanking the cata
falque on benches sat all of the Cardi
nals of the Sacred College, who wore
scarlet caps. At their feet on stools,
were the conclavists, or secretaries. In
violet In the narrow aisle behind, be
tween the benches and the walls, the
archbishops, patriarchs, monslgnores and
monks knelt or stood In picturesque

At the four corners of the catafalque
burned candle ten feet high. Beside these
stood noble guards, motionless, with
drawn swords. Other noble guards were
placed at the entrance. Immediately be-
yond. In reserved places, were all the
diplomats. The Intermingled uniforms of
France, Russia, Prussia, Austria, Spain,
Portugal, Brazil, Chile. Colombia, Guate
mala and Bavaria formed a vivid con
trast with the simple evening dress of
the Roman princes and crepe veils and
black dresses of the princesses, who sat
directly across the aisle.

Two Extra Galleries Provided.
In addition, two galleries had been

erected. In the gallery on the left were
about 100 ladles, all In deep black. In the
right gallery were the special missions.
among them being Sir Thojas Esmonde
and Captain Don Elan, representing tho
Irish Parliament Beneath the galleries
the priests and laymen who had been for
tunate enough to secure tickets, but who
were not distinguished enough for speeial
places, were packed in dim seclusion.
Swiss and noble guards, chamberlains and
other Vatican officials lined the aisles.

Michael Angelo's frescos on the celling
and walls seemed merely faint reflections
of the brilliant maze ,of color that
stretched below from door to altar.

The Abbe Perosl, Italy's famous ora
torio composer, waved his baton and the
silence was broken with the notes of the
Dies Irae. Those who know the Vatican
well say the matchless Sistlne choir
never sang as it did today. Through the
historic chapel the voices of boys and
men rose and fell and swelled trium
phantly, as it with songs-o- f paradise, the
voices dying almost to a ,whlsper at the
mention or aeatn. The cardinals sat
spellbound at this perfection of Gregorian
chant Not a note of Instrumental music
was heard throughout the mass.

At tho altar Cardinal Seraflno Vannu-tel- ll
Was "assisted by Cardinals Agliardi,-Vlnccnto- ,

Vannutelll. SatollI and Rich-
ards, wearing white mitres iind glisten-
ing vestments. SatollI. always erect and
swarthy, looked doubly so beside the
leeble frame and show-whi- te head of the
aged Cardinal Richards, Archbishop of
Paris.

As the 50 Cardinals and 50 conclavists
gathered around the catafalque and
knelt and rose, their movements resem-
bled an amazing kaleidoscope of crimson
and violet with colors so bright as to
bo almost trying to the eyes.

Clash of Arms Breaks Silence.
Then came the singing of the canctus,

modulated almost Into a whisper. All
present knelt as the choir ceased Intoning
its grand chant, and the dead silence of
tho consecration which followed was sud
denly broken by the clash of arms as the
Noble Guards presented arms. Then
there was another clatter of arms as the
soldiers' scabbards clashed on tho marble
floor when they dropped on one knee.
lowered their swords and brought their
lelt hands to their helmets In rigid sa
lute. Clouds of Incense rose from the
censors until Michael Angelo's famous
"Last Judgment" was almost hidden from
view.

Suddenly the sharp tinkling of a bell
rang through the edifice and told the
worshipers that the host had been ele
vated. At the conclusion of tho mass the
choir" again burst out Into song, and Car
dinal Seraflno Vannutelll. preceded by
the crossbearer, passed solemnly around
the catafalque, after sprinkling it with
holy water. The other Cardinals followed
4n turn, and the ceremony was concluded
with the chanting of the Oremus.

It was after. midday when Cardinal
Vannutelll pronounced the final absolu
tion.

Gibbons Did Not Take Pnrt.
Cardinal Gibbons had no part In the

celebration of the mass. He sat beside
Cardinal Martlnelll, among the extaordln
ary array of Cardinals, among whom
Cardinal GottI, who. Instead of a scarlet
cape, wore the white mantel of the Car-
melite order, was one of the most prom-
inent

Cardinal OregUa, dean of the Sacred
College, sat at the head of the left row
of Cardinals, near the altar steps. It
was noticed that he walked with an e red-
ness which belled his years.

Cardinal Rampolla, one of the handsom-
est of the Princes of the church, walked
with a set face and with his head bent
down. The clear, strong voice with which
Cardinal Vannutelll chanted the mass
created no Utile admiration.

Count Stampa, who a few days ago
was placed under arrest for feigning ill-

ness, was overcome by the heat Today
he had a slight attack of syncope.

Today's meeting of the congregation of
cardinals was short Monslgnore Merry
del val, secretary of the conslstorial con-
gregation, gave each cardinal a diagram

ALMOST A TUMULT IN PARIS.
Cries o "Doivn With the Priciits"

and "Death to the Pope" Heard.
PARIS. July S. The Impressive funeral

services In Notre Damo Cathedral today
for tho repose of the soul of Pope Leo as-
sumed a distinctly ofilclal aspect owing
to the presence of the leading officials
of the government Including Foreign
Minister Delcasse, War Minister Andre,
and representatives of President Loubet.
The absence of Premier Combes, occa
sloned comment for, as president of the
council, he-- holds the portfolio of Minister
of Public Worship, who controls the
church administration.

The threatened disorderly demonstra-
tions did not occur. A large forco of
militia reserves were held" In readiness
to suppress any disturbance. One man

"was arrested for shouting "Down with
the priests," and others were taken Into
custody in connection with incipient ef j

forts to start demonstrations.
As one of the men arrested passed the

church doors he shouted, "Death to th'e
pope." A crowd of counter-raanlfestan- ts

followed the police, but the would-b- e dls
turber was safely lodged In jail.
.The exit of General Andre and his staff

brought out hisses, and resulted in the
arrest of the most prominent of those
who expressed their disapproval of the
Minister.

The United States Embassy was repre-
sented by Secretary Vlgnaud. Memorial
services were-- held today throughout
France. There was no disorder.

FISHERMEN'S RING IS" ORDERED.

One Held by Pope Leo Cannot Be
Found, in Time for Conclave.

ROME, July 2& As the fishermen's
ring, which could not be found after the
death of the pope, may be discovered in
some drawer which was sealed up and
cannot be opened until after the election
of the new pope, the camerllngo. Cardinal
Oreglla, has ordered a now one for use
In the symbolic ceremony which will oc-

cur after the successor to Pope Leo Is
chosen.

It Is officially announced that In addi-
tion to the will of the late pope, and sep-

arate from It Leo XIII left a trifling
present to each of a long list of relatives,
members of the papal household, prelates,
doctors, carulnals, etc As many formali-
ties have to bo observed It probably will
be some time before the gifts are deliv-
ered.

That there Is a conviction at the Vati-
can that the conclave will be of short du-

ration Is proved by the fact that all those
who are to enter the conclave to minis-
ter to the wants of the cardinals have
been engaged for Just three days.

The two camps Into which the sacred
college has divided appear to be be
coming dally more lrreconclllable, and It
Is said that the Rampolla faction has de
clarcd that. If necessary lo' defeat the
opposition they will even go to the length
of supporting a foreign cardinal. The
name of Cardinal Kopp, bishop of Bres-la-u.

was mentioned In this connection but
was hardly considered seriously owing to J

the belief that under conditions Secretary was not told why
the election of a German might mean the
Irreparable loss to the holy see of France.

NEW YORK'S FIRST BIG SERVICE.

Church Is Crowded to the Doors
With Throttjc.

NEW' YORK, July 2S. Tho first great
service for the repose of the soul of Pope
Leo XIII was celebrated at St Patrick's
Cathedral tonight The decorations of the
vast edifice heightened the effect of the
ceremony.

The church was crowded to the doors
with a throng that begah assembling In
the afternoon. More than 100 priests await-
ed In the vestry and then filed out to the
sanctuary with no accompaniment of mu-

sic. Archbishop Farley was accompanied
by Bishop-ele- ct Cotton, of Buffalo, and
Monslgnore Edwards. Before him marched
the Dominicans, In their robes of white.
arfd the Franciscans, clad In brown hab- -
its.

Ranged on both sides of the sanctuary,
all knelt In silent prayer for a few min
utes, and then the offlqe was Intoned by
Rev. Dr. Richard O'HUghes and Profes-
sor Unger, director of thfi sanctuary choir.
After tho psalm had been sung, the hymns
were Intoned. The choir chanted tho
'Miserere," and the ceremony was ended

by the reading of the "commitment" by
tho archbishop. Solemn poiuiticni mass
will be celebrated tomorrow by Archbish-
op Farley.
