Tillamook ays that all the details relat-
ing to the proposition submitted to the
citizens at a meeting held there recently
by Messrs. McCraken and Reid; of Port-
land, relating io the projected railway
connecting Tillamook Bay with Portland,
have been settled, and a committee is now
actively at work securing the right of way
lor the road.

This right of way consists of a
strip from Tillamook to the summit of the
Coast Range of. mountains, free of charge
to the Portland, Nehalem & Tillamook
Railway Company, by way of the Wilson
River, the shortest route, 82 miles, to
Portland.

MISTAKEN FOR A DEER.
fit; Cooper, of Uhctco, Is Katally

"Wounded by Younff Friend.
GOLD BEACH. Or., July 28. Dr. A.

Cooper was accidentally shot near his
home at Chetco, while out hunting deer.
Raleigh Scott gives the following account
of the fatality:

On the evening of July 18 Dr. Cooper and
two young friends, Harry Ingler and Her-
bert Watkinson went out hunting. Coop-
er, knowing the country better than the
boys, placed Herbert- - Watkjnson on one
side- - of a gulch and sent Harry Ingler
around the head of the gulch and told him
to stop on the first ridge and he would go
down and scare the deer out. In a few
minutes after parting from Cooper Harry
Ingler saw a deer come out of the gulch
on the side where ho was, but on the
opposite side from where he had parted
irom Cooper a few minutes before.- - He
fired at the deer but. missed it, and the
6eer went out of sight into the high brush
and fern. Presently Ingler saw the brush
begin to shako and soon saw a white spot
in the brush, which he thought was a
deer's tall. He shot at it, and then Cooper
shouted to him that he was shot. On
going down to Cooper he found him to
be shot in the left "breast about two inches
below the heart. The bullet had gone out
undgr tho right arm.

Dr. Crawfis was sent for,, and every-
thing possible was-- done to save the
wounded man, but he died the next day,
July 1 about 3 P. M. v

J. W. Riley, Justice of the Peace, held
an Inquest and the jury brought in a ver-
dict that the shooting was accidental and
exonerated the boy from all blame in the
.matter. Cooper, after being shot, told hl3
friends that he himself was to blame, as
he. had told the boy he would come out at
the head of the gulch, but instead crossed
It and went out on the opposite side.

Dr. A. Cooper was at Scotchman by birth
and as far as known has no relatives in
the United States.

Harry Ingler, the boy who did the shoot-
ing, is a young man and a friend of ih
doctor. .Hi's homo is in Oakland, CaL

Mr. Osborne is a former citizen of
Canada. He was In the evangelical work
for the Methodist church In Portland, and
also held a position as pastor of an East
Portland Methodist church.

He is an Englishman, and was educated
in a college in England. He is married
and has an estimable wife.

LOOKING OVER LAKE COUNTY.

Minneapolis Munayii Kew Road May
Traverse It.

PAISLEY, Or., July 2S. Francis G-- .

Burke, of Minneapolis, spent two days
hero making a personal examination of
the country and a feasible route for a
railroad which he thinks will be built
Irom Salt Lake to the Coast, terminating
somewhere near Eugene. He expresaetl
the belief that the $10,000,000 recently paid
the Union Pacific Company by Clark for
the Oregon Short line will De expended
on a road through this country to the Pa-
cific Coast.

--After an examination of the country he
has concluded that the most practicable
route for such a road would be across the
desert from Stein's Mountain, striking
Lake County at a point where Oregon
and California corners on the Nevada line,
thence bearing northwest and passing
through Crooked Creek "Valley and up the
Chewaucan Valley to Paisley, and in a
northwesterly direction to the low pass
over the Cascade range on the head-
waters of the north middle fork of the
Willamette River.

Nearly all the timber In this part of
Oregon would be accessible to such a road.
Mr. Burke goes from here to San Fran--clsc- o,

thence to New York.

CLEARING NORTH UMPQ.UA RIVER.

Franchise Given to Oregon Boom &
Timber Company.

ROSEBURG, Or., July 2S. (Special.) A
most Important step was taken here yes-
terday toward the development of the
lumbering Industry of this portion of the
state. This was the granting of a fran-
chise to the Oregon Boom & Timber Com-
pany for Improving the North Umpq.ua
River for floating logs and timber.

The contract provides that the work
shall be completed within two years. It
Is also agreed that the company shall
erect and operate a sawmill of 100,000 feet
dally capacity at Winchester, where the
main line of the Southern Pacific Railroad
crosses the North Umpqua River. Other
parties also expect to erect woodworking
plants there as soon as facilities for se-
curing timber are assured.

This franchise provides that the stream
shall be cleared of obstructions as far
east as the Cascade reserve, a dis-

tance of 30 miles, thus making available
vast bodies of very fine timber which are
now practlcallj' Inaccessible. Operations
will begin as soon as preliminary details
can be arranged.

Mr. Tuthlll prepared for college at the
Boys' High School at San Francisco, Cal.,
and at Phlllipps Exeter Academy, of
Exeter, N. H.. entered Harvard College in
18S3. and graduated with the degree of A.

as assistant In descriptive chemistry one
year, receiving the degree of A. M. in
1SS8. "He taught chemistry and physics
In Rlverview Academy, at Ppughkeepsle,
N. Y., two yefcrs, and has been professor
of chemistry and toxicology In Willamette
University seven years.

StampederN Are Leaving the Nnzina

Country In Alaska.
SEATTLE, Wash., July 2S. Reports

brought down from Valdes by the ra

of the steamer Excelsior, which
arrived yesterday tell of a condition of
affairs evistlng In the new gold camp
of the Nazlna country that borders on
disaster.

Although gold exists In that country In
large quantities, the operations this Spring
have demonstrated that the cost of labor
per day In taking it out exceeds the value
of the gold taken. The result has been
that operations there generally have been
suspended, and that In a short time all
will close down. The result is that men
who stampeded to that country during the
early Winter months are now trying to
make their way out over the rough Sum
mer trail. Four drownings have already
been reported, and It Is claimed that
there are undoubtedly others that have
not yet been learned of. Others who did
not go over the Summer trail attempted
the trip over to Fairbanks. They met
with disaster. Horses died, on the road,
provisions gave out, miners became sick
and a terrible state of affairs was the re-
sult. For miles along the route it is
said that dead horses lay thick.

This news came by George W. Johnson,
a Dawson pioneer, who is said to know
every mile of that country. Both he and
his son had many narrow escapes from
death on the way out. Both were Injured,
Mr. Johnson left mining material there
that cost many thousands of dollars.
which he can never recover.

SALMON WILL NOT CQ3IE IN.
Sport About the Month of the Colum

bia Catch Almost Nothing.
ASTORIA, Or., July 23. (Special.) The

run of fish during the past few days has
been less than at this season of the year
since any record of fishing on the Colum-
bia has been kept. For several seasons'
the big run has been backward, but never
before so late as this year. That there are
an Immense number of salmon playing
about outside tho mouth of the river Is
certain, and that they will come in some
time Is assured, but just when this will
happen is an uncertainty. At the present
time the traps are doing practically noth-
ing and the glllnetters, who drift about
the lower harbor, have-caug- but few
fish for several nights.

Up the river the conditions are even
worse, as the seiners are doing very poor-
ly. Miller sands, which 13 considered one
of the best, yesterday caught 200 pounds
of steelheads and .about double that
amount of salmon. At McDonoueh
landing, which Is looked upon as the bestgurnet receiving station on the north
shore, but three fish were delivered this
morning.

This particu
lar saloon carried the ' matter into the
courts and was permitted to open while
the matter was pending In tho lower
court.
