Portland Makes a Fine Show-

ing in July Shipments.

INCREASE IN FLOUR EXPORTS

tTbe Only Port on the Pacific Coast
That Cleared Grain Ships Lwt

' Despite tho very small amount of wheat
.on hand at the close of last season, July"
shipments from Portland were much
larger than expected, and the new year
starts off with Portland well In the lead
ot all Pacific Coast ports. Not a single
"wheat cargo "was cleared foreign from
either Tacoma, Seattle or San Francisco,
whllo Portland makes a fair starter with
two big cargoes for South Africa and
larger shipments to San Francisco than
:havo been made In any previous July since
ISyS. Flour shipments also make an ex-

cellent showing, being twice as large as
those of July, 1902, and nearly four times
as large as for those of July. 1SQL As
Portland receives no credit for the coaRt-wis- e

shipments in the Government reports,
the showing in the monthly bulletin of the
Treasury Department will hardly do jus-

tice to tho business of the port.
During the month the steamer South

Portland took a full cargo of 37,522 bush-I- s
for San Pedro, Cal., and the steamer

Centennial took down a cargo consisting
of 45,633 bushels for San Francisco. In
addition to these shipments, there were
smaller lots sent down on the regular
steamers, the shipments in the aggregate
reaching a total of 136,045 bushels. There
were no European shipments from Port-
land, and everything that went foreign
"was for South Africa, with the exception
of a small shipment for the Orient. The
total foreign wheat shipments from Puget
Bound were but 1S.6G0 bushels, which
went to the Orient. At this time, there
Is nothing in sight for August loading
foreign, and tho business of the month
will probably be confined to coastwise
shipments. The steamship Leelanaw, g

in port, will carry a full cargo
to San Francisco as a starter for the
month's business, and there will be some
heavy rail shipments to California.

Portland's shipments appear In detail In
the accompanying table. Those for Puget
Eound for tho month were 1S.GG0 bushels
of wheat for the Orient and 1572 bushels
for San Francisco. Flour shipments in
cluded 77,010 barrels for the Orient and

4,183 barrels for San. Francisco. The
wheat shipments from Puget Sound to
taled 101,198 barrels, compared with 101,

(SI barrels for July, 1002. The shipments
of wheat and flour from both Portland
and Puget Sound reached a t..al of 1,105,-FS- 0

bushels, compared with 1,213,840 bushels
for July, 1902, and 1.172,794 bushels in 1901.

MADE A FAST PASSAGE.

Brit lull Ship Ardencral Arrives
From Rotterdam. "With Cnrfro.

Tho British ship Ardencraig arrived in
lost evening after a pasage of 126 days
from Rotterdam. This is one of the best
passages that has been made coming this
way from Europe for a long time. The
Ardencraig brings general cargo, and, so
far as known, is not yet chartered for
the outward trip. The time consumed on
the trip is slower than the record, but In
comparison with that of tho Grand Du-
chesne Olga it is pretty fast. The latter
vessel sailed from Rio Janeiro for Port-
land five days before the Ardencraig
sailed from Rotterdam, and the latter
not only wiped out the handicap of sev-
eral thousand miles, but boat the French-
man into port.

The Ardencraig on her last outward trip
from Portland did not prove to be a very
good sailer. She was one of the con-
testants in a ed race from the
Columbia river to Queenstown. and
finished last. The winner was the fa-

mous Muskokn. then in command of Cap-
tain Crowe, of this city, and she flew over
the course- - in 102 days. The North Ger-
man Lloyd school ship, Herzogin Sophie
Charlotte, was second In 120 days, Marlon
Llghtbody third in 137 days, and the Ar-
dencraig fourth in 155 days. The Arden-
craig sailed December 31, 1900, the Mus-
koka three days earlier and the Llghtbody
and Charlotte January 5 and 6, respect-
ively.

HEAVY LUMBER TRAFFIC.

fWater Shipment for July From
Portland Nearly 10,000,000 Feet.

N. B. Captain Mariano
says his vessel's ballast shifted and she
capsized on July 24 during a terrific gale.
When the vessel went over the crew
c'ung to the side and wore In an almost
exhausted condition when sighted by the
Lellon on July 27.

Diver Visit Old Wreck.
HALIFAX. N. S.. July 31. A diver who

has gone down to the wreck of the
steamer Hungarian, lost on Cape Sable
ledges 43 years ago with all on board.
reports that the after part and two sides
of the steamer are standing and the shaft
in still in position. Portions of the cargo
and steel bars can be seen in the hull.
An effort will be made to recover some
of the cargo.

Stranded Liner Floated.
LIVERPOOL. July 3L The Dominion

Line steamer Mayflower, having on board
the Oxford-Cambrid- golf team, which
stranded yesterday on leaving the Mersey
for Boston and was refloated, has upon
examination been found to be practically
undamaged and will resume her journey
this afternoon.

Xfw Dnor a Failure.
ASTORIA, Or., July 3L The new gas

buoy that was recently placed at the
mouth of the river, taking the place of

No. 2 buoy, has proven to be a failure.
for some unexplained reason, as It drops
beneath the surface at times, and it is
Impossible to keep It lighted. The old
buoy has been removed, and It always
did good work when charged with gas.
but the new one was of a later construc-
tion, and was thought to be superior.

schooner Homer is at the wharves here
of the Astoria Box Company, taking on
250.0QP feet of lumber for the Lighthouse
Department for the construction of a
lighthouse In Alaska.

College Clnb, of Salem, Pioneer
Baseball Champions.

FOREST GROVE, On, July 27. (To the
Editor.) In the Sunday Oregonlan of the
12th Inst, there appeared a nicely writ-
ten article on baseball In the early days,
in which, by Inference, the writer ac-
cords championship honors for '73 to a
Portland nine. Loyalty to my own and
justice to the college club of Salem and
its friends compel me to correct this im-
pression, which is altogether erroneous.
The fact remains that in '73 there were
three games played between the Pioneers,
of Portland, with the College Club, of
Salem, the latter winning two of these
games. I have in my possession a score--
book for that year, and for the benefit of
The Oregonian's many baseball readers.
the following facts I wish to submit:

The first game was played in Salem,
June 28, 73, with the following line-u- p:

Pioneers J. M. Gearin, c; J. Bird, p.;
M. O. Lownsdale. ss.; J. Wiley, lb.; R. H.
Thompson, 2b.; A. J. Sutherland. 3b.; J. S.
Raleigh, l.f.; W. A. Hart, cf.; Thlelsen,
r.f.

College Club O. Taylor, c; George W.
Belt, p.; George Richards, ss.; Preston
Smith, lb.; J. L Garrison. 2b.; J. a

3b.; B. B. Rickey. Lf.; J. W. For-
syth, cf.; James Colman, r.f.

The personnel of each nine was the same
In both the other games, with one or two
exceptions one was where Joseph Buch-te- l,

pitching, took Thlelsen's place.
The first game resulted in a score of 60

to 46, in favor of the College Club.
The second game was played In Port-

land, July 2, 73; score, 27 to 24, in favor of
the Pioneers.

Tho third and final game of the series
was played on the State Fair Grounds.
October 10, '73; score, 52 to 22, in favor of
the College Club.

Any one, however pobrly schooled In
arithmetic, may easily discover, from the
above scores, the relative strength of the
two clubs.

With that year the writer gave up base-
ball and has never played a game since.

The "championship" honors fell quite
worthily to the Pioneers, later on. In
1876. J. M. GARRISON".

SEEKS ARMADA TREASURE
Spanlnh Gold, Three Centuries at Sea

Uottom, May Bnrlch Duke.
Philadelphia North American.

The late Duke of Argyll set his heart on
dredging Tobermory Bay in search of
the wreck of the Spanish Armada ship.
Admiral of Florence, blown up there In
15SS. About 100 years ago various relics
were recovered, but since then no real
effort has been made to solve the secrets
which the sea has kept so well. The pres-
ent Duke has now taken the matter in
hand. He has made arrangements with
a Glasgow captain and a n diver
is making a preliminary search.

This has been, so far. successful. A
bronze cannon, five feet long, bearing the
Aragon arms and the date, 1553, has been
landed, together with a pistol and sword
so encrusted with rust as to appear mere
shapeless masses. There Is. therefore, .am-
ple evidence that the Admiral of Florence,
or all that remains of her. really rests
below the waters of the harbor.

This ship bore one of the treasure chests
of the Armada, and thousands of Spanish
doubloons are believed to He among her
debris. If the treasure should be hit
upon, as It well may be, the old Duke's
convictions will be amply Justified, and yet
another page will be added to the romance
of the Armada story- -

The Metropolitan Provincialism.
Klamath Falls Express.

"Few Portland people have any concep-
tion of what the Klamath country really
is." writes an influential citizen of Ore-
gon's metropolis. Few of them ever come
out this way either for pleasure or for the
information to be obtained that might re-
dound to their betterment. A Summer
stay at the seaside breakers is
about the extent of their touch with the
outside world. The country newspapers of
sagebrush Oregon have been untiring in
their endeavors to bring about the settle-
ment and development of the almost 11m- -

ltless tracts of sage lands, than which
there are none better. The Oregonlaa has
been attentive also to the Interests of the
country beyond the Cascades. There have
been results, and now the area of produc
tion In the Eastern Oregon country is rap-
idly widening. There are men from every
where else but Portland continually
among us, keeping In touch with our prog
ress and growth and diverting trade from
its natural course. Occasionally a Port-land- er

gets around, but finding himself a
scarce article, he makes his stay as brief--

as possible. From the East and California
come people either for pleasure or busi-
ness or both. They have a conception of
what the country really Is a conception
formed by actual contact. Closer rela-
tions with Portland people 13 desired by
the people out this way. But Portland
must take the Initiative in the matter. A
proper conception of what plateau Oregon
is by Portland people would result la less
apathy in the matter of the proposed ex-

tension of the Columbia Southern. Rail-
road. It would result in a change for
Portland people from salt air to mountain
ozone and a trade ten times the value of
that afforded by near-b- y Portland towns
and contiguous country.

EXPLAINS FOREST POLICY
Chlcf Forester Ptnchot Set a Xbbi-b- er

of State HlRht.
OREGONIATs NEWS BUREAU, Wash-

ington. July 2S- - Notwithstanding the cam-
paign of education that has been In prog- -,

ress for several years past, evidence con-

tinues to accumulate in Washington show-
ing that many people of the West have not
yet grasped the general Idea of the Gov-

ernment's forest-reserv- e policy. Here
and there opposition springs up to the
creation of new forest reserves or the en-

largement of those already in existence,
but nowhere is the opposition so pro-
nounced as in Washington and Wyoming.
Colorado was one of the first states to
Indorse the forest-reserv- e system; Oregon
soon fell Into line to a great extent, al-

though educational work is still In prqg-"re- ss

there; In the Dakotas forestry Is
now looked upon only as a benefit to the
public and to the state. And so It goes.

During the latter part of the Summer.
Gifford Plnchot. Chief Forester of the De
partment of Agriculture, the man who is
consulted by President Roosevelt on all
matters affecting the public forests, and
Who more than any other understands for-
est problems. Intends to visit a number of
Western States, going as far West as
Oregon and California. Wherever he, can
he will take occasion to confer with" the
most pronounced opponents of forestry. In
the hope of clearing away misapprehen
sions that may linger with them, and fire
them in their opposition to the Govern-
ment's forest-reserv- e policy. Before leav-
ing Washington Mr. Plnchot briefly dis-
cussed forestry as It Is being practiced,
and explained briefly its benefits.

"The general object of the Government,"
said he, "in creating forest reserves ana
in dealing with them Is. as President
Roosevelt has defines it, the preservation
of their forests by wise use. x'he object
of creating a reserve Is never to hinder the
development of the region In which or
above which tho reserved land lies, but al
ways to make every resource of the re-
gion useful and available to the highest
point. For example, the mature timber In
any region can be cut away so as to leave
that region barren and unproductive for
decades or hundreds of years, or It can
be cut away so as to produce at once a
vigorous young growth In good condition.
and so pecure the future wealth and pros
perity of the people who live In and around
tho forest. The cost of logging and the
total amount cut under the two plans dif-
fer little, in many cases not at alL

"There are in the West many instances
of wholly useless forest destruction. The
Black Hills of North Dakota may be cited,
on the other hand, as an illustration of
better methods. In that region not only
are all the mining interests now In full
accord with the maintenance of the re-
serve (although at firr?t they were bitter-
ly opposed to it), but at their request large
stretches of country have been added to
It within the last two years. The min-
ers understand that mining cannot pros-
per without continuous supplies of timber,
and they understand also that the object
of the Black Hills reserve, as of every
other. Is not to prohibit the cutting of
timber, but to see that it is cut in such a
way that the forest will yield a continu-
ous supply.

"The mineral land laws apply to lands
within a forest reserve precisely as they
do to lend outside. The vigorous opposi
tion o:t the part of miners, which has
arisen to the proposed creation of reserves
In several states, must proceed very large-
ly or altogether from a mistaken Idea of
their Industry in a forest reserve.

"I want to make it perfectly clear that
the inclusion of any timber land in a for-
est reserve does not mean the withdrawal
of that timber from the use of the com-
munity. It does mean that when the ripe
trees are cut. such precautions will be
taken to protect and foster young growth
as will maintain the contribution of that
land to the prosperity of the community,
instead of making it useless or worse
than useless for many years. '

"It is perfectly evident from the whole
history of private forest lands In tho
United States that the chances are against
useful reproduction following the cutting
on such lands. It seems to me wiser in
every way for the government to sell the
timber and hold the land. If the prosper-
ity of the present residents in or near
the forest and their children is to be
considered, then there is no question as to
which is the wiser course."

Mr. Plnchot also calls attention to the
rapidly Increasing fluctuations in the flow
of Western rivers that rise In timber-covere- d

mountains, and to the stagnation in
prices of the agricultural lands in the
valleys below. He says there is much to
be said In favor of forest protection from
the farmers' point of view, as much of his
success depends upon an abundance of
water supply. If watersheds are to be
denuded of their timber, spring freshets
will be increased in volume, with a cor-
responding shortage of water in the Sum-
mer season, when water is most needed
for the crops. Continuing, he said:
- "Companies which control great water
powers In various parts of the United
States have almost everywhere been the
strongest advocates of the forest teserve
policy. More than that, many of them
have gone to much trouble to advocate
or support the creation of forest reserves
to protect their watersheds. It Is general-
ly recognized that the permanence of any
great system of water power or Irriga-
tion can only be insured by the presence
of forests on its catchment basin. I be-
lieve you will find that the community
generally will be better subserved by the
creation and maintenance of forest re-
serves In accordance with the established
lines of Government policy than by per-
mitting the timber lands to pass into pri-
vate ownership, and thus Insuring the de-
struction of the forests.

'The Government has no desire to in-
clude In any reserve lands better suited
for agriculture than for forestry."
