ing the President's family and Captain
Willard H. Prownson, superintenden: of
the Naval Apademy.

jonica were ordéred to return to thelr
native villages and were not allowsd =ny
time or opportunity to dispose of their
baxiness and property. Bome of these
Bulgarinns who with their families had
been established for 30 ysars of more
were uiterly ruilned.

As the order sppealed equally to profes-
sors and achoolmasters, the Bulgarian
mchooln were closed bafore the end of the
sohoal year. The authorities enforced the
same order agalnst the Bulgarian priests,
making o¢very eflfort to paralyse the Jde-
velopment of religious and educationsal
work and by depriving the Bulgarian pa-
triarch of all his privileges, forcing the
people to come under the authority aof
the Groek patriarch

Encouraged by the Ottoman authorities
the Green Dbiahops and archimandrites
foreed their way Into the Bulgarian
churehes, bumed the prayer books amd
employed menaces to compel the people
to acknowledge the patriarch. The arch-
imandrite of Salonlea declared In & Te-
cent sermon that the Sultan 44 not
want Bulgarian patriarchs in his empire
and If they remalned they would be ex-
terminated.

Traders Foreed to Ruin,

in addition to the decree banishing the
Bulgerian tradesmen from Constaniinople
and Salonica, the Porte adopted measures
o ruin the traders clsowhare. The Gov
ernor of Monastir jesucd an order April
3 forbidding Buigarians 1o go abroad or
even to Constanunople. The provinclal
sdministration employed every possible
moans 1o nstall Mussulmans In the Bul-
garian villagea. On the slightest protext
the Bulgariana wers. forced to seil thelr
lnnds to the Turks at any price the lat-
ter chose o pay. Burdshed wilh tazes
the population §s reduced to & state of
sorfdom

This is one of the principal causes of
discontetit and when Is added the exac-
tone of the tmxgutherers it Is not 4IM-
cult te understand why the wretched pec-
ple mhould revoit from such a Vespotie
government and servitude. In conclusion
the momorandum asserts that the forego-
Ing exposure once more condemns COtto-
man administrative government in Eu-
rope. It says:

“Not long sge the Porte denounced
thest revolutionary movements as hav.
ing bedn fomented by Bulgarians and
tried to put the responaibiiity op this
principality. Today It must acknowisdze
that it is Its bad administration which s
the only cause for the trouble. From sad
caperiences the Parte must lestn that
from cruel Injustice and bloody repres
afon do not restore order and peacs I &
country. Lastly the Porte formally prom-
lend the Bulgarian government to cease
the arrests of Bulgarian pricsis and
schooimasters, reopen the churches aod
schools, release the prisosiers and punish
the officials gullty of exactions; In ahory,
10 adopt a policy of amelloration.”™

Measure of Hepresslon.

Not only has the Porte falled to obeerve
& single one of the promises bt it has
enacted sterner measures of repression.
To give only one sxample:

"It la a preseribed condition of releass
thiat s Bulgarian prisoner must furnish
financial ar personal security, but in the
latter cmse the surely must be by a Turk-
fsh subject of non-Bulgarian origin It
ia eany to comprehiend that the Imprisonsd
Hulgartans found it Imposaible to ob-
tain rejease under such conditions. By
this and other mimilar acts the Ottoman
administration can be judged. What must
be the result of all this® Tired of walt-
ing the fulfillment of promises of bet-
ter conditions and driven to despalr, the
Bulgarian populstion have thrown them.
aciven Into a revolution which s now
spreading in ap Ottaman provinee 150
mil=s from the Bulgarian frontier. The
causes of this revolution are today known.
The reaponsibility is fixed and the Porte
can no jonger accume the Bulgarian
principality. ™

The memorandum has made s strong
lmpresalon in  diplomatic circles.

TELL WHO MAY LAND.

New Chinese Regulations Are Made
Publle.

WASHINGTON, Aug. I6.—A nsw et of
Chinese regulations, prepared by Come-
missfonor-General of Immigmation Sar-
gent and approved by Becretary Cortel-
you, of the Department of Commerce
and Labor, jurisdiction of the matter of
the exclusion Chinese having been
tranaferred from the Treasury to the lat-
ter department. were made public to-day
and are now ready for distribution. These
Tiles designate what Chinese persons are
permitted to land at ports of the United
Btates under the provisions of the laws
and treatles, together with the ports at
which Chiness, other than Chiness diplo-
matic and Consular oficers, may land
and name the officers who bave been
vested with the power and authority
heretofores conferred on collectors of cus-
toms, giving their statioms and jurisdic-
tion,

Conditlons are numed ta which every
Chinese psrson seeking admission into the
United Stxtes under the provisions of the
act of ING for the purpose of laking part
in any fair or exhibition authorized by
Congreas, shall conform as a condition
precedent to such admisslon reguiations
governing the arrest and deportation of
Chinese uniawfully within the United
Btates are Included. All told there are
€l rules embraced in the noew regulitions
Accompanying the regulstions are laws
and treatiea relsting to the excluston of
Chiness,

Provision Is made for a Bertilllon record
ef all Chiness laborers arriving and de-
parting at ports of entry, coples of such
registry to be tranamitted to the com-
mistoner general of lmmigration.

Conditions ares preseribed to which all
Chiness persons clatming the right of
transit through the United States to for-
elgn territory must conform as & condl-
tion preceding such privelege., Numemus
charges have been necessary In the rovis-
jon of these rules to make them eunform
to the trapsfer of jurisdietion aver the
subject from the Treasury Departmeni fo
the Department of Commerce and Labor,
Forma of blanks are prescribed and rules
made to govern the ofMcers charged with
the enforcement of the exclusion law.
