BOOKER WASHINGTON'S WORDS

Noted Edaeator Tells Coloredl Busi-
ness Men's League That Every Evi-
denee of Thrift Exerin Great In-

! ivence for Their Race.

NASHVILLE, Tenn, Aug. 18—8Some 1500
pegrbes, Tepresenting almat every sec-
tion of the country, assembled at the
Etate Capitol wdday, the occaston being
the opening of the foarth anmuial conven-
tion of the Negro Business Men's League
Booker T. Washington was the central
figure of the convention, and his address
tonight atiracted a large sudience. He
sald:

“We shall sucoeed In winning our Way
into the confidence and esteem of the
American people just in proportion as we
ahow ourselves valuable to the community
In which we live, in all the common In-
dustries, in commerce, in the welfare of
the state and in the manifestation of the
bighest character. The communily does
not fear as & rule the vote of the man, no
matter what his color, who is a large
taxpayer. It la not the negro who owns a
miccesafu] business or works at a trade
who ia charged with crime.

“While we are in many capes surround-
ed with dissdvantiages, when we contem-
pinte our condition and opportunition with
those of the Jew In many parts of Burope
It is easy to see that aimont eVery op-
portunity denled the Jews is open to us
The greater the difficuities to be overcome
the more strength we shall galn by suec-
ceeding.

“Every houseowner, every farm wall cui-
tivated, every bank account, every store
operated, every tax recelpt, s one Inflo-
ence whicth will operate tremendously In
our favor.

“The negro Is not ungrateful for all the
benefits he has recelved at the hands of
the wkite people of this gountry, and
ehouid on every proper ocoasion never fail
to express his grativde in mo uncertain
language. Bul the mere fact that we are
not easily satisfled, and seek still furthor
opportunities of sdvancement, Is an indl-
cation of the value of the mace. People
who are sasily satisfled are people of few
wants. Wherever you find a race sasily
matisfied, and one that has f(ew wants,
there you will ind a race that is of lttie
value to its country, Industrially, commer-
clally or In any other direction.”
