Duke of Devonshire, the chief authar of
the Liberal-Unlonist party, and this was
amply recognized by Mr, Balfour's letter,
acknowledgging the receipt of his resigna.
tion. The Duke's action, however, seems
to have aroused the same fighting spisit
in Mr. Balfour which enabled him to
triumph over differences 1n the "S0s, when
the whale of Ireland was In arms against
him, and there are not Incking those
who foretell that he will agaln come out
on top and prevent the collapse of his
Eovernment

The general cofsensus of opinion hardly
