
POLICE ARE WEARY

Wholesale Resignations Are

Threatened by Patrolmen.

NEW UNIFORMS TOO COSTLY

Oljl Officer ReslRHB, Saying: Chief
Treated Him Unfairly notfeer

Says Arrests Are Useless, as
Chief Releases Prisoners.

Wholesale resignations are threatened by

members of the police force. Two have
resigned within the past ten days on ac-

count bf alleged unfair treatment and a
dozen others yesterday declared their in-

tention to follow their example unless
preyent methods were changed.

The last man to hand In his star Is Fred
Mallett, a patrolman of live years' expe-

rience. "W. H. Gabriel resigned the week
before. R. H. Austin resigned last week
to take a special beat as watchman. These
three men were among the most experi-

enced on the force and their places are
hard to fill.

The orders of Chief Hunt and the police
committee as to the new uniforms are the

with most ofcause of dissatisfaction
the men. They have been ordered to buy a
long military cape, costing $15. They say
that, as this is not waterproof, they will
be forced to buy a rainproof cloak in any
case. So they have protested against the
military cape which, so the men believe,
tickled the fancy of General Beebe.

A different spirit pervades the police
department from that of six months ago.
Suspicion reigns supreme. Every one Is
afraid to say anything openly, even when
only officers are present.

"Why, the men don't need to be afraid
of any one," says Slg Sichel, of the police
committee. "This town is under civil serv-
ice now." But about all the policemen
think of the civil service is the examina-
tions.

Useless to Make Arrests.
"Think I'll make any more arrests than

I can help? Not me," said an officer of the
second night relief, who has been in the
department for years. "What's the use of
my making any arrests when nine times
out of ten those' I arrest are dismissed
next morning by the Chief. Then I get the
horse laugh. Why, i hate to arrest any
one now. I only do It when I have to.

"Even If the1 Chief doesn't dismiss the
casa, It is continued and continued
in the Municipal Court while we
lose most of our sleep to attend
the court as witness. Look at the
case of that Peter Adams, that
Officer Robson arrested at the head of
Lovejoy street one night. He had a gun
and was Btnadlng behind a tee waiting
for some one to come along that he might
hold him up. He was a hold-u- p man sure
enough, but his case was continued and
continued while Robson had to lose sleep
every morning to be at court. Then, when
'the case was called, Peter Adams was not
there. He had done some work for a de-

tective, so had been let go. That was an-

other 'escape,' I guess."
Old Oflicer'ij Grievance.

Mallett's complaint was that he had been
transferred to a mounted beat in the out-

skirts of the city, whereas lie thought that
as an officer of five years' experience he
should be down town. His horse threw
him a short time ago, and he says that
he was forced by Chief Hunt to return to
work before able to walk readily. He
handed In his star Sunday evening. His

. resignation as filed with the police com-
mittee Is as follows:

Portland. Or.. Oct. 12, 1903. To the Hon.
Board of Police Commissioners. I hereby
tender my resignation, to take effect imme-
diately. I reerct that it has become noces-sar- y

to take this step, but owlnp to the un-

fair treatment accorded me by the Chief, I
feel that I am Justified in doing so.

WANT NEW ELECTRIC LINE
Property-Owne- rs Petition for Exten-

sion of Portland Rail-way- .

There will be another electric railway
through to ilount Tabor and ilontavilla
if the wishes of the property-owne- rs and
residents on the Base line road, as ex-
pressed in a petition, are complied with.

For some tlmo G. W. Gay has been In-

dustriously circulating a petition along
the proposed route eastward from East
Twentieth street asking the County Court
to grant a franchise for a line to Monta-vlll- a.

The petition calls for a franchise
on the Base Line road past the West-aven-ue

schoolhouse postofflce and Baptist
Church, over what is called the hill road
to Montavilla. Another branch of the
Base Line swings around to the north
to avoid this high hill. Mr. Gay yesterday
had secured the signatures of all but three
property-owner- s. William Ladd, qf the
Ladd estate, has said that If the other
property-owne- rs want the franchise
granted he will offer no objections. The
Ladd field Is on the north side of the road.

The problem for Mr. Gay and his asso-
ciates Is now to get the franchise from
the County Court and then Induce the
Portland Railway Company to extend its
East Burnslde-stre- et railway, which It Is
now building, on East Stark and the Base
'line. There Is a large settlement adjacent
to the Base Line road on both sides, and
it Is urged that a line there would com- -
mand a large travel. Heretofore the pol-

icy of the County Court has been against
granting a franchise for electric lines on
any of the county roads, but it made an
exception in favor of the Oregon Water
Power & Railway Company on West ave
nue. It is hardly probable, however, that
Mr. Gay and his associate promoters
would go to so much trouble unless they
had some assurances of securing a fran
chise and getting the Portland Railway
.Company to build the line.

THEV 1VAXT NEW ROAD.

MilwnnUIe People "Will Be Generous

R. R. McLeod, who made the survey for
the Southern Pacific Railway Company
through Mllwaukie for the new lino up
to City and across the Willamette
River, Is surveying the branch up the
Tualatin River towards Hlllsboro. He
was back in Mlnwaukie last week, and
said that he expected the right-of-w- ay

man along in a short time to interview
the property-owne- rs through whose land
the new branch would run. Mr. McLeod0sent In his report of the survey made
through Mllwaukie some time ago, but
had not heard anything adverse to it,
and hence had concluded that it was ap
proved.

The survey through Mllwaukie passes
through several houses, and cuts up con
sirlorablc property, but the owners are
enterprising and will not fight the road.
but naturally are a little anxious to
know what the right-of-w- man will do
in adjusting the damage. Mr. McCleod
said that he had over a month's work
on the West Side before completing the
survey there.

WILL SPEND A MILLION.

Convention Visitors "Will Leave Me-

mento in Portland.
Portland bids fair to win the title of

"Convention City" in 1904 and 1903. It is
expected that not less than 13 conventions
of a National character will meet here in
those two years, and It Is probable that
others will be secured that are not at
present counted upon. Four of the 13 con-

ventions have already been won and it is
almost a certainty that each of the re-

maining nine will be captured'. A conser-
vative estimate Is that these conventions
will bring to Portland not less than 30,000
persons who will spend at least 51.230,000

while they are here.
The conventions sought for, for this

place, the number of persons each Is esti-
mated to bring here and how much each
man may be expected to spend each 'day
follow:

Letter Carriers' Association, '05, 2000
persons, $5 per day; National Livestock
Association, '04, 2000 persons, ?10 per day;
American Mining Congress, '04, 1500 per-
sons, $10 per day; Order of Railway Con-
ductors, '05, 1200 persons, $5 per day; Na-

tional Irrigation Congress, '05, 3000 per-
sons, $10 per day; Concatenated Order of
Hoo Hoo, '05, 1500 persons, $10 per day;
American Association 'of Traveling Pas-
senger Agents, '04, 1000 persons, $10 per
day; National Educational Association, '04,
10,000 persons. $5 per day; pl

Congress '05, 2000 persons, $10 per
day; National Convention of the Christian
Church, '04, 1500 persons, $5 per day; Mod-
ern Woodmen of America, '05, 2500 per-
sons, $5 per day; Bible students' conven-
tion, '04 and 05, S00 persons, $5 per day;
Master Horseshoers Protective Associa-
tion, '04, 1000 persons, $5 per day.

The first four conventions named have
been scheduled for this city. Correspond-
ence is going on with the others and dele-
gates are preparing to make a fight In
Portland's behalf to secure them. Those
who have taken up the matter of getting
these meetings feel confident of securing
all of those for which they have entered
the race.

The Chamber of Commerce Is actively at
work for Portland. Delegates who have
gone to attend such of the meetings as
are now being held have all been provided
with invitations from the necessary
sources und plenty of material with which
to tempt the conventions. The Lewis and
Clark people are backing every effort that
is being made in this direction.

If all these conventions are secured It
will mean that people from every section
of the United States and from every busi-
ness station of life will come here, spend
a few days In Portland, and of course it
is expected that the fame of this city and
Oregon will be spread over the country
to a degree that could hardly be accom
plished in any other manner, and with the
most beneficial result to the city.

It is expected that the visitors of each
con ntion will remain In the city at least
six iays, and estimating the amount they
will spend the million mark will be passed.
This, It Is argued, should mean a big stride
forward in business and prosperous times
in the city. '

But Cost of Building Remains
Unchanged.

LULL' IN CONSTRUCTION WORK,

Redaction in Price of Loss Is Fol-lo-tve- d

by Cnt In Retail Trade-Reside- nce

Structures Sllgrhtly
Affected.

Architects and builders say that al-
though the price of lumber has fallen off
the cost of building has not appreciably
diminished. Prices of other building ma-
terials. In the main, are not lessened nor
are they weakening.

"Building will' cost Just- as much next
year as this; possibly a little more,"
said several contractors yesterday.

Compensation of several kinds of labor,
notably of unskilled carpenters and paint-
ers may be a little lower, but first-cla- ss

hands get full wages. Since the labor
unions failed to enforce their mlnlmun
scale for second-clas- s worklngmen the
saving amounts to a small figure.

Several contractors said yesterday that
they detected a lull In building activity.

"It's ominous," remarked one, "of
something I don't know what"

"Yes," spoke up a fellow contractor,
"the whole country feels It The people
somehow are drawing In their money."

"This should be the busiest season of
the year, but a number of building con-
tractors have little to do."

"Many men are at hand and we can get
all we need and more. Worklnmen will
be easy to get this winter. So many
have not been available for several sea--

! sons."
I The labor field Is now free of disputes.

The union carpenters and painters failed
to win their demands fast Spring and
Summer, and the union plumbers have
but recently surrendered. The building
season has .not been pleasing to the labor
unions; they have had to yield all along
the line, and they are now weaker strat-
egically than for a long time. The bosses
have fought them determinedly, aided by
the Association of Builders and by the
lumber combine.

Rough lumber has been reduced by the
City Retail Lumber Company from $12 to
$10 per thousand. Flooring and rustic are
$4 per thousand lower than they were.
The lower prices are commonly under-
stood to be Intended to meet competition
from outside mills, such as at "Vancouver,

' Sellwood, and Falls City. But W. C.
Francis, manager of the City Retail Lum-
ber Company, In which the local mills
are merged, said that the lower prices
came simply from the reduced cost of
logs.

"We promised." said he, "that our
prices would come down just as soon as
logs became cheaper. .jCogs are now be-
tween $5 and $7.50. Tney have been up
to $8.50 and $9."

"How much Is saved in the cost of an
ordinary frame house?" replied a con-

tractor.
"Oh, about; $50."
"About $60," said an architect
"Something like $75," averred a second

architect
"You see," was their common expla-

nation, "a six or eight-roo- m house re-
quires only 15,000 or 20,000 feet of lumber.
Consequently, a saving of $4 per thousand
doesn't come to very much. The man who
pays for the house scarcely feels the dif-

ference."
Architects and contractors say that the

price ot structural steel for buildings has
not diminished and that the cost of steel
frame buildings Is just as high as ever.

"There has been no decline either In the
price of structural steel or In the de-
mand," said Fritz Wolff, manager of the
Phoenix Iron Works.

The Increased cost of frame buildings
over five years ago is variously estimated
at between one-four- th and one-thir- d. The
wagea of worklngmen have gone up in
large degree. Carpenters who then re-
ceived $2.50 a day now get $3.50. Plasterers
who were paid $2.50" and $3 are now paid
$3. Bricklayers who secured $3 now obtain
$5.50 and $6. Lumber then cost $7.50 and $8;
now the price Is $10. Lath has advanced
from $1.75 to $2.75 and lime from $1.10 to
$1.50 per barrel. Plastering which then
cost 12 and 15 cents per square yard now
costs 27 and 30 cents.

Most of the dwellings now constructed
range in cost between $1500 and $5000. Sev-
eral architects were asked yesterday to
detail the items of expense.
