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NEAR HEAD OF LIST |

Portland Makes Fine Showing
in Wheat Exports.

EXCELLED BY TWO POINTS

Striking Decrease in Puget Sound and
San Francisco Exports—French
Ship Loses Fine Charter
by Its Nonarrival.

Portland is nearer the head of the list
as & wheit exporter for the fNrst ten
monthe of the calendar year than she
has ever beesn before for a correspond-
Ing period, According to the monthly
stutement of the Hureau of Statistics,
which has Just been recelved, but three
ports in the United Btates have shipped
more wheat than has been exported from
the Orsgon metropolis during the ten
months ending November 1, The thres
ports which jead Portland In wheat ex-
ports are Galveston, New Orjeans and
New York, and for the month of October,
tha latter pont falls behind Portland, but
the third place is taken by Buperior, so
that for the month as well as for the year
to October 31, Portland holds the Im-
partant position of fourth place.

The October shipments show & striking
decline from thoss of a year ago, but
in this respect Portinnd makes a betier
showing than is made by any other Pa-
cific Coast port. In October, 1902, this
port exported LE16,473 bushels, while last
month shipments wers 7T8,3I not guite
one-half as much as was shipped one
year ago. Puget Sound shipments in Oc-
tober, 1002 wers 1462267 bushels, while
this year they were but 5601317 bushels,
only about one-fifth as large as they
wore in October, 1302 Ban Franciseo also
ehowed & much greater proportionate loss
than Portland with shipments of 264550
busheln, compared with 74,607 bushels on
the sune month last year.

The proportionats showing of S8an Fran-
cisco and Portland would have been stii]
more favorable to the Oregon port had it
been credited with the amount of wheat
that was sent coastwise to San Francisco,
and of which there was no mention In
the Government fgures, which deal only
with foreign exports. The shipments from
Portland to California ports last month
wore $6331 bushels, and this amount de-
ducted from the S8an Francisco shipments

would leave the Bay city one of the
smallest wheat-exporting ports In the
country The respective showing made

by the ports in October this year snd last
as complisd by the Bureau of Statistics,
is as follows:

From Britain Today.

FAREWELL BANQUET NOTABLE

All Concede Powers Will Hereafter Be
on Closer Terms--Special Train
of King Edwiard to Convey
Guests to Portsmouth.

LONDON, Nov. 20—The visit of the
Itallan soverelgns to England practically
terminated tonight with a banguet to
the monarchs and thelr sultes In Bt
George's Hall Windsor Castle. In spite
of the fact that ¥ persons were present,
the banquet was & guict and almost fam-
liy affalr, There were no speeches, but |
the conversation was cordial.

In view of the announcement of the re- 1
suit of the comference yeosterday between
the Italian Fogeign Minister, Signor Ti- |
tonl, and the British BSecretary of For-
glgn Affairs, Lord Lansdowne, It s gen-
erally conceded the wisit of their Itallan
Majesties will subsequently ald the sall- |
darity of the great powers and do much I
toward preserving mutual friends=hlp In
“Western Europe.

The visit has been marked throughout
by the cordiallty of the English people
toward the Italian soverelgns. Whenever
they appeared In publlc, King Victor
Emmanuel spoke in English, and all dur- |
Ing the stay here made a markedly friend-
ly impression on every one of the depu-
tutions whom he recelved In audience.

Queen Helens has besn the object of
genernl admiration, her personal beauly
and kindilness ciosely corresponding to
those tralts of Queen Alexandra which
have endeared her to the English people.

Today's recrsation of the sovereignas of
the two countries consisted of a plensant
drive in Virginla Water, A lunch fol-
lowed in a picturesque pavillon erected
at the water's edge, at which the Britsh
Frincesses were aiso present. King Vie-
tor Emmanuel recelved four deputations
at Windsor Castle this afternoon. Includ-
ing delegates from the peace soclety, the
numismatic sockety, who presented to his
majesty a gokd medal struck in honor of
his vislt; the Electrieal Englnesrs, who
were recently entertained by King Vietor |
Emmanue] at Rome, and & deputation
from the City of London.

The Hing entered into the spirit and
purpose of each delegation, and talked
entertalningly on the growth of Itajlan
commerce and shipping. He sald Italy's
desire was for & world-wide peace, and
he showed considerable familiarity with
electrical affairs. He appeared, howevar,
to be thée most keenly Interested in the
delegates of the Numismatic SBoclety, as
he is the greatest collector of colns among
the royal personmges of Europe.
