KANSAS CITY, Mo, Nov. 0.—At the
annua] banguet of the Commercial Club,
Governor Montague, of Virginia, spoke on
“The Supremacy and Opportunity of the
American Republic.” He sald:

“What will best give Amerlcan people
their best opportunity? We have neg-
lected largely the old-fashionsd public
bighway. No civillzation has ever out-
Hived the common road., Our pubile high-
ways should not longer réemain a soclal
block and Industrinl blockads to our
people. We want a wider and more prac-
tical mystem of public school education.
Uur system Is for opportunity to sorve.
We are Wwo prone to make education a
short road to lelsure. The colored man
has geen the white educated man the only
man In his community who did not work.
It has been a stumbling block to him.

“Wealth has not made men, but It is
the conscienticusness in men that makeos
them winners The American wage-
earner produces twice as much as any
other In the world and our captalns of
industry would not be such Iln any other
country. The most efficient lador the
waorld ever knew originated in the Ameri-
can Republie, and goes to bulld up that
unification of people, patriotism, which
is the duty everywhere to stand for all
that is best for the American people.”
