As
soom &u he arrived bhe commenced to
drink, and by night was somewhiat in-
toxicated. At @ifferont timea during the
fday be ran short of funds and going
into & secluded place took a Bl from
the sack on his leg. The men who held
him up later in the evenlng muft have
secni him, for from the time they took
him in tow they Indicated a knowiedge
that be had money concealed oo his per-
pon

O'Bricn was stopping at the Quimby
hotel, and about 7 o'clock in the evenlng
concluded that he would go to his rooma
He had lost his beurings, howerver, and
wandered out In the direction of Ninth
and Hoyt streeis

“Where nre you going™" asked the two
kighwaymen, coming up behind him.

Looking for the Quimby botel*
promptly anewered O’'Brien, thinking that
thoy were man who were taking a kindly
interest in him.

“We'lli show you," they sald, and he
thought his troubles were ended,

The three started up Hoyt street, and
passsd by a wvacant Jot between Ninth
and Tenth.

“In this way," they sald, leading him
wp beuide a plie of house-moving timbers.
O'Brien was ocompletely lost, and never
thought of guestioning his guldes. One
{ thom stepped behlind him, and a see-
ond later he felt & rope tighten around
his mech.

“Keep quiot,” sald one of them with an
oath, “or we will string you up right
here.” The man attemptod tw shout for
help but the rope was drawn so tightly
that he could not make n sound.
