END NATURALIZATION FRAUDS

Attorney-General Recommends a

Drastic Change in the Law.

WAEHINGTON, Dec. 7—The annunl re-
port of the Attorney-General of the Unlted
Btater calls attention to the naturaliza-
tion frauds disclosed during the last year
in every secton of the country, and says
every honest citizen ls deeply concerned
In repelling and preventing dJdishonest
cladms to that high right. He therefors
recommends for the consideration of Con-
gress the ennotment of & drastic new law,
which will provide for thes following re-
sults:

“The omlesion from the statutes as they
now stand, of the guestion of Intent and
guilty knowledge where an offender has
in his possession a'frandulent certificate
of naturalisation. unlawfully obtalned in
any manner, whatever, or where a fraudu-
Jent certificate so held and obtalned is
used for any purpose whatever. Buch a
change would permit prosecutions for the
posseamion of & fraudulent certificate un-
lawfully obtained, or for the uss of a
fruvdulent ceriificate irrespective of the
iotent of the oath of the applicant and
witness on the certificate, which ls to be
regarded ap presenting merely o question
of fact,

*That the law be amended so as to com-
pel an allen, at the time of applying for
citisenship, to present from_the mppropri-
ate immigrant authorities & certificate
showing kis age and the date of his ar-
rival and indicating his phyaical descrip-
tion, simiiar to that in & passport. The
certificate should form a part of records,
like his application for citisenahip,

out the Unitsd Biales and the final .cer-
tificate of citizenship lssued by any oourt
throughout the country should contaln a
physical description of the applicant and
holder on the back therdof. for the pur-

those relating to public lands, postal
pffenees and naturalization frauds.

The Attorney-General la of the opinion
that the limitation to bar criminal prose-
cutions-should be at least five years.

The Attorney-General recommends that
the office of Asmistant Attorney-Genernl
for the Postofice Department should be
abolished, and the law offics for that de-
partment should be designated as Bo-
licitor tor the Postofce Department,

currency providing for notes in the de-
pominations of § 10, 35 and @ cents, to
