Some of the Bodies So Crushed as to
Be Unrecognizable.
TOPEKA, Jan. 6€—H. C. Parsons,
& Topeka BState Journal reporter, was
on the wrecked passenger traln.

The Hero of the Wreck.

The uninjured passengers In the Pull-
man cars led the rescue work. The hero
of the wreck was Dr. Bell, of New York
City, a young physician, crippled and
walking on crutches. Dr, Ball, althouzh
mlightly hurt as a result of the collislon,
was the first man to leave the Pullman
sleeper, which was not damaged. Strug-
gling heroleally foreard on his cputchea,
he immedintely sssumed charge of the re-
Haf work. After working until nearly
exbausted, Dr. Bell anly gave way when
the physiclans arrived from Topeka with
medicine and Instruments.

Beéll cleared a portlon of the chair ear
and eet up a hospital, Then he clearsd
berths In the sleepur and had the victims
of the catastrophe brought in and made
a8 fortable as p ble. He was with-
out Inatruments or medicine, and the only
thing he could do was to bind up wounds
with bandages made by tearing up sleeper
sheets and pillow cnses, giving the pa-
tents whisky to deaden the paln.

An artery was severed in the fireman's
leg. The young doctor took It up with a
penknife and tled |t with a thread, prob-
ably praventing the fireman from biseding
to death. He porformed Innumerable acts
of & Hke nature before the arrival of the
Topeka physiciane A shortage of hypo-
dermic nesdles wna soon dlecovered
Nearly all the noedies were hroken in a
short time, and then the doctors were
forced to resort 10 whisky ns a deadenor
of paln

None of the tralnmen seemed to know
who was to blame for the wreck. The
El Paso traln left Topeka about 3 min-
utes late, and the Injured conductor sald
he had the right of way, and that the
cattle train bad no excuse for being out
on the main line under ordinary circum-
stances, He sald it should have walt-
ed for the passenger at Maple Hill six
miles woat of Willard. The El Paso train
did not stop at Willard, and was running
to make up lost time. At the point where
the wreck otourred there Is a ¢curve In the
track. and the engineers on the two trains
barely had time to set the air brakes and
Jump before the crash came. The heavy
frelght wans not easily stopped. The pas-
sengers on the El Paso {rain were given
Mitle warning. The loud hiss of the air
brakes was foliowed almost instantly by
the blow and crushing sound of {elescop-
ing carse. Not more than two seconds
elapsnd. ~

Amid the groans and shrieks of the in-
Jured the survivors crawled out over
wrecked seats. The vsual number of hu-
mane swine were visible. They stood
around and hung on to thelr baggage with
an iron grip while other men were using
all the tools on the train and then resort-
Ing to wooden levers and pleces of sorup
iron to break into the desth trap.

Escape a Mystery.

Just before the car went to pleces Henry
Hatser, n middle-aged German, who could
not speak a word of English, cama into
the doomed coach with his faunily, consist-
Ing of wife and five children, ail under 10
years of age. They had a lot of miscelln-
neous baggage. and could find no place
in the car. Not ten seconds before the
wreck the porter called to the German to
ko forward to the smoker, ns there was
plenty of room in that car. The German
and his famlily started forward. A minute
after the wreck the agonized German,
whose face was covared with blood from
a domen wounds, broke out of the car and
began oalling loudly for his family. In a
few minutes three men came out of the
wrecked car carrying four of the children,
They were motherless. How they escaped
instant death s an mystery. They had
beon forced upward through the floor of
one car and were taken out of the smoker,
which was piled on top.

The mother and smalleat child were In-
stantly kiiled. Ladles from among the
passengers 1ried to comfort the desolate
children, who were crying loudly for
“mutter.” The father worked with the
freney of desperation, tearing boards from
the side of the car with kis bare hands
untfl the blood came It was nearly an
hour later when the body of the woman
was found, with the smaller child and a
plece of baggage In her arms.

A Mre. Hill, who, with her small dnugh-
tér, wns golng t0 El Paso, was In the
wrecked car. Mrs. HIIl disd while giving
her name to a physiclan, who was working
over her. When the rellef traln, with B
Injured persons aboard, left the scens of
the wreck, the wrecking volunteers weore
trying to find the body of the MNttle
daughter.

According to officlnlz of the Rock Is-
lard here, S. F. Benjamin, engineer of
the passenger train, falled to regurd his
prders to meet the freight trafn at Wil-
ard It l= believed that Benjamin elther
forgot hizs orders or disregardsad them
hee saved himself by jumping.

Kalser's Part in Singing Contest.

BERLIN, Jan S&—Emperor William has
completed arrangements for the complin-
tion of popular songs which he promised
June & during tha singing contest at
Frankfort. The two commitiees which
the Emperor selected for the purpose were
under the chalrmanship of Baron voa
Lisnoron, of Schisswig. The frst com-
mittes decides which songs are to be ac-
cepted. The Emperor has added to this
committes n consulting committes, to ob-
tain the greatest catholicity of taste. 1t
is éomposed of 22 professsrs of music,
condoctors, ete., of many German clties,
and also of Vienna and Zarich. Austrian,
Bwisa and Dutch melodies will be inciud-
ed. Military songs will recalve proper at-
tention, as Major-General Count Kuno
vyon Moitke, of the Emperor's personal
stafl, s a member of the consulting com-
mittes.
