LONDON, Jan. T7~The BShimonsseki,

The correspondent says that accordiag
to the Jiji Shimpo. the Corean Fureign
Minlster, refused to give his consent o
the sending of Americun marines to Seoul,
but he could not make an effective protest.

JAPAN NOT FOR SELF ALONE.

High Authority Shows Her Corean
Policy Is for All Nationa.

TORIO, Jan. &—8 P, M.—A Japaness
authority today made the following state-
ment of the status of the Far Eaatern
qQuestion:

**The statement that RHussia bhas made
concesslons to Jupan I8 not exact On the
contrary, Russia, In the month of October,
madn certain concessions which were ac-
cepted by Japan, sulsequently withdrew
the moceptance and ossumed an attitude
which left the Japanose lttle hope in the
way of reachiing a satisfactory agree-
ment The Japanese governgnent, confl-
dent In the declarations of disinterested-
ness in Manchuria made by Russin, and
recoguizing Russin's speclal interests In
that region, wished to regulate, onece for
all, all guestions in the Far East, in the
interest of foture peace and tranguility.
To this end Japnn made the Iollowing
propoanls:

“First—Russin and Japan should mu-
tually respect the independence and verri-
torial integrity of China and Corea.

“Second—To recoguize reciprocity, Ja-
pan, the. special lnterests of Russin in
Manchuris; Russin the special Interests
of Japan in Corea.

“Third—To engage mutually mot to ine
fringe, Japan, the commercinl rghts and
immunities aoquired by Russia In Corea;
Hussin, the commerdlal rights and immu-
nitles acquired by Jupan in Manchuria.

“In making the third proposition, Japan
wiishe! not omnly to protact her rights In
China and those of Russia in Corea, hut
to consecrite by the principls of equallty
the commercial rights of all nations In
Coten. and China.

“Runsla declined Japan's propositions,
nnd submitted =n counter - proffosition,
which contalned a cluuse providing for
ihe cresting of a neutral sone, extending
from the Chine-Coresn frontier to Wong
Tan, on the east, and to Ping Yang, on
the west. The zons comprised almost a
thimd of Corea.

““Ihis Russlan pretension took from Ja-
pan all guarantse of the protaction of her
rights In Manchuria and sequestrated
considerable part of Corea. Wheref™ withe
cvul contradiction, Japan's interests pre-
ponderate, and which every nation recog-
nizes= nn belng within the legitimate aphere
of Japan

“Tho proposal exaspernted Japaness
pihille opinloh. Japan could not acoept
the proposal for these reasons:

“First—-The delinitive occupstion by
Tussia of Manchuris would be a perma-
nent mennce to the indepmdence of Corea,
which Japan must prevent at any price,
for Corea Is an advance post of Japan's
Jine of defenms, and the safoty of Corea
i+ a condition sine gua non of her ownm
perurity,

“Seconl—Japan has  nx other powers,
rights and Immunitfes in Manchurin, by
virtue of troaties with China, Thes= rights
and immunities cannot be left to the
merey of Rusglea The refusn! of Rus=ia
to examine the Manchurian question de.
noted on her part the intention not to ob-
serve the rights of all oations in that re-
glom. Mot evident among other proofs of
this Intention on the part of Russin ware
the occupation of Yang Tung Tohang and |
the reoccupation of Mukden. Every one
Enows that by the new tresties concluded
by the United Bintes snd Japan with
China one city and two ports were 10 ba
opened ™ the ocommeree of the workd
Yang Tung Tcheng and Mukden were the
two polnts chosesn. By the occupation of
thesn ports Russias preventsd China from
fulfliling the obtligations of her tresties.

“Japan asked Coren. simultansounsly
with the United Statea and Great Britaln,
to open this cegion to Intermational com-
merce. In oocupying Tong Wang Pou
(Yengampho). the only port In North |
Loren, Russla parmivsed the realization of |
this project. Japan then had reasen to
fear that letting Husxin alone wounld re-
sult in closing the Yellow Sea and the
interdior of Manchuria to international
Commaree.

“In strugeTing with all her foroe agrinst
1he pretensions of Russia In the Far Esst,
Japan works not only for herself. but for
all natlons, Japan does not lgnore the
dungers and risks of an armed confiict
with Russia and does not embark upon it
with & light heart or fanfaronade.”

Japan Wanta No Other Power to Take
a Hand In Negotiations.
TOKIO, Jan. T~The government is si-
lent concerning the terms of the Russian
rejolnder. A bigh authority here, how-
ever, says the reply is uosatisfactory to
Japan, especlally in lts features bearing
upon the guestion of Corea. He says ths
Ruswinn government in [ts communication
cxpresses a desire for the ssttiement of
the matter in dispute. Japan haas taken
the reply under connideration, and If con-
vinced that Russin's prolsstations are
honest, and that there is a chance for
peace, she will continue the tions,
At the same time the Minlstry is unqual-

ifiedly opposed to a long delay.

It s becoming apparent that Japan
would resent any Interventiom on the part
of any of the outsids powsrs In the ex-
tremity of the crisie It Is thought poe-
sible here that the United Btates might
intervene. Such Intervention, the Japan-
ese say, would be unjust, and only create
delny which would be adyantageous to
Russia.

BELIEVE REPLY HAS COME.

Japanese Masses, However, Can Get
No Inkling of ita Nature.

TOKIO, Jan. &—It 1s bolleved here that
the Russian response has been handed to
the government, but the secret of ite de-
livery has been jealously guarded, and
the nature of the reply remains undis-
closed. Minismer of Foreign Affalrs Ko-
mura called this aftermoon upon Baron
de Rosen, the Russian Minlster to Japan,
with whom he remalned an hour, and
inter he visited Premier Katsura, when
an extended conference was held. THere
1s every indlcation now that further ne-
gotlations will take place although It is
sald that Japan will refuse to transfar
the discussion of affairs to Bt. Petersburg
if this is proposed.

Britaln Has No Advices,

LONDON, Jan. 6.—At Lord Lansdowne's
recoption A&t the Forelgn Office today a
Forelgn Office official sald 1o a representa-
tve of the Associated Press:

“We know less than the newspapers
Our only definite information regurding
the Russinn reply was recelved from the
Ansociated Press Bt, Pstersburg dispitehes
of yesterday, namely, that the Instruc-
tions seat to Vice-Admiral Alexieff. on
which the Russian answear s bused, were
drawn up in the most conciilatory spirit.

“Bo far as we know this evening, the
Russian reply has not yet reached Tokio,
There is, however, grave remson to fear
that such of the Japanese proposals as
have been accepted by Russis are of a
minor ckaracter, and the main points of
the dlspute have not reached a settle-
ment."

Corean Army Greatly Disaffected.

PARIS, Jan. 6.—A dlspatch recelved by
the French Forelgn Office from Seoul
Eives the circumstances leading up to
the landing of American Marines in Corea.
It says:

“The Corean Army s seriously disaf-
tectad, chiefly because of pay arrcars, and
is threatening to enguge In an outhreak
at any moment, although no sctual dis-
turbance has ocourred up to this time. As
n precaution, the Amerfcan Minister asked
for & Marine Goard,. which was landed.

“Two Britlsh warships, two Russlan and
one American are 14 the barbor of Che-
muipo. The naval officers say they wil]
remadn at Chemulpe antil the corisis is
over. Thn Corean authorities admit they
cannot answer for the loyalty and dis-
cipline of the treoops, but i1hs Americana
are the only ones thus far considering
the landing of marines necessary."

Chile Szlis Crulser to Japan.

NEW YORK, Jan, &—In nddition to the
third-cinss battleship Capitan Prat, the
second-clasa crulser Chacabuco, according
to the Herald disputsh from Valparaiso,
Chile, also has been sold to Japan. The
Chacabuco was otiginally bullt for Japan,
but Chile bought her when war was feared
with Argentina. The negotiations havs
beenn carried out through an English firm.

A More Hopeful View.

PARIS, Jan. 7.—-The Revue Russe says
that at the moment of golng to press, the
following was recelved from an authori-
tative source In St Poteraburyg:

“The probability of war is decreasing.
At the present moment, Russia comnot
maks a casus belll of a temporary land-
ing of Japanese troops at a Corean port
with the object of maintalning order.”

Endiess Debates on Mnﬂpl.utlh-
ganization Mark the Advent of
* Theorists in Political Arena.

SEATTLE, Wash., Jan &—(Special)—
With the caucuses and primsaries for the
municipal eclection sbout six weeks dis-
tant, the newly crganised Clvie Unlon has
decided that It Tequires more time to dis-
cum tbe principies of the organisstion,
and that the momentous question should
be fought out In committes meeting, any-
way.
