Mnayor George L. Williams delivered an
address of welcoms appropriste to the
occasion to the frultgrowers, to which
Dr. J. R. Cardwsll, president of the State
Hortlepitural Socisty, responded.

The many advantages of the Northwest
country for frultralsing were enumerated
by Dr. Cardwell as well as the increasing
demand In every ecountry of the globe for
fruit of our production. An able plea In
behalf of the Lewis and Clark Falr con-
cluded Dr. Cardwell's response, the speak-
or emphasizing the great importance of
the co-operation of the fruligrowers of
the Northwest n maintaining a dispiay
of frults from this section of the country
that would surpass snything of the kind
ever produced befors,

On motion of B L. Bmith, president of
the State Board of Horticulture, Acting
President B, Burgunder was authorized
to appoint a committes on resolutions,
The following committee was named:

Give us an sdditkmal law that will
protect the grower by making the gullty dealer
Uabie for damages.

The dishonest nursery dealer who mis-
reprepents trees to the frultgrower also
came in for his share of the punishment,
Mr. Manon saylng:

The youny orchardist goes to the nurseryman
and buys 1000 trees of the varieties ho destres
He ouitivates them for five yoars, and, after
walting patieatly and anxiously for that most
highly appreciated crop of all crops—the first
crop—hm discovers ghat he has been decaived,
and, invtead of having cholee commercial va-
ristien, he han & lot of riff.raff stuff, the frult
from which would bankrupt any frojtgrower.

The eale of apples infeated with Ban
Jose scale, or the codlin moth, was also
touched upon In the course of Mr. Mason's
paper, and the prevention of the sale of
such apples it was claimed would be a
benefit both to the producer and the con-
sumer, Inasmuch as it would elevate the
growing of an apple orchard Into an
b t and bling industry.

A law regulating the size of spple boxes
was also recommended by Mr. Mason,
who sald that the Callfornia expart apple
box Is so gmall that it will go inslde the
regulation box used by the Oregon apple-
Erower, yet oor apples compete with the
Californla product In the East at the
same price. The speaker also impressed
bis audience with the necessity of good
thoroughfareas upon which to haul the
crops to market

Dr. J. R. Cardwell Re-Elected.

Colonel Dosch's Tddrm on “Too
Many Prunes” Arouses Debate,

The afternoon sesslon commenced at
1:0 o'clock with a paper by C. A. Ton-
neson, editor of the Horticulturist, om
“The Question of Standard Fruit Pro-
ducts™ Mr, Tonneson's paper was com-
plete in every-detall and highly interesting
and instructlve throughout.

The second number, by Miss Juanita
Rosendorf, of the Oregon Agricultural
College, on Filoriculture,” was short, to
the point and interesting. Miss Rosendorf
called the attention of the convention to
the very noticsable Improvement in past
years in foriculture. “The gardener of
today Is an artist.'” sald Miss Rosendorf
“Great improvement has been made dur-
ing.the past century, and this improve-

especlally in the many ways in which
flowers are used for decorative purposes.™
The paper concluded with a treatises on
the proper care of house-plants, budding
and various other essentiale,

"Adaptability in Frult Growing,” was
tha subject of E. L. Smith, president of
the State Board of Horticuiture. This
was one of the most Interesting papers
listened to during the convention and
the excelient delivery of the reader,
coupled with the general Interest of the
paper, tended to make the resding one
loog to be remembered Mr. Smith sald
in part:

"In my humble jodgment a parcel of
land Is sultable for frultgrowing which
possesses & deep, porous soil with perfect
waler and cold-alr dralnage, for both fol-
low the same Inw and seek the lowest lev-
els; a soll falrly rich in these wvaluable
salts that enter most largely Into the
composition of both tree and frult It
should have a natural shelter Agalnst pre-
valllng winds, & hill or & bealt of timber,
and if these are lacking an artificial
wind-breuk should be grown. All solls
Impoverished by long cultivation, under-

ment s very evident at the present time, |

Then Mr, Austin, from Clark County,
told Mr. Cunningham that when the
traders of the Hudson's Bay Company
settled at Vancouver they plantsd & num-
ber of Italtan prune treea, and E L.
Bmith rose to & point of order and recom-
mended that the prunegrowers should not
worry about the name of the prunme but to
stick together and advertise the prune
undér the name by which It was best
known, “My advice," sald Mr. Smith, “1=
the time of its reading, one that caused

He who whispers down & well,

The most advantageous way to adver-
tise prunés was then discussed at length,
with the result that H. 8 Gile, of Salem,
advocated that the various prune assocla-
tions of the Northwest levy an asssasment
of one per cent on the vaius of sach man's
pruns crop to be used for advertising
purposes. A meeting of the prunegrowers
was then called, to be held in the Board
of Trade parlors in the Chamber of Com-
merce, for the purpose of diacussing the
sabject at greater length.

“Walnut Culturs'" was the subject of the
last paper, which was read by J. B.
Filkington, of Portland. Mr. Filkington
told of the success that nut culture of
the various kinds was achleving In the
State of Oregon and the Northwest, giv-
ing a short description of the first ax-
periments in this work and the advance-
ment that was being made at tho pres-
ent time. After his paper wan concluded
severnl sacks of Oregon nuts of the fil-
bert and English Walnut varisties were
passed around, and the general opinion
was that the nuts were equal to any
on the marksts, elther of foreign or hbome
production in ot states,

Idaho was well ented at the con-
wvention this year and the delegation came
with a determination to securs the con-
vention for that state next y=ar. BHolse
City and Moscow were reprasented, and
It was decided to take a rising vote on
the guestion, which resulted In a tle of
21 votes for elther place.
