DEMOCRATS FIGHT THE TREATY

RAeport of Committee Commented
On by Morgan and Daniel.

WASHINGTON, Jan 18— While the
Panama canal question has been before
the Benats on genera! principies during
the groater part of the present sesslon,
the Panama canal trealy was not re-
ported untll today. It had no sooner
been reported (avorsbly to the Benate in
raccutive sessfon than It became the sub-
ject of heatled controversy. BSenster Cul-
fom made the report In faver of the
treaty, wheteupon Benator Morgun, as &
membor of the committes, at oncs en-
tered o formal protesi aguinst the ac-
ceptance of the report. om the ground
that when the committee declded to Te-
port the tresty an amendment was sl
under copsMeration, and that he had not
had thme to pressnt an amendment looi-
ng 1o the striking out of article = of
the treaty, In which Panama renounoes
here right to participation in the earn-
ings of the canal when buiit

Seoator Morgan supportsd his written
siatement with & brief speech, and was
Immediately followed by Senator Daniel
with a resolution declaring agains the
polley of reporting any tredty or blll until
enck member shall have offered any
amendment he muy desire to present
Senator Dames declared the course of
the committes had been both precipitate
and unfair, and urged that the treatly
should be recommitted for further con-
sideration. Replies were made by Sena-
tors Cullom Spooner and Alllson
Sponking as chalrman of the commitice
on forelgn reiations, .Culiom said the
treaty had been in commigtes almost a
month before it was takea' up, Jie con-
ceded that during the greater portiop.of
this time Congrems was not In session,
but declared that very careful considera-
tlon had bheen given to all the detalls
connected with the treaty, and sald In-
stend of precipitancy being manifested,
the commitice had given the utmost con-
slderation to all suggpestions for amend-
ments and had adopted some of them.
Benutor Spooner spoke along the same
Ines, and went Into detafl to show the
consideration given by the committee tn
the suggestions of Democtatic members.
Senator Allison suggested that Demo-
cratic Senators could offer amendments
at any stage of the procesdings in the
Senate and assured them that all such
amendments would have falr and dellb-
erate consideration

No action was taken énm Senator Dan-
l=l's remsolution or Senator Morgan's pro-
test, but before the Senate adjournsd
Benator Cullom gave notics that he would
ask the Sennts to take up the treaty teo-
morrow or . edoesday, and until disposed
of to conmluer it from day to day to the
exclusion of other business

Senate Committee Will Re-
port the Treaty.

THREE AMENDMENTS NEEDED

They Are Immaterial, and Relate to
Sanitation and Control of Har-
bors--Morgan Fights to

the Last,
WASHINGTON, Jan. 18—The BSenate

commities on forelgn relations today di-
rected Senator Cullom to report the Pan-
ama treaty with three amendments. The
Republican members volted for the tresty,
but only two Democrats Morgan aad
Money, were present. The former voted
sgainst the troaly and Mr. Money stated
that he had not yet had time to conalder
it, as It was the Arst meeting of the com-
mittee he had been able to attend

The three amendments relate o sanits-
tion, Hmitation of cittes and control of
barbors, The mmendment reluting to san-
ftation is granted more direct power In
all sanitary regulations. The amend-
ment concerning the lmitatlon of the
cities more specifically defines what are
the Umits of Panama and Colon in rela-
tion to the canal mone. The harbor amend-
ment gives the United States control of
the harbors for thes purpose of improve-
ment.

Baturday st the meeting of the forelgn
relations committee, Senator Lodge of-
fered & motion, which was agreed to, pro-
viding that at the next meeting of the
committes the pending amendment shoold
be disposed of and the guestion of report-
ing the treaty to the Senatle should be
teken up. Members of the minority say
that none of their mombers were present
when the motion of Senator Lodge was
adopted.

Todany when the committes met' the
abeentees were Benators Foraker, Bacon,
Clark (Mont), Clark (Wyo.) apd Me-
Creary.

All the amendments weore subject to final
sction, though one or two had heen tena-
tively agreed to. After they had been in-
corporated in the treaty today, Senator
Morgan moved 1o sirike out article 2 of
the treaty, which provides for the com-
pletion of negotiations with the new Pan-
ama Canal Company for thelr righta and
concessions on the Isthmus Senator Lodge
Inslsted that this was not a pending
amendment under the resclution adopted
Saturday, and it was ruied out of order.
An amendment hmd been prepared by Sen-
stors Bacon and Foraker relating to ap-
petils to Unlted States Courts In certaln
casos nrising in the canal some. This was
voted down. Benator Morgan protested
against this action, saying that the
amendment should not be acted upon In
the absence of the Senators who had of-
fered It. Protest also wos made by the
minority aguinst the cutting off of oppor-
tunity to vote on the amendment strik-
ing out nrticle =L

The majority members of the commit-
tee say that for two weeks the lreaty
has been under discussion and they felt
that ample time had been given to Its
consideration. Members of the majority
say that the amendments adopiad are
considared judicious, yot were not of vital
importance and could be sacrificed If it
was necesanry to expedits the troeaty.

LODGE 8HOCKS GORMAN.

Senate Discusses Postal Affairs and
the Panama Matter.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 1£—The postoffice
Inquiry reselution and the Panamsa Canal
question divided the attention of the Sen-
ate todny. The first balf of the ses=ion
was given up to the Inquiry, Messrs, Hale
and Gorman being the speakers. Hale
made & plea for the referenes of nll pas-
wal Investigation resolutions to the com-
mittee on postoffices, and Gorman repeat-
ed his assurance that he would bes satis.
fled with that dlaposal of the question. The
gquestion went over until tomorrow, with
the understanding that after a few more
spesches the resolution would be allowed

to go to the committee.

The discussion of the Punama Canal
question was confined to the continuation
of Teller's argument that the course of the
United States In the recent revolt of Pan-
Ema was contrary to international luw
and sound morals

Resolutions looking to an investigation
by Congress of the Postoffice Departmeant
weore Iaid before the Senate when It con-
vened, and Hale made an address In de-
fenwe of the Administration and In criti-
clam of the Democtratic side concerning
the insufficlency of the Bristow Inguiry.
He declured there never had been so truth-
less an Investigation as that which ex-
posed the frauds In the Postoffice Depart-
ment:

Halo sald it had been settled by general
consent that all of the resolutions coming
from different Benators should be sent to
the committee on postoffices and postroads
for consieration. He belleved that to be

“So far a» I am able to observe there
never has been any dbspesition to pre
venl or stifie further investigation.™ sald
Hale. “1 say the Investigation hus been
thorough and severes, an example such aa
has not besa shown in the history of this
Government.*

He anid a number of Democratic Sena-
tors had Leen disturbed by the appari-
tion of Parry Heath In the scandal and
Mr. Gorman.' sald Hale, “naturaily looks
upon himuelf in the role of prosecutor of
the Republican party for the dellaquencies
of the orgnnization.™

Gorman sald he was surprised that such

tion: that it bad been far from his purposs
to become a public prosecutor. What be
had ottersd on the subject, he sald, was to
bring cot the fact that the Invesiigation
was incomplete and cught to go furher,
and that it could &0 no harm to have the
work revidwed by persons not connected
with the Administration.
