Falrbanks Discusses the Importance
of the Panama Canal.

NEWARK, N, J., Jan. 21.—At & banquet
of the Board of Trade tonight Benator
Falrbanks, of Indlana, in discussitng the
subject of an ismthmian canal, said among
other things:

“The aubjoct is n large one. It ks o
sentinlly American. It should take on no
partisan color, for all parties are sub-
stantinlly ocommitted to an Interopeanic
canal. Such diffarences as exist are (n
reapoct to detalle, and not In the general
policy. The proprieties clearly forbid that
1 should enter upon those features which
&re the subject of some party division.

*“1 have no doubt that we shall be abla,
In good time, to ndjust our dlsagreements,
and at no distant day go forward with
the work and carry it to completion. Dif-
ferences will Anally dissppear and be for-
gotien, and in due time we shall have the
canal, through which, will pass the com-
merce of the world for centuries to came.
‘We are bullfing not alone for today, but
for the ages, Delays may seem vexa-
tlaus, but they are of little conssgquence
whon compared with the magnituds of the
undertaking. We may well belleve that
the canal will outllve the pyramids ™
