His re-
marks were feplete with wit and bumor,
as well ns serious thought

Good-naturad collogquies resuited from
his thrusts st the Democratic party. Bede
appealed to the Democratic party to dis-
band, and extended it an Invitation to join
the Republican ranks and make the eloc-
tion of Rovsevsil unanimous.

When tnvited by & member of the mi-
nority to joln the Democratic ranks, he
nquired wio their candidate would be, but
no name was fortheoming. The only op-
position to Roosevelt, he declared came
from a Hitle “bunch of Popullsts™ down
in Wall street. The election returns from
the Went, he maid, would simply be sup-
;plemented census figures.

When the House convened today., Van
Duser (Dem., Nev.) sought to secure con-
sideration of a resclution calling on the
Becretary of War for informution as to
what articlea manufactured for the de-
partment are made by convict labor. Ob-
jection was made to Its consideration on
the ground that 1t was not a privileged
rsclution, and the objection was sus-
w=ined By agreemeént general debats on
the urgent-deficlency bill was extended uc-
til § P. M, The House then went into
committes of the whole and resumed con-
sidamtion of the urgent deficlency bllIL

In Defense of Bryan.

Benny (Dem., N. 1), speaking in de-
fense of Bryan, sald he need not feel hurt,
as he was In good company. Hg guoled
BSenator Dolliver as having sald at & ban-
quet In New York that no man hadl a right
to hiss the name of Willlam J. Bryan.
Benny sald it is the Repubiican party that
i= wick.

“They have not got Mr. Hanna to say
s word o belp them out™ be anid. He
woulll Inscribe on the shaft to the Repub-
Nean party at its death that its’ policles
of "Lt well enough alone " “Stand pat™
and “We hold the ace™ killed it, with a
postseript, slgned by Hanna, saying if the
reporters had used the word “edge” In-
stoad of “ace,"” they would have been all
right.

“You bhrag and blow here about the great
courage of the man who is now President
of the United Staten,” said Benny. “The
man who xhoots & Honm or & Spanlard in
the hick does mot necossarily have to be
courageoun. ™

The prophecy that to nominate Roose-
veit for Viee - President would take
him out of New York polltics did4 not
come true. He sald It was proposed to
stop the use of carriages by deparument
officials, and asked If anything was be-
ing done to wtop the President from uming
a fres train, declaring he had hearg
that o free trals was placsd at his dis-
poral

Thayer (Mam) asked If Benny ocould
teil why 1t was that Driggs was prose-
muted in New York on a statutk under
which he ocould be convieted, and Mr.
Dietrich under a statute on which he
sould not bo convicted.

Heany replied that it was because they
wanted to catch Mr. Driggs and 414 not
want to eatch the other man. He sald
there will be one lssue that cannot be
dodged, declaring that to be: “Are the
ralircads 1o be permitted to drive one st
of men out of business and muke miilion-
alres out of &nother set. und mre they to
be permitted to favor the Standxed ON0

Bede (Minn) wgan his remarks by
stating that if the Democrats would agTee
to stop abusing Mr. Cleveland he would
agres to have the Repubdlicans stop abuse
ing Mr Bryan saying both pee working
in the interests of the Republican parsty
He created a ripple of lnughtes by invit.
ing the Democratic party to diaband

This
stat L WRa iauded on the Demo-
eratic side.

Bede then turped his sttention to the
Demooratic leaders, and deciared that
fromm & National stasdpolnt
had wpone, "

Wilkums he compilmentsd as an abls
Congreasional jeader, bit declarsd him not
avallable for the Presidency bacauss of
his “geography.” Bryan, be sald, was a
sincere man and all the more dangerous
because of that fact Cleveland was one
of the greateést Presi®ynta the country
had ever had, and "I sm williing o for-
Eive tham both, won't you™ he queried of
the Dembcrutic alde.

Money Question Not an lssue.

Bpeaking of the Monroe Doctrine, Beds
said the doctrine is just as big as the-
United Btates Navy, and no bigger. Do
away with the Navy and the Monroe Doc-
trime will go too. He sald the modey ques-
tion was nol an issue, for the gold stand-
urd has come to stay, whether the gen-
tieman from Nebraska wills or not

In oconclusion Bede again extended an
invitation to the Democrats to join the
Republicans and elect Rooseveltl. ""'Why,"
he swid, “the glecticn returne fom the
West will simply be supplemental census
figures,"

This was Bede's=first address In the
House. He held the closs attention of
both sides of the chamber. Has frequent-
iy was applauded by first one side, then
the other, and at times both sides wers
clapping hands together as they &id when
he took his seat. 4

BOOK OF GREAT VALUE BURNED

Velume for Which Britain Once Of-
fered Any Price In Fire at Rome,

ROME, Jan, 2 —An official report has
been made on the losses resulting from a
fire at the University Library, Turin, on
Janoary 3, according to which about 370
manuscripts, including slmost all those of
Oriental origin, were destroyed. The num-
ber of volumes lost has not been estab-
lished The fire lusted M4 bours, and it
seemn oertaln that 300 volumes of Greek,
lLatin and other codices were consumed,
s ‘well an the precious Ventian collection
of books from the lbrary of Cardinal
Dulls Rovere. The codices from the cele-
brated abbey appear to have beapn saved,
as was ithe Incunabula collection.

Among the gpdices saved Is an anclent
code of the fourth century containing the
gospels, ng weli as many others of |ate
dite. A oclassic modioval book of the
greatest value, called “Heurs do Tuorin '™
by the Duke d¢ Berry, for which Gremt
Britain once offersd almést any sum of
money, Gow appears o have been de.
stroyed, as was an anclent French trans-
latton of Dante. Of this Dante there ex-
jsts another copy In France.

The Duke of Genoa. brother of Quesn
Margherita. has visited the university In
company with the Minister of Public Ia-
struction of the library, and promised an
especial appropriation for Its future funds.
1t has been decided to call to Turin Signor
Marre, & restores of anclent books at the
Vatican, In whose npartment started the
fire which partly destroyed the Vatioum
Hibrary recently.
