B. C., Jan. N.—A meat-
ing of thoge representing the lumber Intar-
esty of Western Canada is to be held In
Winnipeg on February 4, to consider a
pozsible lowering of the price of lumber
in the Northwest, and to consider a sug-
gested pian of getting the ald of the Cana-
dlan Pacific Rallway Company In com-
peting with the American mills.

couver millowner aald:

*The American millmen of the State of
Washington now have practical control of
the market of the Northwest and Mani-
toba. Next to the Dominlon government,
perhaps the Casadlan Pacific holds the
power of giving us the greatest assistancs,
At a meeting to be held at Winnlpeg it
may be decided to ask the rallway com-
pany to increnss the freight on American
lumber coming Into Canada.

“This could be done by the rallway mak-
ing the boundary line to the different
points In Manitoba at which lomber Is
sold. That would result in a freight rate
practically prohibitive to the American
exporters, who bhave rulned the market
for British Columbia mills. '

Since Establishment, 10 Years Ago,
the Institution Has Been Doing
a Fine Business,

The
bank wna established about ten yeara
ago and has been doing & fine bhusiness
The last reports to the Controller of the
Currency show 3580000 on deposit. While
tha capital is but 550,000, there Is an equal
amount of reserve. The assets, according
to official report, aggregate $WE088 In-
cluding capital.

WASBHINGTON, Jan B —Becrotary
Bhaw has lssuved a circular to passengers
arriving In the Thited States from for-
elgn aountries regurding oxamination of
baggange, passengoers’ declarations, exemp-
tion# from duty, ete,, which will be sent
to ench passenger, as far as possible, be-
fore embarking on outgolng steamers.
As to exemptions from duty, the Becre-
tary, Wllowing & mecent decisfon of the
Cireult Court of Appeals for the Second
Circult, holds, in effect, that each return-
ing passenger—a resident of the United
States—may bring Into the country free of
duty articles purchased abroad. esxoept
cigars and cigarettes, In excess of 50 of
the former and 30 of the latter, for him-
self or any other parson up to the amount
of §100, provided they are not intended for
gnle,
