A citizen ot Chicago who has been visiting
a friend In thfo city for a week has become
tired of hearing: comparisons drawn be-

tween the, climate here and In his native
city-- He has been driven about town ex-

tensively, and has had his attention called
to the roses In bloom, the verdure of the
grass In the parks, and other things which
give evidence of the mild nature of the
Oregon Winter, and has duly expressed his
astonishment and gratification During
his drives about the city his attention has
cot been called to the condition of the
streets generally, butane has noticed their
condition and the style of improving them,
which in some places does not appear to
Improve. Yesterday he got In a return
thrust on his part on the mild climate.
He had been driven out to the White
House, and on the way back-- the host for-
got himself and came Into the city by way
of Hood street- - This thoroughfare has
long been in an almost Impassable condi
tion, and Councilman Zimmerman, who
has failed In two attempts to secure its
improvement. Is now making another

'effort which is likely to prove successful.
Ponding the result of this attempt Hood
street is being kept In a condition almost
passable by temporarily paving the worst
places with loads of slabwood edgings.
While passing over this quagmire the Chi-cag- o

man remarked that cold, freezing
"Winters had some advantages over mild,
rainy ones, as they made bad streets pass-
able for several months, and by solidify-
ing all driveways gave them a rest by
freedom from wear and tear, while here In
Portland It seemed to him that all the
Improvements made during Summer were
destroyed during the Winter. The host
managed to turn the conversation, and has
dropped the mild-Wint- er question.

Bad Hole on Pine Street. Several
complaints have been- - brought or tele-
phoned to The Oregonlan within the past
day or two in regard to a "bad hole" on
Pine street, between Sixth and Seventh
streets. From the bitterness of some of
these complaints it was supposed that this
bole was big enough to swallow up a
church, or a horse and wagon at least.

Into the matter has elicited the In-

formation that the condition at the place
mentioned Is not so good as It should be,
but that it Is not dangerous or even
serious, the surface being merely below
the grade.

The Engineer's Department attends
promptly to the Improvement or repair of
streets, as soon as the property-owne- rs pe-

tition for this, but can take no steps In
such matters without the necessary for-
malities being complied with, except In
urgent cases, to make temporary repairs
for the safety of the public There is no
such urgency on Pine street between Sixth
and Seventh the officials say, and be- -

sides, the Improvement of the street has
been petitioned for. Bids for doing the
worK nave Doen aaverusea lor, ana in aue
time the "bad hole" complained of will be
raised to the proper grade, and an asphalt
pavement laid there, and the curbs and
sidewalks will also be Attended to. Com-
plainants may, therefore, possess their
bouIs with patience and console themselves
with the thought that there are many
worse streets in the city than the part of
Pine between Sixth

Caught With the Camera at Last.
The members of the Oregon Camera Club
and Invited friends were treated to a finer
exhibit than usual of lantern slides at
their last regular weekly meeting Thurs-
day evening. In addition to the usual
local pictures of scenes on the Columbia,
a number of fine views in Alaska and the
Yellowstone Park were exhibited. The
most interesting slides, however, were
from snapshots In Chinatown, Including
the old opium-pip- e mender and cobbler,
who have been soen by all old residents
and whom many have In vain attempted
to photograph, as the Instant they see a
camera pointed at them they hunt cover.
The pictures secured were very fine ones
and were only obtained after patient
waiting and watching for over a week,, by
which time the subjects had become accus-
tomed to seeing the artist about, and, as
he had never exhibited a camera, they did
not mistrust him. Finally, he took snap,
shots from a camera concealed under his
coat, and, passing on around the corner.
made another film ready and took another
snap "wing" shot. He kept this up until
be had secured five pictures of the ancient
Chinese curios. This club Is doing a good
work In advertising Oregon and Oregon
scenery all over the United States, en-
tirely at the expense , of the members.
There are 180 members, and each 13

to furnish a dozen views of build-
ings, scenery, etc., in and about Portland,

It was Invented by the early
Dutch "settlers of Pennsylvania as
method of utilizing the odds and ends
mentioned. If it Is shipped abroad In tins
It Is probably on Ice, not as canned goods,
and so has not come as. far as Portland.

Well-Know- n Pioneer Woman Dies Af
ter Long Illness. (

neers, Mrs. Caroline Wittenberg, died yes
terday morning at the home of her daugh
ter, Mrs. W. H. McMonles, 643 Schuyler
street She had been ill many months and
her end had been anticipated some time.

Mrs. Wittenberg, who Is German by
birth, came to America In 1&, and mar
rled David Wittenberg at Detroit, Mich.,
and with him she shortly went into what
was then "bleeding Kansas," and settled
near Fort Leavenworth on a farm. In
May, of 1862, however, the attractions of
the Golden West set the faces of the young
couple towards Oregon and by September,
after many skirmishes with the Indians,
who troubled the emigrants that Sum
mer, they were settled on a farm near
Woodlawn, where they lived until 1SS0.

After that time they moved Into the city.
David Wittenberg and eight children

survive the deceased wife and mother.
Three of these children were born In Kan-
sas and journeyed to Oregon behind the

One of these was Herman Wit
tenberg, president of the Portland Crack
er Company, and chairman of the School
Board. Four daughters are living In Port
land: Mrs.W. H. McMonles, Mrs. R. H.
McMUlen, Mrs. F. C Wasserman and Mrs.
F. M. Saunders. "

The funeral of Mrs. Wittenberg will
take place Sunday, January 31, at 2 P.
M. from the residence of W. H. McMonles
and the body will be Interred in Rlvervlew
Cemetery.
