Each county will be represented by one
delega$e-at-larg-e. one for every 150 votes
cast for Judge Bean In the last general
election and one for every fraction of 150
larger than 100.

The total number of delegates will be
351. In lbu2 the total was 343 and In 1900

836. on the same basis of apportionment.
Primaries April 2.

The State Committee recommends to
County Committees April 2 for primaries
and April 7 for conventions.

Conventions of the two Congressional
Districts are usually held the day before
the State convention.

A notable gathering of nobles was the
meeting of the Republican State Central
Committee yesterday morning in the of-

fice of Chariman Frank C. Baker. In the
Hamilton Building. Fifteen of the 33 mem-

bers were present and nine others were
represented-b- proxies.

"More gentlemen were present," proud-
ly remarked Chairman Baker last night,
"than have ever attended a meeting of
the Central Committee. It's a gratifying
evidence of party spirit" Whereat Mr.
Baker went to dinner, but not to the Lin-
coln banquet; oh, no, indeed.

So tightly packed In the room were the
gentlemen Uict they hardly budged dur-

ing the two hours of their transactions. If
the weather hoped to keep the patriots
away it blew Its hardest and emptied its
most copious buckets, of rain on them.
But the braves feared the raindrops no
more than if the skies had showered down
Democrats or wildcats.

"The committee," announced Chairman
Baker, thumping on the table, "will come
to order."

Convention can well be held later than
usual this year. Inasmuch as the cam-
paign need not be long. The law requires
nominees to file their acceptances of nom-

ination at least 45 days before the elec-
tion.

Ticket to Be Nominated.
The nominations will be:
Supreme Judge.
Dairy and Food Commissioner.
Four Presidential electors.
Eight delegates to the National Conven-

tion at Chicago June 21; four at largo and
two for each congressional district and
eight alternates.

The dates recommended for primaries
and County Conventions arc not binding
on the county organizations.

On motion of Scholfleld. of Clatsop, the
chair appointed a committee of three to
fix the apportionment of delegates: W. T.
Beholflold. I. W. Hope and C. H. Carey.
But before the committee got to work Dr.
W. D. Wood, of Washington, proposed
that the apportionment be as follows: One
delegate at large for each county; one
for every 3X) votes cast for Supreme Judge
in the last general election, and one for
even' fraction of 200 higher than 100. Dr.
Wood's motion was adopted after being
trimmed by an, amendment offered by
Judge Carey, who persuaded the commit-
tee that the better ratio of apportionment
would be one delegate for every 150 votes.

A. C Marsters. of Douglas, suggested
that the basis of apportionment be the
last vote for Furnish instead of, for Judge
Bsan, but the ramombrance of a Demo-
cratic Governor disponed whatever hope
Mr. Marsters motion had of adoption.

Dr. Wood offered the motion which fixed

convention day on April 1 and Mr. Rich-
ards the motion which recommended
April 2 for primaries and April 7 for
County Conventions.

Oregon's Debt to President.
Just before the' committee adjourned. W.

L. Boise spoke of the debt of gratitude
which Oregon owes to President Roose-
velt, who has removed obstacles from the
path of the Lewis and Clark appropria-
tion. Mr. Boise said:

"We owe a great debt of gratitude to
the President of the United States for the
good he has done for us In the matter of
recognition and appropriation for the
Lewis and Clark Fair. I was one of the
special delegation sent to Washington to
endeavor to secure National recognition,
and when we got there we found serious
opposition to all such matters among the
members of Congress. We appealed ' to
the President, and he did all In his power
and succeeded la turning the tide In our
favor. Therefore, we owe him a debt
of gratitude which each member of this
committee should proclaim when he re-

turns to his county. The President's
heart is In the West. Oregon will be the
first state in the West to send forth the
slogan for the November campaign. Let
us determine to roll up an unprecedented
Republican majority In June and thus

TO BFST 240,000 TONS OF STONE

Government Prepares Specifications
for Jetty Contracts.

Specifications to govern sealed propos-
als for 240.000 tons of rubble stone for
the construction of the Jetty at the mouth
of the Columbia River have been complet-
ed at the office of Major W. C Langfltt,
United States Engineer Department.

The delivery of the stone will commence
about April 10, and the contractor will be
obliged to commence the delivery of the
stone within ten days' notice any time
after April L The delivery of the stone
must be complete within eight months
after the first delivery, at Fort Stevens.
Or.

The stone must weigh 100 pounds per
cubic foot, when dry. and will be classified,
viz.. A, B and C classes. Class A will
Include pieces of from eight to 13 tons in
weight, averaging ten tons to the piece.
Class B will range from 1000 pounds to
eight tons. Two-thir- of class B will
range from two to eight tons, with an av-
erage weight of three tons to the piece,
and the remainder will range from 1000

pounds to two tons in weight. Class C
will Include pieces ranging In weight from
20 to 1000 pounds.

It is estimated that 15 per cent of the
stone required (35.000 tons) will be of class
A; CO per cent 044.000 tons) of class B,
and the balance of 25 per cent (60,000 tons)
of class C.

DEATH OF BENJAMIN BIS SINGER

Well-Know- n Pacific Coast Traveling
Man Passes Away.

Benjamin Blsslnger, well known on tho
Pacific Coast as a traveling man, died
Thursday evening at the Coo Sanitarium
at Mount Tabor,' after a long illness.
"Valvular disease of tho heart is given as
the cause of his death. Before his sick-
ness he was engaged by a San Francisco
firm of tobacco jobbers. He has been con-
nected during the past 15 years with a
number of tho leading tobacco and whisky
houses of the Coast.

Benjamin Blsslnger was a native of Ger-
many, where ho was born in June, 1S60.

He came to
this country when IS years of age, making
New York his home for several years and
came to Oregon 15 years ago, since which
time Portland has been his home. He was
a member In good standing of Oregon
Lodge.

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TRAINS MEN TO SUCCEED

G. B. HODGE TELLS OF Y. M. C. h

A.'S EDUCATIONAL WORK.

Thousands of Employed Men Ars
Given Opportunity to Increase

Their Usefulness.

A man full up with enthusiasm for his
work Is George B. Hodge, who gave a lec-
ture last evening at Y. M. C A. audi-
torium on the commercial and technical
education of employed men. Mr. Hodge
also has Ideas, many of them, and it Is
due largely to this fact and his ten years'
application of them in behalf of the
movement which he heads, that the Y. M.
C A. has grown to be an Important fac-
tor In secular educational affairs. It Is
well "worth the risk of being hackneyed to
say that In this direction the Y. M. C. A.
is filling "a long-fe- lt want." With the
assistance of pictures Mr. Hodge told a
large audience about the movement last
night. He also talked of It to an Orego-nla- n

reporter yesterday afternoon with
the pictures omitted.

"This feature of the Y. M. C. A. Is com-
ing to be one of the most unique and
successful agents for supplanting the
work of the public and private schools,"
said he. "The plan originated many years
ago In London, and was later transplant-
ed to New York and a number of other
big American cities, but not until ten
years ago was It systematized and taken
up generally by the Y. M. C. A. through-
out the entire country. At that time
there were 10.000 students in our classes,
and today there are 31.000. At that time
there were no tuition fees paid, and now
there is nearly $100,000 paid In annually.
At the present time 115 colleges and uni-
versities recognize our certificates, and al-
low students to matriculate on them
without examination. Wo have a uniform
sys.em of class work covering 70 subjects
In addition to lectures and other features.
We engage the best instructors obtain-
able in the cities where jur night schools
are conducted. For Instance, our classes
In mechanical drawing are Instructed
usually by the head draughtsmen In the
big draughting offices. We prefer such a
man to one who Is a teacher by profes-
sion for the reason that his experience Is
practical and he represents the actual
everyday work In his line. The same Is
true of our Instructor in bookkeeping, and
so all through. For those who desire It
we teach Latin, French, German and
Spanish, but most of our students want
arithmetic, bookkeeping, mechanical draw-
ing and such eminently practical subjects.

"By means of our schools we have en-
abled 20.000 young men to Increase their
salaries and receive large promotions. We
have beneficially effected 200,000 other em-
ployed men so that they are of very much
larger usefulness, both to themselves and
their employers. The work has, without
exception, served to promote more friendly
relations between employer and employed.
So you see, we are doing our part at solv-
ing the capital and labor problem.

"In three associations In this country
our schools for employed men have up-
wards of 1000 students each, and In from
40 to CO Instances the enrollment is en

five and eight hundred. In Port-
land It Is about GOO. When you consider
the average college and university In the
United States has less than 300 students,
the Importance of the movement Is ap-
parent."

Employers of labor everywhere have
come to appreciate the benefit of it andare contributing liberally to its assistance.
In many of the great factories and busi-
ness houses Y. M. C. A. branches have
been organized for the especial purpose of
securing our educational advantages.

"I came to the Pacific Coast to hold
fifteen educational institutes, and have
completed my work in California. I was
in Portland eight years ago, when the as-
sociation here was poor and struggling. I
am amazed at the growth It has made
since then. I want to express my appreci-
ation of the splendid results which have
been attained. The Y. M. C. A. here stands
second to none In tho country in propor-
tion to Its membership and the relative
amo.unt of money spent in promoting it.
I am not given to fulsome flattery, but
too much eannot be said in favor of the
splendid work of Mr. Stone as Its secre-
tary. Such success as has been achieved
here Is only possible by intelligent, ag-
gressive and faithful work, and Portland
should be proud of him and Its
