RUSSIA AND UNITED STATES,

Her Traditional Friendship Rests on
a Solid Basis.

The discursion of the attitude of the
Unitell Siates toward the possible bellig-
erents In the Far Eust leads the Louis.
ville Courjer-Journnl to attack the the.
ory that Russia has besm the traditional
friend of America. The Courles-Journal
=mys that Catherine 11 offered Gearge 111
an army of Cossacks “to crush the Amer-
lan patriots.” In the Civll War 1t as-
seris that the Russian sguadron visited
Kew York, not to prevent European rec-
oguition of the Confederncy, as In gener-
ally supposed. but to keep the vessels out
of resch of a French feetl

Nobody questione the fact that Ruswia
was the friend of England in the Revolu-
tlon. At that time the Muscovite emgire
was under obligations to Grest Hritaln
for support In & war with Turkey. Cath-
erine, therefore, promised her ald to King
George. Takipg her at her word, the king
applited for 50, soldlers. The request was
long considersd, but finally refused pn-b-
ably on the advice of Frederick the Great
England then fell back upon the Heasiuns
However, the Russian government con-
tinued hostiiec to the cause of independ-
ence, naturally enough, since autocracy
is menncod by rebellitm, The American
envoy was not recefved at Bl Petersburg,
and when severnl minor powers were dis-
posed to Joln with France in recognizing
Amerioan Independence, Russin refused
The government even went so far as to
assure Great Britain that it would not
recognize the Unlied States until the new
republic had been acknowledged by Eng-
lnnd. As to this hostility there is no dis-
"'lull'.

But the OCourler-Journol's onsinught
aghinst the traditional theory of Russia's
the Civll War will occasion
surprise. It is so ftashionable to baw! over
acoepted bellefs that a certaln sense of
humiliation must b falt In holding that
the destructive rvidenoce in this case seemp
hardly conclusive. Thare can be no doubt
that at the time of the visit of the Rus-
sian ships to New York in the Aaotumn of
I3, the country was highly elated It
was grnerally assumed that the sending
of the squadron was an act of friendship
and many persons believed though with-
out warrant, that it was a direct mennce
to France There an be no doudt, also,
that the French regarded it in this Mght
Secretary Beward felt lmpolled to renssure
the Parta government. ““The mport of an
allanc: by us with Russin for European
war,” he wrote to Minister Dayton. “is an
absurdity.” He added significantly:
“Bverybody knows that the United Statss
are the habdtun! well-wishers of France,
as they are of Russin. Everybody knows
that Russis l= o well-wishar of the United
States, but everybody i» not satisfled that
France is a well-wisher of the United
Etates™

Seward's Mograpber, Frederic Baneroft
Thes younger Sewnrd assured Mr. Ban-

croft that st the outbremk of the war the
Hyssinn minister to the United States, Mr
Stoeck]l. ussd his utmost Influcnes with
bia friends among the Boutheorn leaders
to koep the secoding stataa in the Union
It s known, too, that In 180 the United
States Government was Informed from St
Petersburg of the bhoatile agreement of
Englend and France $0 act In concert,
and that 12 Rursia refused Napaleon's
suggostion of Intervention, The Courder.
Journal saye that in 183 the danger of
the recognition of the Confederncy was no
longer acute. But on Octoder € of that
year Charles Sumper was writing to John
“At this moment I am more so-
oms about France amd England than
wi our military affalre. Forelgn in-
tervention would probadbly provoke a unl-
versal war. At that time Sumner be-
Hleved that r'he Rumssian flest had come o
Americs to aveld the French. Bul & few
years later h« was writing to Bright
about “the amity of Russia, manifested
esperdally during our recent troubiss ™ Iy
seems falrly plain that unless Seward,
Sumner and the North generally were
focied, Russis was a friend to the Unlen
in ths Civll War.

Though Zanardelll, the dead Italian
Minister, won fame as a soldier In the
wars against the Austrians, and though
the part he piayed politically both dur-
Ing the formative perfod of the Itallan
kingdom and aince that time has not
been Inconsiderable, he will probably
be longest remembered by his country-
men for the commereial and penal
codes of which he was the author. Zan-
erardelll was ope of the last survivors
of the bulldesrs of modern Italy, that
remarkable band of men who setl them-
seives the herculean insk of erecting
a natlon out of the disordered frag-
ments of states which for & thousand
years had oumbered  the peninsuls,
melancholy ruins of “the spléndor that
was Rome."

The large majority of Zanardelll's
fellow laborers In that great task
passed sway before hum, and though
here and there a few wstill remaln who
played prominent parts in the stirring
years from 1849 to 1861, his death em-
phasizes the fact that the first chap-
ter In the history of modarn Italy is
closed. It was n glorious chapter. full
of high hopes and aspirstions, which
have, alas! bean scantily realised. Men
like Zanardelli must have closed their
oves In sorrow thinking of thea Italy
they dreamed of and of the Italy
they left. But thougn !deals were not
mads realities, the nation bullders left
behind them mueh that was enduring
and much that was excellent. They
lived not In wain.

The Zebra as a Domestic Animal,
Buccean

It is reportad that a avatamatic attempt
i to be made by the British govermment
to domesticate the sebra for use in {ts
South African possessions. It s proposed
to cateh large numbers of wild gsebraa and
ullow them to breed In captitvity, training
the young as draught animals. No at-
tempt, apparently, will be made to tame
and train the captured animals them-
selves, although this has often been ac-
complished with selected individuais. The
zebra proper is very difficult to tame, but
allled varieties, such as the Eouth African
quagga, ire more snsily domesticated. At
the Cape. 3 years since. thoss were often
seen working with draught horsea. Still
better success has rewarded a roecsnt
nttempt to cross the sebran with the horse
and the azs. The resulting hybrids, which
are called “gebroids.” are lvely baut docile,
and are casily traiped. They have unusunl
muscular strength and thelr immunity to
the bite of the tnatse fly, which ls futal
1o the horse, makes them especilally valun.
ble for African service. It i thought

by some that the sebrold will suppiant the
mule, especially for work in the troplos.
