SHERMAN COUNTY CASES AT
LAST NEAR SETTLEMENT.

Secretary of Interior Wi Gather In-
formation for Next Session
of Congress.

OREGONIAN NEWS BURREALU, Wash-
Ington, March 1% —A great deal of im-
portance attaches to the act of Con-
gETess recently signed by the Presideat
for the rellef of settlers on lands In
Bherman County, Oregon. Thia bill
opens the way to. ultimute legisiation
for the payment of claima of seitlers
who enterad upon lands Included with-
in the overlap llmita of the grants made
to the Northern Pucifc Rallread and
The Dalles Milltary Wagon Road Com-
pany In Sherman County. Congress
called upon the Interior Depsrtment for
information upon which to bass legis-
Iation for. the payment of Just claima
af Bherman County settlers, but the in-
formsation furnished was not of such
character as would warrant the plns-
nge of o general rellef bilL

Through the efortas of Reprosenta-
tive Willlamson and Senator Mitchell
2 new bl was recentlly passed direct-
Ing the Bsécretary of the Interfor to in-
vestignte and ascertain the namoes of
all settiers who entered upon the lm-
proved lands within the contiloting lim-
its of these two grants, and who have
since been dispossessed of thelr lands

ander the decislon of the Bupreme
Conurt holding that these lands, upon
the forfelture of the Northern Paclfic

reverted to The Dalles Military
Road Company Prior to this declsion
hed been held by the department
that the dlsputed lands, on the forfelt-
ure of the Northern Pacific granmt, be-
came n part of the publle domaln, and
wans due to this conceptlon on the
part of th department that secttiern
were allowed to enter upon these lands
anly to ba deprived of their homes by
the subsequent ruling of the court.

I'n addition to reporting names of set-
tlers in Sherman County who have suf-
feredl as a result of the Suprems
Court’'s decision, the Becretary Is Lo
ascortaln the daotes when (hese settlers
locnted upon Bherman County lands,
when they weore dispossemsed of their
innds, and In alf cases where any of
these settlers are still In possession of
the lands claimed by them, the Sécre-
tary Is to ascertain the reasonable
value of the land and the improvementis
thereon. He will also ascertain wheth-
er any of the ssttlers have purchased
from The DNulles Company «or from lts
wuconssor, the Easternp Oregon Land
Company. their right to the lands so
settled upon, and the amounts pald by
surch settlers to the wagon road com-
pany.

Ome of the most important features
of the new law, however, provides thut
the Secretary of the I rior shall ns-
rinin what price and on what torms
Eastern Oregon Land Company will
linquish to the settlers the lands
med by them, together with the im-
provements thereon. All of thess facts
are to be submitted to Congresa at the
next seaslon

It 1= the purpose of Representative
Willlamson, when the Secrotary’'s re-
port Is at hand, introduce a bill
which will make a sufficient approprin-
tion to enable the Sherman County sel-
tlers to elther purchase from e Fast-
ern Oroegon Land Company the trocts
which they entered, on the assumpiion
that they were obtalning public land,
ar which will compensite these sot-
tlera for the [omses muntalned throuch
no fault of tholr own, In cass the enm-
pany will not sell.
