Ratlonalism Is Not Christianity.

PORTLAND, April 18—(To the Editor.)
—Your implled argument in the note fol-
lowing my letter Is that, becauss certain
persons employ the term “transcend ex-
perience” In describing the miraculous,
everything which transcends experience
Is, therefore, of that character. This ia a
“non sequitur,” since the term is not ex-
haustive nor always distinctive as a char-
acterization, and, moreover, is often used
joosely and vaguely. Certaln eminent sci-
entists belleve in the “dynamic stom™ or
“point” of force.” This idea emphatically
transcends experience, since a point hav-
ing neither area nor volume, being po-
tentially nothing, cannot be comprehend-
ed as holding or Irradiating gower. The
conception is entirely supersensible, un-
plcturabie, metapbysical and éven contra-
dictory. Spencer postulates the unknow-
able, L e, according to his definition of
knowledge, that which cannot be related,
brought under reiations (In experience).
Schopenhauer assumed to demoastrate the
existance of “the will to live,” a purely
supersensible, metaphysical reality, out-
eide experience. Can theése be groperly
sald to have postulated, and belleved In,
the mirnculous?

The distinctive eloment in the mlracu-
jous, in the ecclesiastical and hlstorical
sense of the word, is not mepely, or with
strict accuracy, transcendence, L e, ly-
ing beyond experieace, which is eommon
to all apeculations and theories concerning
ultimate realities whether of the sclentist,
phllosopher or theologian, but the fact
that it operates directly upon the course
of mundane phenomena, the observed
uniform stream of cause and effect, for
the time belng contravening and nullify-
ing it, as e §., the alieged division of the
wathrs of the Red Sea, or the narrative
of the Joaves and fishes. In =0 far as “lib-
eral orthodox” theologians explain the
miraculous by reference to “higher laws™
which transcend, etic.—a tendency specinl-
Iy illustrated In divinity schools In New
England—they eviscerats it, from an ec-
clesiastical point of view, and reduce (or
elevate) it to the naturalistic plane.

Bellefs In God and immortality, unless
held solely on the basis of revelation, are
In po proper sense miraculous. Tha one Is
&n Inference from all the facts of the uni-
verse concerning the nature of the ulti-
mats cause or source; the other, an Infer-
enca from various facts concerning tha es-
sential pature of man.

Emerson, Parker, Fiske and hosts of
others stronuously denled the miraculous,
except In the popular sense of “marvel "
yet they belleved in God and immortality.
