be accomplished to llmit the loss. ‘The
fire hydrants had very lttls pressure,
while there were only two avallable cis-
terns, and the four engines were com-
pelied to double on those. The sngines
could pot have been run out on the docks
and the water taken from the river. as
the flames lenped 100 feet at a jump, and
before waler could have been reached the
equipment would have hnd to retire to
ked¢p from being surrounded by the flames.
Dyaamite might have been used to ad-
vantnge to check the course of the fire,
several wooden bulldings that wers lost
by the fire serving only as & means of
spreading the fire from one mill to an-
other,

The new fireboat could have done more
to gquench the flames than all the other
fire fightlng equipment In the city, as the
riverside was the only practicable point
from which to fight the flamea, and this
was lmpossible for Tand equipment. Ths
fireboat has already been tested by the
Willametta Iron Works, but has not yst
been turned over to the city.

Horses All Saved.

The horses belonging to the daif-
fersnt mills were taken to placea of
safety shortly after the fire started
and none of them were lost in the fire.

Bystanders helped to remove several
wagon lowds of trunks from the fac-
tory of the Multnomah Trunk & Box
Company, but most of the people re-
siding near the mills left everything
inside their houses, as the wind was
blowing the fire up and out Into the
river.
